Tnunan Green, City Manager, re­
turned last weekend from Muskogee, 
Oklahoma, where he superintended 
the purchase o f a new 350 horse­
power Diesel engine for use in the 
Municipal Power Plant in Spur.

The engine is o f the Fairbanks- 
Morse make and will be used asa 
reserve engine and to increase the 
efficiency of the engines now in 
use.

Capacity o f the plant will be in­
creased from 660 horsepower to 1010 
horsepower according to Manager 
Green.

When this new equipment has 
been installed Spur's Municipal 
Plant will be one of the finest plants

of its kind in this section of the 
country and will assure continued 
dependable service. The plant will 
be able to meet any emergency that 
may arise and will be enabled to 
keep a more constant voltage, giving 
greater efficiency and reducing the 
cost of service to the patrons.

Mr. Green explained that The City 
of Spur will at all times put forth 
every effort to better utility facili­
ties in their plant and seeks the 
cooperation of their patrons in con­
tinuing this service.

The engine is expected to be 
shipped at an early date and will 
be installed immediately after its 
arrival.

The Women’s Home Demonstra­
tion Council of Dickens County, will 
sponsor a sewing machine clinic next 
Monday, April 22 at Campbell’s 
Furniture Store, in order that all 
ladies who have machines may get 
them checked, cleaned, and repaired, 
and learn how to use attachments.

A Sewing machine representaive 
from Lubbock will be present to con­
duct this clinic and training school, 
and all those interested in learning 
more about the use and care of their 
machines should make plans to come 
by the store some time during the 
day. If you wish to get your ma­
chines cleaned or checked over, bring 
only the head of the machine.

In 
addition to the open house affeir a 
meeting will be conducted at the

onstration agent. At this meeting 
Miss Day will explain in full the 
advantages to be derived from 
these cold storage lockers and how 
to best prepare foods for storage.

Cooling rooms, processing rooms 
and storage lockers will be open for 
inspection on this day and Mr. Allen 
cordially invites all interested parties 
to come and give the plant a 
thorough inspection.

Service offered by the Ice Co. will 
include cooling, ageing, processing, 
labeling, and dating and will the'* 
be placed in the lockers and will be 
at the patrons command for use as 
they see fit. Dating will allow the 
use of older foods first. 'This service 
will be furnished by the company at 
the nominal price of one-half cent 
per pound, which charge barely 
covers the actual cost. An additional 
2 cents per pound will be charged 
for grinding meat or sausage.

Owing to the small margin on 
which the plant is working it will 
be necessary that all charges be paid 
in advance, Mr, Allen stated.

J. P. O’Connor, of Matador is at 
present in charge of the meat cut­
ting and preparing, department and 
will be ready at all times to assist 
patrons in any way he can. Mr. O’­
Connor is an experienced hand at 
this work and has quite a recom­
mendation from Matador where he 
has been in the locker business for 
some time.

Lockers will be offered to the 
public for ten dollars per year ac­
cording to Allen, with an additional 
charge of two dollars for use of the 
drawer. *

Fowls and packages of food will 
be wrapped, labeled and placed in 
lockers for only 10 cents for each 
package or fowl.

THE MODERN REFRIGERATED  
LOCKER PLANT

What It Is
The modem refrigerated locker plant is an establishment 
completely equipped to handle and preserve, by cold tempera­
ture, meats, fruits, and vegetables over an extended period of 
time.

How It Operates
The locker plant is divided into four general sections-^a chill 
room, processing room, freezer, and locker room. The complete 
service includes the proper handling, preparation, labeling, 
freezing, and storing in the individual lockers of all food 
entering the plant.

Cooling
After butchering, the carcasses are brought to the plant 
where they are hung in the chill room for proper cooling 
and aging. The meat is kept there until all animal heat is 
removed and as much longer as the patron wishes to age 
or ripen it.

