Cotton Mattress For

Low Income Farm
Families

The Federal Government has
initiated a program whereby farm
families whose gross income for 1939
was less than $400.00, will be fur-
nished the necessary materials and
will be supervised in making a mat-
tress at low cost to the low income
families. The government is furnish-

ing fifty pounds of cotton and the

necessary ticking for making each
of these mattresses, provided we
have enough applications in the
county to use up two bales of cot-
ton. In other words, it will be neces-
sary for the order to be sent in
for this cotton in lots of twelve
bales, and it will require 120 appli-
cations before we can make an or-
der for it. Application blanks for
these mattresses may be secured at
either the Home Demonstration
Agent’s office in Spur, or the Coun-
ty Agent’s office in Dickens.

The purpose of the program is
« two-fold. If all the low income
families take advantage of this pro-
gram it will consume a large amount
of cotton which is not being used at
the present time, and which is hold-
ing down the price that the farmers
receive for the cotton they grow.

'Soil Moisture Much

'Better Than Last
Year, April 20

Soil moisture determinations
which have been made on thirteen
field areas of the Texas Agricultur-
al Experiment Station, Spur, Texas
show that the moisture in the soil to
a depth of 3 feet is slightly below
normal. On April 20 of this year
there was an average of 2.47 inches
of available water (that whica
plants may recover from the soil)
stored in the soil as compared to
an average of 2.85 inches for. the
11 years from 1930 to 1940. A rather
large portion of the moisture this
year is stored in the upper 12 inches
of soil where it is easily drawn out
by the sun and wind.

The data in the table shows the
high degree of relationship between
the amount of moisture stored in
the soil on April 20 and the aver-
age yield of lint per acre for Dick-
ens County. In 1930, 1934 and 1939
there was less than 2 inches of water
in the soil on April 20, and the aver-
age yield for Dickens County for
these years was 66 pounds while for
the years 1931, 1932, 1933, 1937 and
1938 -there was more than 3 inches
of water in the soil and the average
yield for Dickens County was 213
pounds. Note the large amount of
stored water in the good years of
1933 and 1937. sl

Cheap Feed And

High Producing
Cows Essential

(From the County Agent’s Office)

Cheap feed and high producing
cows are essential to make the
dairy business pay good dividends.

Possibly the cheapest feed we can
have is good native grass. Our sup-
ply of this grass can be greatly in-
creased by the eradiction of mes-
quite and listing the pasture land
on the contour. In some areas, it
may be possible to divert run-off
water from roads or other land to
our pasture land. Another source of
cheap feed is small grain and sudan

year when we cannot have good
pasture for the cows to graze, so we
have to provide their feed through
some other manner. Red top cane
substitute for good grazing for your
milk cows. Good alfalfa hay may
be grown on many Dickens County
into the
ration for the dairy cows. A good
balanced ration should insure one
that his cows will produce the maxi-
mum capacity.

A high producing cow will eat
very little more feed than a low pro-
ducer. Since this is true, one should
endeavor to breed his herd up or im-
prove it as rapidly as practical un-
der his individual conditions.

—indicate the c¢bvious importance
of maintaining good relations with
the publisher, the editor, the re-

porter, and even the youngster who,
in the case of daily papers and may-
be some weeklies, delivers the paper
to your door.
\s a representative of the utili-
I emphasize the fact]
want to “get along” with
That doesn’t mean
that we try to, or want, to subsi-
dize or levy any influence which |
induce or earn special favors |
the press. Charges have been
made in high political circles that |
so-called “big business’ has indulg—i
ed in such practices. I know of no}
instance where this is true.

But it is true that most publxc
utilities, and likewise most other
types of business concerns, recog- |
nize the tremendous importance of
the newspaper. For that reason, as.
does any sensible mdxvndual they
expend great effort to maintain good |
relations with those who own, op-
erate and “get out” the paper. This,
goes for the men and women, known
as reporters, who write the news and
have the power, as much so, perhaps,
as the owners, to sway or influence
public opinion.

I wish to state that I have nevar
known the utility I work for (or any
other, for that matter) to ask more
than a fair and impartial treatment
of any news item concerning it.
Furthermore, when our company re-
ceives such fair and impartial treat-
ment, it is genuinely grateful from
the local manager up to the top man,
who, it may interest you to know,
believes as firmly today as he did
20 years ago that newspaper ad-
vertising is the most valuable in the
market when properly serviced and
supported.

concerning it. After all, we of the
press are just humans and even a
dog responds to good treatment. By
cooperating in every possible way,
we believe that the newspapermen
will make it a point to get accurate
news and will write his story so as
not to mislead public opinion but to
give fair play, for public opinion
today is beginning to react against,
or become suspicious of, an editorial
policy or any other news outlet or
agency that for any reason goes out
of its way to be punitive or unfair.

