Fire Of Federal

Government

The attempt of the Federal Gov-
ernment to take regulation of oil pro-
duction away from the States is an
attack on the fundamental rights of
the American people, George A. Hill,
Jr., Houston oil operator, told the
Round Table Conference of the
Chamber of Commerce of the United
States here early Wednesday after-
noon.

The Texas oilman’s address was
one of two presented at the confer-
ence, the other being by Dr. Ralph
J. Watkins, economic advisor of the
National Resources Planning Board,
which is advocating the assumption
of control of oil and gas by the Na-
tional Government.

“Whether the principle that State
regulation of oil production be up-
held and vindicated in our govern-
mental policy and system, transcends
overyhelmingly the fate of the oil
industry and all who are engaged
therein,” Mr. Hill declared. “There
is involved in this issue the question
of whether the American people shall
suffer a successful assault on our
American fundamentals, not by the
frontal attack of proposed consti-
tutional procedure, but by:

Woolen Mill Being
Built In W. Texas

ELDORADO—A building to house
the West Texas Woolen Mill is to be
completed by  May 10th, according
to J. M. Christian, who is establish- |
ing the mill and overseeing the'
erection of the structure of native
stone with red brick trim.

Machinery for carding, spinning
and weaving is to be shipped from
Lowell, Mass., and Rochester, Mich.,
the last of May, shipment having
been postponed pending the inaugnu-

water-rail freight service which al-
lows freight trains to be loaded, run
on ship and later transferred again!
to rail, thereby eliminating extra
handling of machinery. The com-
plete unit is to be installed that the
output may be readily doubled or
even quadrupled as deman necessi-
tates. An experienced textile over-
seer has been employed to assist in
setting up the machinery and with
the operation of the plant. A hand-
weaving department is to include
new improved type of looms on which
wool rugs, part wool rugs, scarfs
suiting and many other articles may
be made. Women who are interested
in weaving as a hobby or business
are to be invited to inspect this de-
partment.

Several thousand pounds of wool
is to be cleaned for the local plant
by the San Marcos company, which
is also pioneering in a new field
of work in this State, on their “in-
auguration day”, June 12. Th eEl-

miracle of cotton from the
fleecy white bolls on the South-
ern plantation to milady’s latest
fashions, has just been filmed in
natural color and is being released
to motion picture theatres through-
out the country.

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Recruiting To Increase
In U. S. Marines

With an expected increase in re-
cruiting activities during the sum-
mer, the U. S. Marine Corps has en-
listed the aid of local postmasters in
order to give interested young men
an opportunity to submit their ap-
plications for enlistment to recruit-
ing headquarters, according to in-
formation from Postmaster O. C.
Arthur. Mr. Arthur said that he
has been supplied with application
blanks and illustrated pamphlets
about the Marines, their organiza-
tion, and duties. These may be ob-
tained by inquiry at the local Post
Office.

Upon receipt of a young man’s
application at the recruiting sta-
tion in Dallas, it is given careful
consideration and if the applicant
meets the requirements of the
Marine Corps, he is given a date
upon which to report to the statien
for final examination and enlist-
ment. Newly enlisted Marines are
sent to San Diego, California, for
training.

The recruiting service has ex-
perienced little difficulty in attract-
ing an excellent type of American
manhood into the Marine Corps, for
theirs is a service that appeals to
many adventurous young men, who

like to travel and lead an active
outdoor life. Enlistment standards
have always been _high in the

Marines and it has been successful
in recent years in building its .or-
ganization into what has been con-
sidered one of the finest and most
efficient military organizations in
the world.
