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Duck Creek Soil

Conservation Dist.
Project Starts Soon

Oscar McGinty, Secretary of the
Duck Creek Soil Conservation Dis-
trict, advises that the supervisors
are now ready to receive applica-
tions for cooperative soil conserva-
tion work between the farmer and
the district. These application blanks
may be secured from the water
facility office in Spur, the county
agent’s office in Dickens and in
Jayton or from any of the vocational
agricultural teachers.

The supervisors decided that they
would give priority to groups of five
or more adjoining farms making ap-
plication for assistance. The reason
for this provision is increased ef-
ficiency in the work ‘due to the fact
that a larger acreage can be served
with less moving of larger equip-
ment where a large area is being
planned and worked up in one loca-
tion.

Since it is necessary to do quite
a bit of planning and mapping work
in advance of running the terrace
lines and the construction of terraces,
farmers wanting assistance are en-
couraged to make sure that at least
four of the neighbors have signed
up along with them and that this be
done at an early date. In as far as
possible the farmers will be taken
in the order that their applicaticns
are received where they are in
groups of five or more.

This mattress program has a dual
vurpose.

During the year ended November 30th,
1940, the Ford Payroll throughout the
United States averaged 113,628 hourly
wage earners, not including office em-
ployes, students, or executives. They were
paid $185,105,639.12. On this basis, the
average annual wage was $1,629.05.

The national average rate in automotive
manufacturing plants as computed by the
National Association of Underwriters is
in excess of $1.50 premium on each $100
payroll. The Ford cost of workmen’s
compensation is less than 50c.

This indicates that the chance of injury
in a Ford plant is much less than in the
average automobile plant.

The Ford Motor Company has no age
limit for labor, and in fact deliberately
attempts to keep older workers working.
The average age of Ford workers at the
Rouge and nearby plants is 38.7.

A recent check-up shows that nearly one-
half the workers at these Ford plants were
40 or over, falling into these age groups:

25,819 between 40 and 50
14,731 between 50 and 60
3,377 between 60 and 70
417 between 70 and 80
12 between 80 and 90

In addition to the so-called regular em-
ployes, the Ford Motor Company has
hired, and now has on the payroll, at the
same regular hourly wage, thousands of
workers who are blind, crippled or other-
wise incapacitated for normal productive
work. They are not selected for their
ability to build cars or to maintain the
plant. They are on the payroll because of
Henry Ford’s belief that the responsibility
of a large company to labor goes be-
yond the point at which the unfortunate
worker can no longer produce profitably.

The above are facts. They are open to
anyone who really wants to deal in facts.
Anyone who wants to get a job ... buy a
car . . . or place a national defense con-
tract on the basis of fair labor treat-

ment must place Ford at the top
