The Supervisors of the Duck Creek 
Soil Conservation District signed the 
first district agreements in their 
meeting last Thursday, John P. 
Sharp, Joe M. Rose, Jesse T. Powell, 
John L. Williamson, and Alvin C. 
Hagar are the first five district co- 
operators.

On February 14 the Sufiervisors 
decided that a group of farms im­
mediately ■'vest of Dickens should 
have first priority for planning. 
These farms occupy the watershed 
of a small tributary to Duck Creek. 
John P. Sharp was appointed leader 
of the group of fifteen farmers and 
ranchmen who had requested dis­
trict assistance on as many farms 
forming a solid block of over 6,000 
acres.

At the same time they gave equal 
priority to g block of about thirty 
farms containing about 15,000 acres 
at Duncan Flat, Glenn, and Afton. 
These farms were divided into three 
blocks for planning purposes and 
group leaders app>ointed are Fred 
Henry, Jesse T. Powell, and W. J. 
Collier.

More priority areas will be set 
up as applications are received, ac- 
cerding to Oscar McGinty, Secretary 
of the Board of Supervisors. “We in­
tend to let the interest shown by the 
people influence us in where to send 
our farm planners,” McGinty stated. 
“Our first two priority areas were 
chosen because of the large number 
of requests for assistance on large 
blocks of adjoining farms and be­
cause they began at the top of the 
hill and extended down the water­
shed,”  he said.

McGinty pointed out that it is the 
jjolicy of the Supervisors to work 
with gre-ups. “Five adjoining farms, 
or 5,000 acres in a block, can qualify 
for the services of the district farm 
planners,” he .said.

The Supervisors are postponing 
the work in Kent County because 
of the lack of aerial photographs. 
They have received many requests 
from that part of the district and 
will censidir priority areas there 
when aerial photographs are obtain­
ed. They receix'ed word last week 
from the U. S. Department of Agri­
culture that the photographs would 
probably arrive in March.

Work is being delayed in Garza

Counties to meet with them on 
March 20 for further consideration 
of the question.

In a discussion of needs the Sup­
ervisors recognized the need for 
stationery and postage to carry on 
their necessary correspondence, for 
material and clerical help to mimeo­
graph their program and plan of 
work and for filing cabinet. Since 
no funds are available to them they 
were unable to decide how to ob­
tain these necessities. They expect 
to give further consideration to this 
problem.

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Behind The Scenes In
American Business

NEW YORK, Feb. 24—BUSINESS 
—While war drums beat louder with 
Nazi thrust to Balkans and Japan’s 
movements in Far East, the hum 
of drill, lathe and saw in the United 
States matches the crescendo as the 
re-arming and ‘building an arsenal 
for democracy” drive goes forward 
at an even faster pace. Practically 
every business index continues to 
reflect that progress. Plant-expan­
sion contract awards by Army and 
Navy for January are an example: 
They totaled $375,685,332 w orth - 
more than half as much, in that one 
month, as the total for the final 
seven months of 1940. Highlights of 
recent construction awards give an 
idea cJ where and “what-for” some 
of the chunks of this money are go­
ing: Ordnance depots, at around $8,- 
000,000 apiece, for Anniston, Ala., 
Fort Wingate, N. M., and Hermiston,
Ore.............New $10,000,000 aircraft
manufacturing and assembly plant 
for Omaha, Neb. . . .  an additional 
$6,000,000 was allocated for addit­
ional construction for operation of 
an ammunition-loading plant at Ra­
venna, O., bringing the total awards 
for this particular project up to bet­
ter than $48,000,000.

