Sugar Rationing 
Cards Will Be 
Issued Soon

state rationing administrators in 
Texas, Oklahoma and Louisiana—the 
three states in the Southwest region 
of the Office of Price Administra­
tion—have made public the manner 
in which sugar rationing books will 
be issued, probably during the last 
week of March 

A sugar rationing book for each 
man, woman and child will be is­
sued, during a four-day period.

Thousands of school teachers in 
each state will serve as registrars 
under the direction of local ration 
ing boards. Family registrants will 
go to the elementary school of the 
district in which the family lives, 
while retail merchants will register 
several days earlier at high schools. 
Registration dates probably will not 
be set for another week or so.

One adult may register for each 
family unit; and a family unit, gen­
erally speaking, will be considered 
to be a group, ’ related by blood or 
marriage, living and eating together 
under the same roof. Servants, 
lodgers and others who live in a 
household must register individual­
ly.

Meanwhile, state rationing admin­
istrators have appealed to sugar 
hoarders to avail themselves of the 
opportunity now to sell back to re­
tail stores any excess sugar they 
have, at the daily shelf price. If 
they do not, from one to eight 
stamps may be tom from their books 
at the time they register, and they 
will not be able to buy more sugar 
until their excess supply has been 
used up. No amount has been de­
termined yet for a “normal supply,” 
but it is expected to be a figure 
near two pounds per person.

Special provisions wiU be made 
later to provide householders with 
sugar for home preserving and can­
ning.

The following restatement of fun­
damental and traditional policy is 
deemed timely in view of the pres­
ent great expansion of work with 
men in the armed forces and is to be 
strictly observed by every chapter, 
unit and individual acting for, or in 
the name of, the American Red 
Cross.

It always has been, and now is 
the definite jxilicy and instructions 
of the Red Cross, that no charge 
shall ever be made to any service­
man for any Red Cross article or 
service which is furnished from the 
funds or supplies contributed to the 
Red Cross. If any serviceman, for 
example has ever been asked to 
pay for sweaters, or any similiar 
articles, the person making such sale 
was acting wholly contrary to Red 
Cross policy and instructions. If any 
such sale should now be made or 
proposed the Red Cross desires com- 
.plete information concerning the in­
cident and the situation will be 
promptly and vigorously corrected.

During the last war, as an ad­
ditional service, not involving devi­
ation from this policy, the Red 
Cross, at the request of general 
headquarters of the A.E.F., estab­
lished certain lodging facilities, in­
cluding meal service, at a few 
points along the lines of communi 
cations. At the definite request of 
the A.E.F. headquarters a charge, 
which was well below cost, was 
made to the men on leave who dê  
sired to use these facilities. In these 
instances the Red Cross was mak 
ing available, at the request of the 
Army, an additional service below 
cost. It was not making a charge 
for any articles or services derived 
from funds or materials contribut­
ed for the Red Cross program for 
the benefit of servicemen.

A  new personnel office is opened 
in Lubbock to handle applications of 
men—and in some cases of women— 
who desire to volunteer services to 
the War Department.

Many branches of the War De­
partment are authorized to request 
commissions for men especially qual­
ified for certain duties, over and 
above the officers to be commission­
ed through the Officer’s Training 
Camps now operating in dozens of 
Army camps.

Many men of some military ex­
perience can be used in civilian jobs 
in the Army. And, in this connection, 
some women can be used in ad­
ministrative duties. To date, nothing 
has been announced from Washing­
ton bn the status of the Army’s 
plans for a woman’s auxiliary or­
ganization.

Men—and women—who feel they 
have special qualifications which 
can be utilized by the War Depart- 
mentment, and esjjecially men who 
are not in the “Class I” clossifica- 
tion by their local draft boards can 
write to or call at Headquarters, 
West Texas Recruiting District, 
Rost Office Bldg., Lubbock, Texas. 
Their qualifications will be analyz­
ed, and if it is thought they can be 
used by the War Deparment, a De­
tailed “Questionnaire” will be given 
to or mailed to the individual con­
cerned.

When this Questionnaire is re­
turned, it will be forwarded to the 
War Department, and there it will 
be carefully analyzed, and if there 
is a place for the applicant, he will 
be notified at once.

If there is no place where the ap­
plicant can be used, the Personnel 
Placement Agency of the War De­
partment will classify and file the 
questionnaire, so that, if need de­
velops later, the individual can be 
contacted quickly.

March 1-7 Food For 
Victory Week

This week, March 1-7, is Food for 
Victory Week when Dickens County 
families should be getting garden] 
plots plowed and prepared for plant­
ing, and should be getting poultry 
houses and equipment ready for 
baby chicks. Even though the 
weather is still quite cold, it is not 
too early to thoroughly clean and 
disinfect the brooded house that was 
left dirty last year, or to close up 
those cracks in the wall that causes 
a draft on the chicks. Then two 
days before the chicks are put in the 
house, the brooded should be started 
and regulated so that an even tem­
perature of 95 to 98 degrees is held.

“And what would be more practi­
cal right now than a frame garden 
with green vegetables growing right 
on despite the cold,”  asks Fae Bass, 
County Home Demonstration Agent. 
One may be easily made from scrap 
lumber, with a cover made from 
muslin or cloth sacks, in as little 
space as 4 or 5 feet by 15 or 20 feet. 
A well constructed frame garden 
which is sufficiently fertilized and 
watered will produce abundantly all 
year. Vegetables especially adapted 
are those which mature quickly, 
such as lettuce, radishes, parsley, 
tendergreens, and others.

This year it is especially impoi*- 
tant that all the food which is pro­
duced be saved. One way of being 
sure to have equipment for canning 
is to get that equipment repaired at 
once if it needs it, while parts are 
still available. Miss Bass also urges 
that orders be given to dealers for 
canning supplies—jars, jar tops and 
rubbers, and caru? in order that the 
dealers will know in advance how 
many they will need to order. Home 
canning is being encouraged this 
year especially, because the more 
food that is canned at home, the 
more commercial canners will be 
released for other duties.

These are a few of the things that 
need be done as a part of Food for 
Victory Week if this is to be a Food 
for Victory year in our county and 
in our nation.
