B. Pupil Activity Program —  this 
school had one of the best activity 
programs that had been seen by the 
supervisor. It was carefully planned, 
broad in scope, and appealing to the 
needs and interest of the students.

C. Library Service—A WPA li­
brarian was adequately handling a 
well planned library from stand­
point of books, current magazines, 
and daily papers. This phase of the 
school program is receiving its pro 
rata share of the school finances.

D. Guidance Service — under the 
supervision of the principal an ex­
cellent guidance program was being 
ma^tained.
