RECIPES

RABBIT EN MATELOTE
A famous southern recipe for rab-
bit en Matelote taken from Mrs. T.
K. Posey’s large Hobby Collection of
recipes:
A pair of rabbits
2tbsp of shortening
2 tbsp of flour
6 fresh, large tomatoes, or half a
can
1 large onion, chopped fine
3 sprigs each of thyne, sweet mar-
jorm, parsley and bay leaf,
one clove garlic
The juice of one lemon
1 quart of water or consomme
Salt and pepper to taste
A dash of tobasco
Skin, clean, wash and cut the rab-
bits into pieces at the joints. Put
the shortening into a deep stew pan.
When hot, add gradually two tbsp of
flour, stirring constantly. Throw in
10 or 12 well mashed allspice and
three sprigs each of chopped thyne,
parsley, bayleaf, and sweet marjor-
am, one clove of garlic,c and one
large onion, chopped fine. Add water
and let boil well, add salt and to-
basco to taste, when this has boiled
five minutes, add rabbit, piece by
piece. Add the juice of lemon and
let all boil ten minutes. Serve with
French fried, mashed or croquette
potatoes, pickled beets, green beans,
green salad and apple pie.

CRACKLING BREAD
2 cups butter milk
1, tsp soda
1, cup hot water
1 cup corn meal
1 tsp baking powder
1 tsp salt
1 cup cracklings
Add soda, dissolving in hot water,
to butter milk. Stir in meal, baking
powder and salt. Mix well and add
cracklings. Bake in a well greased
pan in a hot oven (450’) 20 to 30
minutes.
