Grasshoppers Are 
Menace To Parts 
Of Dickens County

Dickens County farmers report the 
grasshoppers are here in great num­
bers and are threatening our crops 
in many parts of the county.

County Agent Mack Woodrum 
stated that more than three hundred 
thousand pounds of poison has been 
mixed in the mixing station in Spur 
during the past three weeks. More 
than 40,000 pounds was mixed 
Monday. He added that an effort 
was being made to keep plenty of 
poison materials on hand so that any 
one can get a sufficient amount for 
their needs to keep the hoppers out 
of their row crops.

A number of wheat farmers have 
been poisoning them in their wheat. 
Dr. Hale reported at least an eighty- 
five per cent kill in his wheat. M. 
L. Rickels said he really thinned 
them out in his wheat.

Farmers desiring poison can ob­
tain it at the county mixing station 
at the Farmers Co-op Gin in Spur. 
Please bring your sacks.

Better results may be expected by 
killing the hopp>ers while they are 
small and before they scatter over 
the field.

Let’s feed these hoppers poison so 
we can raise some food and fiber for 
the war effort.

Scrap Iron And 
Steel Are Needed 
For Victory

Practically every home in Texas 
is harboring at least one .50-cajiber 
machine gun, and most of our farms 
and ranches are harboring the 
equivalent of anything from a 3’" 
anti-aircraft gun to a .75 millimeter 
howitzer or a 2000 pound aerial 
bomb.

This is, of course, in the form of 
scrap iron and steel—50 pounds of 
scrap being necessary to manufac­
ture one 50-caliber machine gun, 600 
pounds of scrap for one 3” anti­
aircraft gun, 1000 pounds of scrap 
for one .75 millimeter howitzer and 
2000 pounds of scrap being necessary 
to make one 2000 pound aerial bomb.

Our job is to get this scrap into 
the junk yards so that it can be 
graded, cut to specifications and 
shipped to our factories.

Nothing could be more pathetic 
than the picture of our boys facing 
the enemy without their full quota 
of guns, tanks and shells—simply 
because we have sat complacently at 
home and failed to produce all of the 
scrap that our factories can possibly 
consume in the manufacture of this 
fighting equipment.

Dickens County has turned in sev­
eral tons of scrap metal, but there 
are many tons still on the farms 
and ranches that should be brought 
to town. It is the responsibility of 
everyone to see that all of the scrap 
metal on his farm is brought in. 
Encourage your neighbors to bring 
in their scrap metal. Some of the 
factories are not running day and 
night due to the fact that they can­
not get materials to keep them run­
ning. Bring in your scrap metal and 
let’s keep the factories turning day 
and night.

W A T C H  YO U R COST.S
When you talk about profits to a 

student of economy, he at once tells 
you that profits depend upon two 
main factors—the cost of produc­

tion and the 
selling price. As 
the spread be- 
tw*een those two 
factors widens, 
profits go up.

In a manufac­
turing business, 
where accurate 
costs are a reg­
ular part of an 
organized book- 
keeping system, 

it is not a very difficult matter to 
know exactly the cost of producing 
anything. On the farm, costs are* 
not so easy to arrive at precisely. I 
Most farmers keep a record of 
what they play out for machinery, 
seed, fertilizer and other supplies, 
and they know what they receive 
for crops sold; but the important 
item of labor, as a part of cost, is 
not so easy to figure.

The important labor factors are, 
two. First, exactly how much la-* 
bor should be charged—how many! 
actual hours—to each acre of crop 
land, and what is a fair rate to 
charge for that labor.

Another rather difficult thing to 
arrive at is a fair and realistic ma­
chine-hour rate. That is, how much 
should be charged per hour for the 
use of any farm machine—a rate 
made up from its first cost, its 
operating and repair cost, and its 
probable length of life.

Federal and State Agricultural 
Departments will gladly give

Nvorthwhile help to any farmer whd 
wants to establish and maintain 
accurate cost records covering his 
production. It can be done without 
too much detailed work, and it is 
decidedly profitable to know accu­
rately what production costs are 
on any farm.

There is, however, one kind of 
cost record that is very easy to 
know about. That is the cost that 
is measured, very quickly and sim­
ply, by production per acre.

If you can; by better farming 
methods or better seed, increase 
your yield per acre by 5 or 10%, 
you know at once that you are 
REDUCING YOUR COST of pro­
duction, and thereby increasing 
your profit.

If you can, by changing to a 
more marketable crop, or a crop 
that brings a higher cash return 
per acre, add to your income, again 
you know that you are reducing 
over-all cost and increasing profit.

If you can, by adopting a more 
modern machine, cut dow*n the 
number of acres of any crop, again 
you are reducing costs and increas­
ing profits. .

Costs of that kind can be known 
without a complicated bookkeeping 
system. They almost figure them­
selves. And certainly they reflect 
themselves quickly in your annual 
statement.

Farm crop prices are high these 
days—higher than they have been 
for many years. And even though 
further price advances may be 
properly limited by government 
regulation, there is still plenty of 
room on the average farm for in­
creasing profits through reducing 
the cost of production, by such 
methods as w*e have described here.

Another thought that should be 
borne in mind is that when you 
save hours of time, and have no 
place in the fields to use them, 
those hours still represent profit. 
They can be spent in reading, in 
entertainment, in taking a more 
active part in community activities, < 
and in living a broader social liftt' 
Those profits, too, are a part 
what we live for. ,  ̂  ̂ /

Many of the leading fairs of 
both the United States and Canada 
have been called off for the dura- 
tino.

Grounds and buildings of the $15,- 
000,000 plant of the State Fair of 
Texas hav’e been tendered to the 
United States Government for what­
ever use it may see fit to make of 
them, Mr. Seay announced.
