Merchants Must File
List Of Added Stock,
Since July Ist.

All retail merchants in Dickens
County are reminded by L. E. Lee,
chairman of the Dickens War Price
and Rationing Board, that they must
file with the local board by August
10 a list showing cost-of-living arti-
cles and their ceiling prices which
the merchant has added to his stock
since July 1.

“The filing of such lists by the
tenth of each month is made manda-
tory by General Maximum Price
Regulation No. 1,” Mr. Lee pointed
cut.

He also called attention to the fact
that many retail merchants still have
not filed the igitial listing of cost-of-
living articles and their ceiling
prices, which should have been in
the hands of the Dickens County
War Price and Rationing Board not
later than July 1.

“Failure to file that list is a viola-
tion of the General Maximum Price
Regulation,” Mr. L. E. Lee said, “and
we have been advised that the state
office of Price Administration staff
is now making a field survey to de-
termine how many merchants have
not filed this list.”

The results of this survey, he said,
are to be turned over to the OPA
compliance and investigation depart-
ment, for immediate attention.

Section 1. That Section 33 of
Article 16, of the Constitution of the
State of Texas, be amended so as to
read as follows:

The accounting offi-
cers of this State shall neither draw
nor pay a warrant upon the Treasury
in favor of any person, for salary or:
compensation as agent, officer or ap-|

pointee, who holds at the same timel‘
any other office or position of honor, |
trust or profit, under this State or
the United States, except as prescrib- |
ed in his Constitution. Provided,

of the National Guard of Texas, the

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGIS-
LATURE OF THE STATE OF
TEXAS:

Section 1. That the Constitution
of the State of Texas be amended by
adding a new scetion, as follows:

“The Legislature is authorized to
appropriate so much money as may
be necessary, not to exceed Seventy-
five - Thousand ($75,000) Dollars, to
pay claims incurred by John Tarle-
ton Agricultural College for the con-
struction of a building on the campus
of such college pursuant to deficiency
authorization by the Governor of
Texas on August 31st, 1937.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing constitution-
al amendment shall be submitted to
a vote of the qualified electors of
State at the next general election to
be held on the first Tuesday after
the first Monday in November, A.
D. 1942, at which all ballots shall
have printed thereon:

Each voter shall scratch out one
of said clauses on the ballot, leaving
the one expressing his vote on the
proposed amendment.

Sec. 3. The Governor shal' issue
the necessary proclamation for said
election and have the same publish-
ed as required by the Constitution
and laws of this State. The expenses
of publication and election for such
amendment shall be paid out of
proper appropriation made by law.

Address, “The

South Tomorrow”

The following is an excerpt from
an address entitled “The South To-
morrow” given by Dr. Hugh H. Ben-
nett, Chief of the Soil Conservation
Service, before a meeting of Friends
of the Land at Atlanta, Ga., on
June 11, 1942.

“Our American boys are fighting
on far-flung lines today—from Dutch
Harbor to Australia, from Madagas-
car to Ireland. They are fighting for
survival. And they are fighting that
the principles of a virile civilization
may remain the dominant force on
earth: A practical, living civilization
that provides for justice and brother-
hood among men, the dignity of
liberty, the blessings of security, and
the opportunity to share in the bene-
fits derived from orderly use of the
natural resources of the earth.”

“To put it another way, we are
fighting to stamp from the minds of
men a madman’s lust for dominance
of man over his fellows, gained
through demogoguery, deception,
docirines of hate and fear, and war
and loot and waste. We propose to
replace these toxins of depravity
with the vitamins of life, through co-
operation and fair dealing among the
people of the earth, to the end that
peace, abundance, health, and hap-
piness may prevail throughout the
world.”

“Precisely how these better things
are to be substituted for the evil
things that have been heaped upon
us. must be worked out through our
best cooperative effort. Probably no
one has the final and complete ans-
wer. Considering his stupendous
technological advancement, we will
recognize that man has not made
anything like the progress he should
have made in the direction of broth-
erhood and cooperation.”

“It's a wholesome thing for us to
come together, as we have here to-
day, to work out cooperatively our
plans for a betier future. We can't
cover the whole field now, but we
can get down to business of layin-
general plans for making this a bet-
ter world to live in. If we refuse to
try to improve our earthly circum-
stances, we are sure to go backward.”

“And so, today, let’s consider one
of of the world:
