If we are running out of 
m anpow er, the men privileged to stay at 
home and produce for the arm ed forces  
are going to have to work longer and  
harder, just as do the men on the firing  
line when faced with an em ergency.

The house of the farm er, o f labor, 
and o f industry is on fire and they w ill en ­
joy  in the future none of the gains they  
have m ade over the past 160 years unless 
they put that fire out cold.

p rop erties or m aterials essentia l to con- 

production.
Yes indeed, fire inauraaee, w hich m ay 

increased to cover rising replacem ent 
s. is the basis o f  credit today. But as 

Toplacem ent enata increase, it is all the  
■ o r e  eaaential that everything possible  
ba done to prevent fire, aa property de- 
atruction from thia evil ia a greater eco- 
Bomie loss than ever before due to our 
w ar effort. Double your fire prevention  
e ffo r ts  aa you increase your insurance  
pfwtertion.

Rubber Or El*e! ! !
The nation-wide gasoline rationing  

program is to be imposed aa a m eans o f  
preserving rublici. In the opinion o f som e  
experts, it would have been possible to  
provide an adequate supply o f  rubber for  
civilian use by now- if the governm ent had  
got down to cases when the rubber prob­
lem first appeared. That, o f  course, is 
w ater over the dam — but the kind o f  
political vacillation that haa ch aracteris­
ed  the handling o f the rubber situntion  
in the past must not be a llow ed  to  con­
tinues in the future.

The w ise course to pursue at thia 
tim e ia obvious. The govem m an t must 
give maxim um  cooperation to  secure the  
sw iftest and largest possible production  
o f artificia l rubber from any practical 
source. Som e kinds o f rubber are m ade  
from  oil. O thers are m ade from  coal. 
O thers atill are m ade from  grain  alcohol. 
A ll o f the processes have m erit— and all 
o f them  should be developed w ithout fur­
ther bickering and delay.

Fam iliar to the average* cow 
hand is the com  shuck cigarette 
but for real smoking pleasure the

Since the d isco tery  of Ameri­
ca the  history of the pipe has 
eontlnued hand in hand w ith the 
m arch of progress. S ir W aller 
Bawleigh ge.s credit for taking 
•he pipe bark to  llngland and no 
leae a  dignitary than  Bueen E llia- 
l ^ h  could be seen puffing con­
tentedly on a pipe made of clay. 
Barty day settle is on Uie eastern 
coast m anufactured num bers of 
these clay pipes but gradually  its 
fw pulariiy w aned and we find 
th e  d a y  being used alm ost ex ­
clusive! jr by nigger mammies and 
*‘po w hite trash ."

N ext in  America on the pipe 
smoking scene was the lowly cob. 
TradltJcnal to  riverm en along 
the  Mississippi th is pipe has got 
ten credit for makirig thousands 
of sm all boys tu rn  green around 
•he g lU after they had inhaled 
th e  iileotlneous contents. This 
pipe has gotten fame through the 
publicity given by Irv in  S  'J >bb 
and Samuel Clemments, better 
know  as M ark Twain.

A fte; the civil w ar the evolu­
tion  of the pipe has been con­
tinuous. D utchm en invented the 
m eerschaum  to sell to rich tou r­
ists ar*d the A siatic b n a r  has 
tro u g h  sm oking pleasure lo nill- 
hons. Pipes also have been made 
of plastics but most recent and 
unusual on the scene is one th a t 
comes from our own regijn . Tne 
new com er in the sm oking world 
Is th e  mesquite root pipe, dis­
covered and produced by D r E 
L. Reed, professor of botony, T ex­
as Tech, Lubbock, Texas.

Const ruction of the pipe Is 
nimple. The only necessary items 
tire plenty of elbow grease and  a 
meaquite root w ith  a fairly 
stra igh t grain.

Ranchers in th is region have 
sp ftit quite a bit of money in up­
rooting meaquites tha t sapped the 
grasslands and expoaad roota can 
be picked up within w alking dis- 
tunce of Spur.

As yet the m esquite root pipe 
has not been m anufactured on a 
fom m creial basis. Dr. Reed is stiil 
experim enting try ing  to  im prove 
h is original models and as yet has 
no t made an  application fo r a 
patent.

Dr. Reed has d istribu ted  piDCS 
am ong his friends and one ia be­
ing smoked by Clifford B. Jones, 
president of Texas Tech, and one 
tim e resident of Spur. Those who 
have tried  the experim ental pipes 
declare th a t they sm oke cooler 
th an  a b ria r and  do not 
th e  breaking in process charac  
le iis tic  to  most new m akes of 
pipes- .

For those interested in con- 
ktructing experim ental pipe the 
fom iuld Is .us follows Select u 
rtu rd y  mesquite rout that has a 
fairly straight grain. Rough out 
the bowl and stem  then boil In 
w ater foi 12 o r more hours. ThI* 
boiling helps to prevent cracking 
A fter the boiling process the pipe 
should cure for a few days then 
the  bowl and stem should be 
bored. This done a stem  can be 
fitted  und finishing touches can 
be put on w ith sand paper.

N um bers of West Texans have 
tried  this method and have been 
satisfied w ith ihe tr experim ent. 
Due tc the w ar it may be possi­
ble tha t b rta r roots will be dlffl-
