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Kelley Urges Parents 
Comply with School 
Compulsory Law

Some paren ts in Dickens coun­
ty  are  violating the Compulsory 
School A ttendance law by not 
sending th e ir children to school. 
Any norm al child, age 6 to 16, 
w ho has not completed the  sev­
en th  grade in school, is req u ir­
ed by law  to a ttend  school 120 
days, the tim e beginning w ith the 
first day of school unless o ther­
wise chiuiged by the local board 
to a la te r beginning date. Chil­
d ren  ill. or living m ore than  two 
and  one-half miles from a bus 
line or from school, are exem pt 
from  th is provision.

P aren ts who violate th is Com­
pulsory School law m ay be fined 
S5.00 per day for the first of­
fence and up to S25.00 per day 
for ovilation. It is the  du ty  of the 
local superin tendent and princi- 
I)al to report absences to the 
county school superintendents 
who, in tu rn  w arn parents be­
fore filing any charges.

School officials, law  enforce­
m ent officials and intedested ci­
tizens m ay report children not 
a ttending school to the county 
school superin tendent. Charges 
m ay be filed against paren ts who 
refuse to send th e ir children to 
school, or the  paren ts m ay be 
called before the  grand ju ry  for 
investigation. This law  is for the 
good of the  children of Texas 
and w ill assist in developing b e t­
te r  citizens.

If your child is not in school, 
see th a t he reports for school
n ex t M onday.

ONE-WAY RIDE

W hen a nation of free people 
tu rns its political course in the 
direction of S tate  Socilism there  
is som ething strangely  final about 
it.

C raftie r people fool them  and rob 
them  endlessly.

Can Happen Here

Somebody is alw ays try ing  a 
European shell-gam e on the Am ­
erican people w ith ra th e r poor 
success because the average Am ­
erican is equipped to protect h im ­
self. U nfortunately  the  govern- 

1 has fooled some people on this 
side of the ocean. A m ericans who 
boost it have little  to say in its 
favor. They talk  m ore about the  
abuses of P rivate  E pterprise than  
about the advantages of o ther 
systems.

I w onder how often I have 
heard some intelligent person say, 
“In America, 5 per cent of the 
people own 95 per cent of the  
w ealth .” Most people who re ­
peat the falsehood have no idea 
w here they  first heard  it. It 
sounds like statistics bu t it’s not. 
It is the plain propanga to dis­
satisfy honest people w ith  w hat 
they have and m ake them  w ant 
som ething else-i-anything else.

Here’s the Truth

Ju s t recently  the  U.S. D epart­
m ent of Com m erce gave out some 
real figures on national income, 
and they  ought to bolt out th a t 
5-95 m yth everyw here. N ational 
income is no puzzle either: Every­
body understands personal in ­
come; th a t’s w hat a person earns. 
Fam ily income is the  sum of w hat 
everybody in  the  fam ily earns. 
Ju s t so, national income is the 
grand to tal of w hat all A m ericans 
earn.

In  1943 our national income 
was 150 billion dollars. Two 
th ird s  of th is (150 billion dollars) 
w ent to w orking people in the 
form of salaries and wages. F arm ­
ers got 13 billion m ore. C orpora­
tions got eight billion dollars, and 
m ost of them  w ere not big cor­
porations. Even if all corporations 
w ere big-bad-w olves w ith  greedy 
hearts, they  le t w orkers beat them  
to 87 1-2 per cent of the  money 
last year.

A Fatal Decision

W hether they  have any reason 
for it or not, m ost advocates of 
governm ent m anagem ent (w hich 
leads eventually  to governm ent 
ow nership) are  angry  at corpora­
tions. They have not been taught 
th a t corporations provide the jobs 
a t w hich w orkers earned th e ir 100 
billion dollars; nor th a t the 13 b il­
lion received by farm ers w as sold 
to feed the  fam ilies of those sam e 
w orkers.

If  prejudiced people tu rn  to 
governm ent m anagem ent as the 
plainest road leading aw ay from  
capitalism ; if they  can get enough 
o ther people to go w ith  them  they  
should understand  th a t they  are 
tak ing  a one-w ay road. P rivate  
en terprise  has m ade the  w orld’s

most pro.sperous country; state  
socialism has consistently failed. 
Some system s can be changed, but

nations going to governm ent 
m anagem ent do not re tu rn  w ith ­
out violence.

B y CARLA COOPER

WASHINGTON, D.C., A pril 12. 
—Home economists have started  
a defin ite program  to save m in­
u tes in  housework.

It came out of the  studies of en­
gineers in private industry, who 
have elim inated waste, im proved 
w orking conditions, conserved 
energy of w orkers—and piled up 
an astounding w ar production re ­
cord.

T he home has responsibility for 
character developm ent, satisfac­
tory  living and relaxialion, home 
economists believed. Why not fol­
low industry ’s lead?