Processing
When the meat is thoroughly cooled and aged, it is taken 
to the cutting or processing room. Here a skilled meat cutter 
cuts the carcass into the various steaks, roasts, chops, as 
desired by the patron. Each cut is then carefully wrapped 
in parchment paper, weighed, labeled, and dated, ready for 
freezing.

How Much Does Locker Rental Cost

Lockers will be charged for at the rate of $10.00 per year. 
For use of drawers there will be an additional charge of 
$2.00 per year.
Charges for cooling, cutting, wrapping, freezing, dating and 
placing in locker will be IVzC per pound. For grinding meats 
and sausage, 2c per pound.

ALL PRICES ARE PAY.ABLE IN ADVANCE
Advantages

The rapid growth of the refrigerated locker system can be 
explained by the fact that it fills a definite public need. Tt 
has demonstrated a postive economic value.
The principal advantage is the opportunity afforded families 
to add fi-esh foods to their diet the year round.
Frozen home-produced meats, fruits, and vegetables are likely 
to be more palatable than canned or cured meats.
Freezing eliminates the dnidgeiy of conning, reduces spoil­
age, and permits a better utilization of the carcass.
Permits slaughter any time of year.
Helps prox'ide a wider market for farm products.
Popular with fishermen, huntei-s.. and sportsmen.
Money saved through the refrigeration of home-raised foods 
releases more money for other foods and purposes, therefore 
a better living.

The patron’s individual packages are then placed in the 
quick freeze room and frozen solidly within a few hours. 
Everything going into the locker must be frozen to prevent 
odor and drip.

Certain berries and vegetables can be frozen as well as meats. 
Frozen strawberries and peas are becoming very popular.

Storing in Lockers
.After freezing, these packages are placed in the patron’s 
locker which is kept in a room maintained at approximately 
zero to 4 degrees abov̂ e.

Each patron has a key to his locker and can get his packages 
any time he calls.

Watch For Fire Traps
“For twenty years I have traveled 

25,000 miles annually in fire pre­
vention work. Each year I am as­
tonished how frequently luck plays 
the major role in safeguarding 
against disaster in buildings where 
people assemble in large numbers. 
In far too many cases, ignorance or 
wanton disregard of the funda­
mentals of fire safety places your 
life and mine in jeopardy,” writes 
T. Alfred Fleming, Supervisor of the 
Conservation Department of the 
National Board of Fire Under­
writers, in Readers Digest. For ex­
ample:

“ In New England I saw a new 
movie theatre, seating 2,000. It had 
a secondary exit as required by law; 
but this exit opened into a 4% -foot 
areaway, which had no outlet. It 
could accommodate about 20 people. 
How would you like to be in a fire 
there on Bank Night? Equall start­
ling was an auditorium seating 
5,000, in which the secondary exit 
opened 8 feet above the river—and 
not e\en a flight of steps leading 
down!

“ In Ohio I got to church late one 
Sunday and found the main doors 
locked. The usher explained that it 
was the minister’s idea—so he could 
get down to the door to greet every­
body as they left. Meanwhile 750 
people were dangerously confined in

a building with only one inadequate 
exit. I saw the same foolhardy pro­
cedure in a hotel, where a watchma .i 
padlocked all the fire escape doors 
at night ‘to keep burglars out.’ In 
both cases, renditions were remedied 
when local fire chiefs promised to 
chop down the doors if they were 
found locked again.”

Many of us confronted with facts 
like these, think they affect only the 
other fellow—that they don’t exist 
where we live. The truth is that 
it’s a rare tô v̂ l where similar glar­
ing hazards don’t exist. Those haz­
ards are our problem. And it’s our 
duty to eliminate them before trag­
edy occurs.

Game Restoration Opea» Headquarters

In Texas
With the leasing of 30,000 acres 

o f adjoining land in Palk and Tyler 
Counties and of 15,000 in Colorado 
County the Texas Game, Fish and 
Oyster Commission has completed 
half o f the preliminary work on a 
huge proiectwhich includes the leas­
ing of more than 100,000 acres of 
land for six game restoration areas.