We don not contend that all utili-
ties try as hard as they should to
establish this friendly relationship
which can exist only through a mu-
tual understanding of each other’s
problems. The utilities must bear
in mind at all times that the news-
paper has public responsibilities and
obligations and that it necessarily
must strive to please hundreds or
thousands of readers by printing all
news accurately and promptly and
that it must refuse to give preferen-
tial treatment or special considera-
tion to special interests, special pro-
moters, or pressure groups; and that
the newspaper is morally obliged to
work for the real development of the
community.

(As a sid-bar remark, let me say
richt here that one of my hardest
iobs has been to explain why news-
papers must observe deadlines and
why it takes time to set up a news
story or advertisement.)

Whether the utilities understand

1l your problems is open for de-
bate. But 1 can safely say this—
they do understand that you've got

to operate at a profit to stay in|
business.

On the other hand, I take the
liberty of suggesting that newspa-

papermen bear in mind that probably
75 per cent of the utilities men you
come in contact with are engineers,
have been brought up under an
engineer enviroment.

They deal in precise figures and
ralistic thinking. They avoid
generalities and stick pretty close
to detail. If they wvary from the
absolute truth as much as a fraction
of an inch in a preliminary survey,
they are apt to miss an entire town
with an electric transmission line.
Unless a meter is hooked up abso-
Iutely right, the.dam thing might
run backwards and at the end of the
month the company might owe the
customer. So they've been trained
to deal with cold facts or sharp
truths.

Therefore it is often hard for some
of them to understand how the facts
may become slightly garbled in a
news story. In granting an interview
or discussing a news item, they are
inclined to talk in technical terms
and language about which the aver-
age reporter knows little or nothing.
Utilities representatives should learn
to talk about their business in terms
familiar to the laymen . . . the aver-
age citizen.

I dare say there have been numer-
ous instances where newspapermen
have felt justified in writing “some-
thing nice” about the local ligh
company but hesitated to do so, or
maybe put it off altogther, because
they felt the subject involved too
many technicalities — including the
term “kilowatt-hour” which few
people have learned to speak of in
the same way they speak of a pound
of groceries, an acre of land, or a
bushel of wheat.

It is for the purpose of “ironing
out” such misunderstandings, not

sharp,

newspapers but between the utilities
and the public, that we go on record
as recommending that utilities com-
panies secure an experienced news-
paperman for their advertising and
publicity jobs and that they insist
that he keep his “man-in-the-street”
language instead of adopting the
trade lingo of his company organiza-
tion.

Every utilities need such newspa-
perman on its staff. And more and
more of them are recognizing this
need and turning to newspapers for
“contact” or public relations men.
He used to be called a “press agent,”
you know.

The utilities, you may be surpris-
ed to learn, never employed a “press
agent” or “publicity man.” In fact
they neglected for many years to
take steps tending to get a compre-
hensive picture of the service they
render before the people they serve.
As a result, they were an ideal tar-
get for for demagogues and politic-
nmlooklnztoravdncleonwlich
to ride to public favor.

While the utilities suffered from
long attack by rabble-rousers; the
tide definitely has turned and many
many communities are learning that

valuable friend—not only because it
is a heavily taxed institution but
because it provides good, modern-
day service, provides jobs for many
men and women, and is a constant
civic booster and contributor. -

Credit for this change is senti-
ment on the part of the public goes
primarily to the newspapers.

By and large, their eidtors kept
their heads during the years when
government bureaucrats were cry-
ing their loudest for federal owner-
ship of public utilities and expend-
ing billions of taxpayers’ dollars for
the purpose of putting the govern-
ment into competition — socializing
the industry—with the taxpayers’
money. Newspapermen as a whole
analyzed the sitgation and found
political ownership sadly lacking
when compared to private enter-
prise.

So much for a subject that bears
discusison only briefly here lest it
run into what we newspapermen
commonly call propaganda. But w0
pass it without mention would be
like watching a strip-tease only to
walk out on the last act. In other
words, it is a topic of paramount
importance in the relationship be-
tween the utilities and the newspa-
per inasmuch as the newspaper
the chief method by which public
opinion is formed.