*  *  *
ACE AREAS—The nation’s factory 

employes are now getting nearly a 
quarter - billion — $250,000,000 — 
weekly in their pay envelopes, top­
ping any peak periods c-f 1929 or 
1937. Greatest payroll gains since 
July 1939, have occurred in the five 
states adjacent to the Great Lakes. 
Here are located most of the coui^- 
try’s steel capacity, many of its auto 
and truck plants, and a multitude 
of other light and heavy industries 
which normally turn out nearly cne- 
third of the nation’s manufactured 
products. Total payrolls in this area j 
have averaged a jump of more than i 
50 per cent in last 18 months. T he. 
mid-Atlantic section of New York, t 
New Jersey and Pennsylv’ania is not 
far behind. It ordinarily accounts for 
about a fourth of national manu­
facturers and payrolls there have 
whooped up by 37 per cent. Pacific 
Coast States have found their fac­
tory employment boosted mostly by 
increase in aircraft and shipbuilding 
activity—and payrolls there show a 
38 per cent rise.

R U B B E R  CONSERVATION — 

With events in the Singapore region, 
which supplies 97 per cent of the 
country’s natural rubber, becoming 
more grave, a second important; 
boost—attributable to research—was 
given the national rubber conserva­
tion effort last week by the same 
company which first put synthetic 
rubber tires on the market last June.; 
According to John L. Collyer, presi- ' 
dent of the B. F. Goodrich company, | 
the entire 1941 output of one of the j 
company’s tire lines will be fortified j 
with Duramin, a discovery of the 
company’s Akron laboratories. “Dur­
amin is a potent combination of the 
most effective chemical age resisters j

which prolong the service life of 
rubber much as vitamins prolong 
human life. It imparts longer resis­
tance to sunlight, oxidation, heat 
and abrasion, the chief causes of de­
terioration in rubber,” he explained. 
In addition, he announced an im­
portant change in truck tire con­
struction that is said to increase 
mileage by 25 per cent over 1940 
standards. With the nation’s present 
rubber reserves enough for only nine 
months’ normal needs, such efforts 
will help defer the need of ration­
ing if events in the Far East should 
curtail our normal supplies of natur­
al rubber.

BEWARE BARRIERS — Declaring 

that laws which erect barriers to 
trade between the states “ serve de­
feat a basic principle of our federal 
constitution,”  Mrs. Melville Muckle- 
stone, president of the National Con­
sumers Tax Commission, has issued 
a warning to the 2,500 units of her 
organization to be on guard against 
“ trade barrier” bills which may be 
introduced in state legislatures now 
in session. A typical trade barrier 
law, she said, is one which levies a 
.special tax on out-of-state commodi­
ties to discourage competition with 
products made within the state. Such 
barriers promote national disunity 
when national defense requires uni­
ty, Mrs. Mucklestone declared.

Warnings Issued By 
WTU Manager To 
Kite Flyers

Some youngster’s kite was the 
granddaddy of the modem aero­
plane. Wasn’t it the first man-made 
thing to fly through the air with the 
greatest of ease?

And that reminds you that the 
kite-flying seasen is here again.

The West Texas Utilities, mindful 
of certain precautions to make kite­
flying safe for boys and girls, urges 
that they be called or notified if 
anybody’s kite becomes tangled in 
light and power lines.

“ It is dangerous for an inex­
perienced person to try to get a kite 
down,’’ said W. R. Weaver, local 
manager. “ Rather than take chance.? 
with the safety of a youngster, we 
urge that you call our office and 
we’ll send a lineman out.’’

He said also that children should 
remember these main things:

Keep away from all types of 
wires.

Do not use wire or metal on any 
part of a kite.

Do not use string'with wire in it.
Keep the kite dry.
Do not climb poles if kite becomes 

caught in wires.
“Another good thing about West 

Texas,’ ’ he added, “ is that there’ .? 
plenty of space where a kite can be 
flown safely. Children, should be 
cautioned to keep to the open 
spaces.”

He reminded, too, that in some 
places the aeroplane, due to quicken­
ed wartime activities, had become a 
competitor for flying room in the 
skies and that kite-flying in the 
vicinity of airports or landing fields 
might soon, become hazardous—at 
least to the kite.