Use of tim e and motion princi­
ples was s tarted  through a con­
ference a t Purdue U niversity w ith 
Dr, E.C. Youog in charge. O ut of 
th a t m eeting came 12 questions by 
w hich hom em akers could analyze 
their w orkday. O ther check lists 
have since been issued.

The D epartm ent of A griculture, 
th rough M ary Rokahr of the E x­
tension Service, is spreading these 
ideas to home dem onstration 
agents, and agricultural colleges 
a re  helping. Purdue has set up a 
tim e and m otion study laboratory, 
w ith  an  industrial engineer in 
charge. Cornell is investigating 
fatigue elim ination. O ther schools 
have special projects.

According to tests, for exam ple, 
an iron w as picked up and re ­
placed 72 tim es in ironing a shirt. 
Experim enters reduced this num ­
ber to26. The ironer had to leam  
to use both hands, as factory w ork­
ers have done for years. Also, the 
ironing board had to be w ider. 
B ut postw ar industry  w ill w el­
come such suggestions. O ur p ri­
va te  en terprise  system is bu ilt on 
m eeting the needs of the people.

C anning factory tom ato-pelling 
m ethods w ere found practical for 
fru its  and  vegetables a t home. One 
w om an reduced h e r potato-paring 
steps from  485 to  20!

T he experts advise th a t w ork 
be routed  from  righ t to left, top

to bottom , outside in. They sug­
gest an a larm  clock w hen baking, 
and shears to shred  le ttuce and 
dice bacon.

The w orksaver lists are  good 
reading. And it tu rn s  out wom en 
are  perfectly  w illing to do things 
a  b e tte r w ay, once they’ve w rench­
ed them selves out of old habits.

Serve As Red Cross 
War Volunteers

This w ar has pu t to w ork 
nearly  four million Am erican wo­
m en who voluntarily  give of 
their tim e and energies to  the 
Am erican Red Cross to aid  U.S. 
soldiers and sailors. Young and 
old, m arried  and single, rich  and 
poor, on farms, in small towns, 
and in large cities, they labor day 
night in Red Cross chapter houses 
in every p a rt of the  United States. 
Last year, according to recent 
Red Cross report, these volunteers 
contributed a total of 256,000,000 
hours of time, carrying on a score 
or m ore nationwide activities.

As to the results of th e ir ef­
forts, a few figures reveal vol­
umes. Between M arch 1943 and 
February  1944, they  produced 
m ore than  925,000,000 surgical 
dressings for the use of the  A rm y 
and N avy and for foreign w ar 
relief. Millions, too, of articles 
of w earing apparel w ere request­
ed by the Army M edical Corps. 
T he production work still goes on.

The Red Cross C anteen Corps 
has the job of feeding troops in 
transit. Coffee, doughnuts, sand­
wiches, soft drinks, friendly  
greetings, passed ou t as troop 
tra ins pass through, m ean m ore 
to servicem en than  can be p u t

down in cold print. Women 
volunteers of the C anteen Corps 
operate a fu ll-tim e service. If 
all the Canteen Corps in all the 
3,756 Red Cross chapters were 
called upon to serve a t one time, 
they could feed eleven and a half 
m illion people a day.

More th an  th ree  m illion times 
last year the  Home Service of 
the Red Cross was called upon to 
act as a link  betw een the  m an 
in cam p or a t the  front and his 
folks back home. Twelve thousand 
Home Service wom en are  busy

speeding the  delivery of messages 
back and forth, relieving the 
anexity  of those a t both ends of 
the line.

Also, • th e re  a re  Red Cross 
volunteer nurse’s aids. Motor 
Corps volunteers. G ray  Ladies, 
and num erous o ther Red Cross 
activities in w hich Am erican wo­
m en are  constantly serving fa ith ­
fully  and  efficiently.

A fter the in terrup tion  of last 
(Blaster) Sunday, we resum e our 
consideration of the life of Paul. 
The vision on the road to D am as­
cus had changed this rabid  P h a ri­
see, the  terrib le  persecutor of the 
believers into a hum ble, contrite 
follower of Jesus Christ.

Following his stay of a year or 
so in the deserts of Persia, Saul 
re tu rned  to Damascus, w ith  the  
foundation of his theology firm ly 
thought out and began preaching 
the  gospel of Jesus so vigorously 
th a t the  Jew s there plotted to kill 
him . Aided by his disciples, Saul 
escai>ed to Jerusalem , w here he 
attem pted  to a ttach  him self to 
the  adherents of the new  faith .

N aturally , knowing S au l’s rep ­
u tation  as a persecutor of be­
lievers, they w ere suspicious, 
fearing  tha t he was only seeking 
to en trap  them. Barnabas, h ea r­
ing of this, stepped forw ard  and 
vouched for his honesty of p u r­
pose.