The first area leased and upon 
which work is already well under 
way was in Robertson County. Other 
projects being pushed are to be in 
Goliad, Calhoun and Dimmitt Coun­
ties.

Deer and turkey restoration on 
the six large areas is the aim of 
the Game Department, according to 
its executive secretary- However, 
upon the Polk-T^ler County area 
and the Colorado County preserve 
the primary objective is to restore 
wild turkey. Other work will be in­
cidental. but it is believed several 
species of game, including deer, will 
profit Both deer and turkey restora­
tion will be attempted on the other 
four areas.

It is unnecessary to add to the 
deer population in well -  stodced 
Colorado County but the turkey 
have long since vanished from that 
section due to overshooting. In the 
Tyler-Polk preserve an attempt will 
be made to save and increase in 
number approximately 250 turkey 
which are believed to be the only 
remaining eastern strain wild tur­
key .s anywhere from Texas to the 
Atlantic coast.

The procedure to be used »n 
management practices for the resto­
ration are practically the same on 
each of the two turkey areas. Pro­
tected nesting areas will be provid­
ed by fencing and food patches will 
also be protected in that manner. 
Native foods are highly * important 
to turkeys and such food as acorns, 
beech ina.st, pine seeds and the 
various berries such as huckleberry, 
dew berry and blackberry are to be 
protect'll from the forage of hogs, 
sheep and cattle.

On tlie Tyler-Polk area an at­
tempt will be made to more fully 
protect and to restore the native 

Texas deer.
A total of fifty turkeys, trapped 

in other sections of the state, will be 
supplied in the Colorado County 
-crea Tliirty-seven of them have al­
ready been placed on the area and 
toe remaiiider will be stocked soon.

A twenty-acre pen has been built 
on the Colorado County preser\*e. A 
fJozen of tlie turkeys will be placed 
in.side the pen with their wings 
clipped. They will be able to nest 
there, but will be unable to leave. 
It is expected they will act as de­
coys for the birds outside the area 
and keep them on the preserx'e and 
near the better food and cov'er sec­
tions.

In one respect at least the farmer 

has the edge on the manufacturer, 
merchant or business man of the 
city. Through marketing coopera­
tive organizations, farmers, by group 
action, can dispose of their pro­
ducts quickly and at a maximum 
price. A single manufacturer, on 
the other hand, must maintain his 
own salesmen, and they must be 
better salesmen than those of his 
competitor next door. He must train 
them and furnish them transporta­
tion, on the gamble that they will 
sell enough goods to reimburse all 
costs and leave a little profit He 
must always be on guard against 
the possibility of a competitor think­
ing up a new “model”  that might 
overnight leave him without a mar­
ket for his product

Marketing cooperatives are the 
modem farmer’s “ salesmen.” The 
farmer does not have to worry about 
new models. Hogs are hogs. They 
have not changed materially since 
the days of King Tut. Neither have 
cows and the milk they give.

But the job of “selling” which 
the marketing co-ops do, is not 
simple just because there are no new 
models to contend with. Their busi­
ness is to help the farmer maintain 
ready markets and stable distribu­
tion for time-honored necessities of 
life—not automobiles, face cream 
and luxury gadgets, but the pro­
ducts o f America’s farms.

Cheap Money It Very 
Costly To The 
Government

“ In the long nm,”  said a small 
twn banker recently, “ it will be the’ 
Government that will suffer most 
from its cheap money policy, for t 
is rapidly succeeding in killing off 
thrift, the real backbone of its se­
curity.”

Nothing can do more than ex­
cessively cheap money to destroy 
the incentive to save and invest in 
productive undertakings. And noth­
ing can work a heavier burden on 
those millions of people who depend 
for all or part of their livelihood on 
a little accumulated capital invested 
in securities or mortgages. The “big 
fellow” is hit least by cheap money 
—if you have enough capital, even 
an extremely low interest return 
will bring you an adequate income. 
It is the “ little fellow” with a few 
thousand dollars of savings, who 
bears the brunt of it.