Back to the subject of the utili-
ties press contact man. Let me em-
phasize that he should represent the
newspaper—and the public—within
the utilities organization.
be known as a “newspaper man,”
not as a “utilities man.” This is true
in my own case. Having been train-

Is

ed as a repcrter, after nearly four
yvears - with a utilities company,,I
am still called a “newspaper man”
by most of the felks with whom I
work. My superiors expect me o
take the newspaper’s side in any

question of advertising, news stories,
or other matters related to the
company’s dealings with the press.
And let me tell you, too, that T am
proud of the title, “newspaperman.”’
It is a title that earns you respect
the world over—even in the gover-
nor's mansion at Austin now that
O’Daniel has become a publisher.

Let’s look into the duties of this
utilities newspaper contact man.
Assuming that he has had experience
as a reporter, we can assume also
that he knows how to prepare his
news releases about the company in
correct and widely accepted new:-
paper style. This being the case, his
biggest danger to guard against is
the likelihood that he may become
a one-sided writer, that is, he may
forget his newspaper training and
present only his company’s view-
point. That would be a mistake.

The average utilities company is
a source of news in the community
and many of its activities, such as
service interruption, accidents, rate
reductions, construction projects,
changes in personnel, franchise mai-
ters, election of officers, or activi-
ties of membersof the large organi-
zation in civie and social affairs, all
make news that newspapers ordi-
narily want to print. It is considered
“spot” news, which, I grant you,
may or may not be good publicity
for the utilities.

When it's not, then is when the

newsman within the utilities is put
to the acid test. Loyalty to his
company prompts him to “play it
down” in working with reporters
handling the story for the pape-.
But he also is obligated to help the
reporter gather ALL the facts. And
this he should do if he expects to
retain the respect and friendship of
the newspaper.

Lack of time forbids discussion of
all the angels to the relationship
between the utilities and the paper.
Let me cover some of them briefly:

In addition to spot news, there is
the newspaper business strip of all
another type of news which we in
niceties and bluntly call it “blurb”
or simply “publicity.”

There are two more things, how-
ever, that we of the utilities try to
remember:

1. The newspaper should feel free
to call on the press contact man at
any hour of day or night for help-
ing gather facts about a news item
concerning the utilities.

2. It is better to send out too lit-
tle news than too much.

Predicts 1940

Building Boom

In the general flurry of elections,
European wars and census takers, a
condition of great importance to the
United States is received practically
no notice. That condition is the
building sitaution. Based on more
than 12 years of measureing and
analyzing factors responsible for
changes in building costs, Real
Estate Analysts, Inc.,, through its
president, Roy Wenzlick, announces
a firm conviction that building costs
will rise sharply in the very early
1940's.

“If you ever expect to build a
home,” says Wenzlick in the May
issue of Better Homes and Gardens,
“there are many reasons for believ-
ing the next six months offer oppor-
tunities which probably won’t exist
again for many years.”

Mr. Wenzlick bases his statements
in the article on five different points
which he analyzes exhaustively.
They are: material prices; cost of
building labor; present low prices of
sites; cost of financing and interest
rates; rises in rents.

Material for a typical middle-
western house which would have
cost $1 in 1926 and $1.40 in 1920
would cost 84 cents today. Prices
of building materials are slightly
higher than they were six months
ago. In 1936 and 1937 general busi-
ness improved rapidly. This resulted
in a 12-per cent rise in less than a
year. The omprovement of business
conditions since last summer has al-
ready started a slight upward trend
in prices.

From the beginning of the World
War in 1914 to April 1917 building-
material prices soared on the aver-
age, 65 per cent. In the following
three years they gained another 93
per cent making the total rise 218
per cent above the average when the
war started. Materials alone, how-
ever, are¢ not the full basis of Mr.
Wenzlick’s belief that costs are due
to rise. Using the same typical
house as an example, he points out
that the cost of building it in 1914
was $4,254. In 1920, $8,006, the bot-
tom of the depresion, $5,053, and last
year it climbed back to $6,627.

These are actual figures, not
theory, that form a foundation for
Mr. Wenzlick’s prediction. Another
point he brings out is the fact that
practically no apprentices have been
trained during the depression. When
building volume hits normal, as it
appears now to be heading for that
status, a marked shortage of skilled
labor will bring less skilled men into
the field, thus resulting in a less of
time and materials.

Financing costs are lower than
they have ever been. A demand for
money is starting again which, as it
increases, will bring about a rise in
mortgage-interest rates. At present,
a 20-year FHA-insured loan for as
much as 80 per cent of the cost of a
house may be obtained at 4-1% per
cent interest plus a 3 per cent
service charge. This is practically
equivalent to the average rent paid
for less desirable quarters with the
profit going to the owner.

1935 to 1937 they rose on an average