Saul, who never did th ings in a 
ha lf-w ay  m anner, began pro­
claim ing his new  faith  in such a 
vigorous fashion th a t th e  Jew s in 
Jerusalem , as in  Damascus, p lo t­
ted  to assassinate him  and, once 
again, he  was forced to  flee for 
his life, th is tim e to his native 
city of Tarsus, w here he continu­
ed to  w ork in behalf of the  new  
cause. How long Saul rem ained 
in  T arsus we do not know  bu t the 
n ex t we hear of him is ten  years 
o r m ore la ter.

In  the Book of Acts, Luke, a f­
te r  telling  the  story of Saul’s 
conversion and his experiences in  
Dam ascus and Jerusalem , reverts  
back in  point of tim e to  recount 
the  early  spread of the  C hristian  
faith . ,

The persecution which followed 
S tephen’s death  resulted in ad ­
herents of the new  faith  “sca tte r­
ed abroad,” the  disciples fleeing 
to various cities, including A n­
tioch, w here they  preached the 
new gospel. However, a t this 
tim e they confined th e ir m ission­
ary  efforts to th e ir own race, 
“sjjeaking the w ord to none save 
only the Jew s.”

Antioch, in Assyria had  been 
founded three centuries before on 
the O rontes River. I t was the 
th ird  city in the  world, w ith  a 
population of half a million, and 
the  term inal of rich caravans 
from Persia and India. It was 
m odern for its day, having a 
splendid and adequate w a ter sys­
tem, and its main s treet five miles 
long, w as w onderfully lighted by 
night and travelers by  day w ere 
sheltered from the sun by its a r ­
cades. However, m orally  the  city 
was disreputable: the  Rom an J u ­
venal criticizing the  evil in Rome 
said, “the Syrian, O rontes has 
flowed into the T iber.”

Regardless of its evil practices 
and reputation, A ntioch is know n 
as the  second b irthplace of C hris­
tianity , H ere it w as th a t the  
w ord was first in ten tionally  
preached to the G entiles by  Jew s 
having a broad cosmopolitan ou t­
look. These w ere natives of Cy­
prus and Cyrene, having lived 
aboard and broken som ew hat 
w ith  the stric t racial code of 
th e ir brothers in  Paltstine. In 
th e ir activity  these Jew es “spake 
news of this developm ent came 
unto the  Greeks also.” Eventually  
to the Jew ish C hristians in  J e ru ­

salem and caused som ew hat of a 
discussion there.

Up to th is tim e the gospel had 
not been directed particu larly  to 
the G entiles. True, it w as th a t 
P e te r had previously been to 
Caesarea and received the cen­
tu rion  Cornelius into the  faith, 
w hich act had been approved a t 
Jerusalem , b u t no general effqrt 
had been m ade to reach others 
than  Jew s. The Jerusalem  C hris­
tians, som ew hat concerned about 
the reports from Antioch, decided 
to investigate and w isely selected 
B arnabas for th is purpose. He 
was a Levite, a native of Cyprus, 
and his character is am ply a tte st­
ed in the  com m entary th a t “he 
w as a good m an.”

B arnabas w ent to Antioch and 
w as so im pressed w ith the acti­
vity there  th a t he rem ained and 
took p a rt in it. Rem em bering 
Saul of Tarsus, who some seven 
or eight years ago he had vouch­
ed for in Jerusalem , and realiz­
ing th a t th is w as the  type of m an 
for the  p articu la r service needed, 
B arnabas set out for Tarsus in an 
effort to seek Saul. D uring these 
years Saul had been w aiting; per­
haps som etim es questioning why, 
but, nevertheless, undergoing a 
period of preparation  by w orking 
in Cilicia for the  w ider and 
g rea te r mission w hich he w as to 
undertake.

I t  w as a t A ntioch th a t the  term  
“C hristians” w as first applied to 
the  followers of Jesus. This nam e 
was not self-assum ing because 
they  usually  re fe rred  to them sel­
ves as “sain ts”, “diciples” , “be­
lievers” o r “those of the  w ay.” 
T he title  w as not given them  by  
th e  Jew s, because they  w ere ac­
custom ed to  re fe r to  the  C hris­
tians as “N azarenes,” rem em ber­
ing  th e  question w hether any

good th ing could come from  th a t 
city. T he probability  is th a t the  
Gentiles, perhaps in derision, first 
began using the term  “C hrista ins” 
for those believing in  the new  
faith.

Inspection of truck  tires w ill 
continue as before.

It is im portan t tha t m otorists 
re ta in  th e ir tire  inspection re ­
cords because OPA will continue 
the  use of them  in  issuing gas­
oline rations, Settle stated.

Discontinuance of these inspec­
tions does not m ean th a t the 
tire  p ic tu re  has become any

brighter. It sim ply m eans th a t 
the inspection program  has fu l­
filled its p rim ary  objective —to 
m ake m otorists conscious of the 
e x trem e ' need for tire  conserva­
tion and care, the official said.