From the point of view of our 
national economy, cheap money 

seems to have proven itself an al­
most unmitigated evil. It has forced 
banks to pare interest on deposits 
to the point of non-existence— t̂he 
banks can’t pay a rate o f interest 
they are unabibe to earn. And it has 
driven an abnormal amount of 
money out o f industry and into non­
productive channels, such as gov­
ernment bonds. Why should a man 
take a chance on a venture in which 
he may lose when his possible re­
turn is extremely limited? And the 
result is that more and more new 
industries go begging for the capital 
which would produce jobs, oppor­
tunities and new wealth for the 
people.

No nation can remain great w hen' 
the incentive to save and be thrifty 
is destroyed. No nation can main­
tain its place in the sun when gov­
ernment policies virtually force 
money out of productive uses. No 
nation can go ahead when the little 
capital sav'ed over arduous years 
through a working man’s labor and 
sacrifice, promises a diminishing re­
turn. Any number of governmental 
laws and ix>licies have been aimed 
straight at the thrifty person, the 
millions of ordinary Americans who 
would normally be saving and in­
vesting, a n d  abnormally cheap 
money has been among the most 
damaging.

What the Mexican or In­
dian enemy might not do, I am led 
to believe by various threats that 
have reached my ears, might be ac­
complished by the irresponsible, un­
principled and lawless among our 
own citizens. I am told that their 
destruction by fire has been fre­
quently denounced by some of those 
wlio oppose their removal. Such an 
event would produce not only in­
calculable but irreparable injury to 
the people of Texas . . . .”  Certain 
indignant citizens of Austin did not 
share the President’s opinon. They 
gathered at Col. Ward’s house and 
fired "a Howitzer loaded with grape” 
into it, with the cry of “Blow the 
old house to pieces!” While the 
archives were being slipped out in 
the custody of two clerks, their 
wagon was stopped and the records 
stolen and taken to a house on 
Pecan (now 6th) Street. While this 
was going on, other residents of 
.Austin were kept from boredom by 
an Indian attack.”

•
Q. What is the Texas Historical 

Association? When was it founded? 
By Whom? For what purp>ose? What 
are the requirements for member­
ship?

A. The Texas State Historical 
Association was founded at Austin 
in 1897 for the purpose of collecting 
and preserving sound historical in­
formation about Texas. The found­
ers were Dr. George P. Garrison, 
John H. Reagan, Gov. F. R. Lub­
bock, Gov. O. M. Roberts and John 
S. (Rip) Ford. The Association has 
always had a distinguished mem­
bership composed of people interest­
ed in Texas history. Since its foun­
dation it has published The South­
western Historical Quarterly, a 
journal that ranks high in quality 
and scholarship. Dr. Walter Pres­
cott Webb states “Membership is 
open to those interested in preser\'- 
ing Texas history. Applicants are 
recommended by the Executive 
Council and voted on by the As­
sociation at the annual meeting. 
Headquarters are at Austin.”

•
Q. What are Junior Historians? 

When was this organization found­
ed?

A. The Junior Historians are 
Texas High School boys and girls 
who are members of a chapter of 
the Junior Division of the Texas 
State Historical Association. A  
chapter may be formed by ten mem­
bers in an accredited high school. 
A charter is issued by the Texas 
State Historical Asociation.

Wants Longer Closed 
Season On Fishing

Rsolutions urging the enacting of 
laws which wousd make possible 
closed seasons on fLshing in Texas 
and on sev’eral other matters of 
vital importanct to sportsmen of 
Texas were adopted at a meeting of 
the Fort Worth Anglers Club re­
cently. The Club is believed to bo 
the largest in Texas and has a mem­
bership of more than 700 sports­
men.

The club went on record as urg­
ing that there be a three-month 
closed season on all fresh« water fish 
in Texas, the season to be from 
February 15 to May 15. (The closed 
season is now March 1 to May 1.) 
The club would have all commercial 
fishing banned in the fresh waters 
of Texas, would reduce the creel 
limit on all game fish and would 
have anti-pollution laws enacted 
which would provide adequate 
means of enforcement.

Spring, May 16-18
The 22nd annual convention of 

the West Texas Chamber of Com­
merce, May 16-17-18, mark.s a break 
with precedent.

Heretofore the conv'ention dates 
have been at the first of the 
week. The 1940 convention, in fact, 
was originally set for Monday- 
Tuesday-Wednesday in the week of 
May 13-18th, but last week it was 
announced the big show would be 
hold on Thursday, Friday and Sat­
urday of that same week.

Reason: the convention theme, the 
“American Way of Life,”  to be 
dramatized in a great All-Youth 
Parade set for 2:00 o’clock Friday 
afternoon May 17th. Heads of boy 
and girl organizatoins of the terri­
tory met with the convention com­
mittee in Big Spring and asked for 
the change in dates. Youths in large 
numbers can come and participate 
in the convention at the end of the 
week. Another factor—very potent— 
was that Boy Scouts of Buffalo Trail 
were anxious to combine their an­
nual Roundup with the WTCC con­
vention, and this would not have 
been possible with a first-of-the- 
week setting. Big Spring is always 
the host city to the Scouts’ Round­
up, to be held this year on Friday 
and Saturday’ May 17-18, the last 
two days of the convention.

Besides the Boy Scouts, marchers 
in the All-Youth Parade will in­
clude 4-H Club boys and girls, Fu­
ture Farmers of America units, Girl 
Reserves, Girl Scouts and Camp­
fire Girls—and all the convention 
bands. The marchers will carry 
banners affirming the priceless heri­
tage and blessing of American citi­
zenship against the bloody back­
ground of Europe. The parade will 
end at the Big Spring Municipal 
Auditorium, with an address on the 
American way of life by a national­
ly known speaker.

Planting 20,900 
Quail In Texas 
During 1940

Practically all of the 20,000 quail 
which the Texas Game, Fish and 
Oyster Commisison will distrbiute 
this year have been planted in prac­
tically every section of the state, it 
is announced by the executive sec­
retary of the Game Department. 
The birds are obtained from Mexi­
co where they are trapped and are 
shipped to sportsmen and other 
persons interested enough in re­
stocking their places with quail to 
pay half of the cost of the birds.

The F>olicy of distributing quail on 
this basis has been followed by the 
Texas Department for several years. 
In addition, the Department is plant­
ing several thousand birds this year 
on quail restoration areas which are 
being set up in various parts of the 
state with the aid of federal Pitt- 
man-Robertson funds. More than 
fifty of the.se areas have already 
been established by the Division of 
Wildlife Restoration of the state 
game department and as many more 
will be completed by the end of the 
year.

Many of the quail demonstration 
areas need not be restocked due to 
the fact there are a small number 
of birds there. Improving of the 
cover and food supply is expected to 
produce sufficient birds on these 
areas to stock considerable coun­
tryside.

Many Quail Shipped
Mexican quail, which are used by 

several states for restocking pur­
poses, are moving through Texas 
now. It is estimated by the Uvalde- 
New’s that more than 100,000 will 
be sent through the ports of Laredo, 
Del Rio and Eagle Pass. Of this 
number the Texas Game Depart­
ment gets 20,000 and was able to 
purchase them, by obtaining bids, at 
the lowest price in history of game

distribution. The birds were pur­
chased for 69 cents each by Texas. 
Other states are paying as much as 
$1.30 per bird.

Trapping quail in Mexico is an 
interesting process. A V-shaped 
brush fence not over a foot high is 
constructed, with the point running 
into a woven wire funnel some ten 
feet long. Quail herders, upon dis­
covering birds, walk slowly toward 
them, herding the birds inside the 
brush enclosure. The birds follow 
the brush until they come to the 
narrow opening in the wire trap and 
walk in. They are then caught and 
placed in crates to be transported to 
the United States. Its a simple pro­
cess, but tens of thousands of quail 
are captured in Mexico each year.
