Bailey Profitable

Those who have any doubt as to the 
success of the grape industry in this 
section should take a trip through the 
farms north and northeast of Mule­
shoe, and especially the home of Mr. 
I. F. Willman, about four miles north­
east of town. He has a two-acre 
Inyard, which is now several years 

old, and from which he expects to get 
20.000 pounds at around 6 cents a 
pound; they are of a variety which is 
especially fine for preserving, jelly and 
making wine. His place is in the irri­
gated area and shows what can be 
realized on a few acres when well cul­
tivated. Mr. Willman says that the 
grape industry through this section 
could be one of the greatest money 
crops, and that there is always a great 
demand for them. Right now during 
the grape season the Sante Fe, it is 
said, are shipping some 500 cars a day 
through Clovis and hauling them 
thousands of miles farther to market.

Bailey county has without a doubt 
the best crop outlook than has prevail­
ed for may years, and the people here 
are expecting the busiest season that 
has been seen here in many years.

At this time the Sudan crop is in a l­
most perfect condition and old timers 
say that although the total production 
will not equal that of last year, other 
grain crops and revenue from stock 
and poultry will more than make up 
for it. Last year’s shipments amount­
ed to about 5,000.000 pounds, and that 
ear corn was piled 25,000 bushels deep 
all along the Sante Fe tracks, is a 
significant fact. Muleshoe is fast 
becoming famous as the largest ship­
ping point of sudan grass in the world. 
This year no matter in what direction 
one travels out of town thousands of 
acres of maize, kafir corn, ear corn, 
feterita. hegira. cane, sudan and 
a great variety of other money crops 
are looking fine, and nothing short of 
a catastrophe can prevent the crop 
from maturing.

Although cotton is not “king” here 
as it is farther east or south, there is 
sufficient acreage to insure a revenue 
that will help in the further develop­
ment of our county.

The Rocky Ford cantaloupe and 
watermelon is not superior to the kind 
that can be grown right here around 
Muleshoe. Besides, cucumbers, onions, 
sweet potatoes, lettuce Irish potatoes.

sugar beets and may other varieties of 
truck can be grown here profitably.

Cattle and hogs are higher than 
they-have ever been. In the past 30 
days more than $5,000,000 has been 
paid for Panhandle cattle and more 
than $10,000,000 worth of cattle con­
tracted for delivery in the next 90 
days.

People of this section ane Just now 
beginning fo learn that wheat can be 
grown here very profitably. Statistics 
show the fastest shipment of wheat in 
the history of the Panhandle has al­
ready taken 19,345.900 bushels of the 
golden grain out of the Amarillo terri­
tory alone, which shows that our ex­
port demand is still great and it has 
been demonstrated that wheat can be 
grown in Bailey county as well as any 
other section in the Panhandle.

Hundreds of new farmers are com­
ing in. Fijrms are being bought by 
men from other states.

Better farming methods are being 
adopted by the men already here.

Our Sante Fe agent, C. L (?) Eckles, 
states tha t the local business of his 
station shows an increase each month 
over last year.

The total wheat shipments from 
the Muleshoe elevators amounts to 
90.000 bushels. Grain men estimate 
that fully a million bushels are still in 
shipping point elevators.

T IS doubtful If one Atner^

I  lean in ten could tell you 
who Klkumih Watson was 
or what he did that should 
make his name remembered. 
Yet about this time of the 
year millions of Americans 
who live on the farms ot 
our country pay homage to 
his memory, unconsciously 
perhaps, by attending and 

participating In an annual event which 
Is as distinctively American as base­
ball or the Fourth of July or Thanks­
giving dHy. For Elkanah Watson was 
the “father" of the county fair and It 
was due tf his persistence In promoting 
his Idea more than a hundred years 
ago that rural America, and especial­
ly the youth of rural America, can 
look forward each year to “going to 
the fair.” Insofar as »he county fair 
Is an Institution which had a partic­
ular appeal to rural America, It Is In­
teresting to note that Its founder was 
a city man. For such was the case, and 
it was a man, tired of city life, who 
retired to tlie country nt the age of 
fifty years to eujoy “rural felicity” 
and, falling to find ft, conceived the 
idea which resulted In the first real 
county fair.

Now. the Idea of a fair Itself Is not 
exactly a new one. Fairs have been 
employed In Asiutlc countries from 
time Immemorial for the purpose of 
bringing traders and customers togeth- 

exchange of their commod­
ities. The great distances to be cov­
ered by the Aslntlc merchnnt with Ids 
slow caravans, the sparsity of popula­
tion, except in the cities, and the wide 
differences in languuge, religion and 
social and trade customs made a fair 

necessity of commerce, especially 
among barbaric nnd semlbarbarlc peo­
ples. Even in the European countries 
where fairs have been held for hun­
dreds of years they were essentially 
affairs of barter and trade. So It 
remained for America, where the com­
petitive spirit Is so marked, to give 
the Idea of a fair a new meaning and 
to mnke It an exchange of Ideas, rath- 

• than an ewchnnge of goods.
The flint fairs of any sort held in 

this country were those sponsored by 
Dutch governors when New York was 
New Amsterdam, but they were 
modeled on the European plan. In 
1041 fiovernor Kleft estnbllshed two 
fairs In New Amsterdam, one on Oc­
tober 15 “for cattle generally,” and 
the other on November 1 for bogs. In 
1048 there wns also held in the Dutch 
colony, late in August and at the be­
ginning of September, a Dutch “ker- 
moss" which was strictly commercial, 
where the burghers met to exchange 
commodities. The eustor.. was con­
tinued even under English rule and 
ns late as 1670 had the sanction of 
Uov. Edmund Andres.

Hut the county fair of today Is not 
a lineal descendant o' the Dutch ‘ker- 
hiess.” although It may resemble It In 
some of its features. It grew out of 
the Interest In agriculture which be­
gan to manifest Itself early In the 
history of the new nation. The leaders 
of that time, such men as Washing­
ton and Jefferson, were farmers and 
farming was the most Important busi­
ness In the country. Between 1785 
and 1792 agricultural societies sprang 
Into being In Pennsylvania, Maine, 
New York, Massachusetts and South 
Carolina ns evidence of the organized 
Interest In agriculture. These societies 
began offering prizes for superior farm 
products but they held no fairs or 
exhibitions and really did but little 
to stimulate better farm production.

The principal Interest seems to have 
been in live stock and in 1804 and 
1805 three live stock exhibitions were 
held In Washington. At the second 
one members of congress began to take 
an Interest and subscribed half of the 
(100 fund which wns raised and dla-
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trlbuted ns prizes for “the best lamb, 
sheep, steer, milch cow. jack, oxen 
and horses actually sold.” In 1809 the 
Columbian Agricultural society was 
organized In Washington nnd held an 
exhibition In the city of Georgetown 
nearby. But this was not the sort of 
thing that appealed to the average 
farmer of the day for It wns more or 
less a society event and, as some one 
has said, “Its attendance list reads 
more like the social register, headed 
by the President of the'United States 
and Ids lady nnd the cabinet mem-

It remained for Elkannh Watson to 
originate a fair in which the com­
mon farmer would be Interested be­
cause he could feel that he hud a real 
part In It. Who he wns and how he 
did this Is described In the volume 
'"Toilers of [.and and Sea," In the 
Yale University Press “Pageant of 
America.” as follows:

E lkanah W atson was not among the 
founders of the Eighteenth century 
school of ag ricu ltu ral experim enters 
and w riters, but he was Its most dis­
tinguished pupil. As a  business man, 
he had traveled along the Atlantic sea­
board and In Europe. . . In 1807
he gave up commerce and took up 
farm ing a t Pittsfield, Mass. During the 
next four years he made his contribu­
tion to the development of American 
agriculture. By 1811 he had completed 
the orgnnizatlon of the Berkshire Agri­
cultu ral society.

W atson w rote In 1820: “In the fall 
of 1807 I procured the Brat pair c f 
merino sheep tha t had appeared In 
Berkshire, If not In the sta te . . . .
I was induced to notify an exhibition 
of these tw o sheep under the greot 
elm In the public square In Pittsfield 
on a certain  day. Many farm ers and 
even females were excited by curiosity 
to attend this first novel and humble 
exhibition. It was by this lucky acci­
dent I reasoned thus: ‘If  two animals 
are capable of exciting so much a t ­
tention. w hat would be the efTect of a 
la rger scale, with fkrger animals?' The 
farm ers present responded to my re­
m arks with approbation. We became 
acquainted and from tha t day to tlie 
present, agricu ltu ral societies, cattle  
shows, and all In connection therew ith 
have predominated In my mind."

The Berkshire A gricultural society 
was founded in 1811. The principles 
on which It wns based proved pop­
ular. Slowly a t first, then more and 
more rapidly the Berkshire system 
spread until tt reached west Into the 
new sta te s of Indiana and Illlnola and 
even penetrated the southern cotton 
kingdom. Unlike Its predecessor, the 
ag ricu ltu ral societies of Philadelphia 
and New York, It was an organization 
of the common farm er In Its time It 
served his Interests well.

W atson was a  student of human 
nature. The purpose of the organization 
was to hold each year an exhibition 
of the best handiw ork and the best 
products of the farm ers of the locality. 
Prizes were awarded for pre-eminence 
in farm anim als and crops, and In 
b’ltter, cheese and cloth made In the 
home. At the end of the exhibition came 
the general assembly In the largest 
v illage church. Here amid Impressive 
ceremonies, the honors were d is trib ­
uted, each prize accompanied by z 
certificate of distinction which, hand­
somely framed, held a  place of honor 
on the wall of the farm er's parlor.

W atson's g rea test problem was 
arouse the active Interest of the ladles 
In these exhibitions. The diplomatic 
sh ifts to  which he and others 
sorted in order to win over the c 
try  women, unaccustomed to activities 
outside the ir own homes and fearful 
of arousing comment by appearing 
a public competition, were finally 
everywhere trium phant. At the end or 
the general assembly came the “pastor­

al ball." The whole plan was a sk ill­
ful blend of competition, social In ter­
course and dignified form ality.

For twelve years Watson labored 
endlessly to “put his Idea across.” By 
1819, with the aid of Governor Clin­
ton of New York, he had induced the 
legislature of that state to pass an 
annual appropriation of $10,000 to aid 
the new societies and from 'that time 
on the Idea spread rapidly. And. as 
the writer In the "Pageant of Amer­
ica.” previously quoted, says:

The direct descendant of W atson's 
Berkshire system le the “county fair." 
Unlike the ancient fa irs  of Europe or 
those of early  colonial days Its cen­
tra l purpose is not to  fac ilitate  ex­
change nnd sale hut to exhibit the best 
products and handiw ork of the locality 
and to stim ulate Improvement by offer­
ing prlzea. Horse races and a host 
of other a ttrac tions have added to Its 
Interest and excitement. From one day 
it has grown to three and four. Coun­
try  folk drive In from miles around 
to look a t the stock In the ir sheds and 
the produce on exhibition In the fa ir  
house and to w atch the dem onstration 
of Improved machinery. The m erry-go- 
round plays Its str iden t tunes, th# F e r­
ris wheel swinge round Ite lofty c lr-

bawl of the m ysteries or the am use­
ments within their tents. Yards of the 
Inevitable taffy are consumed as ac­
quaintances from d istan t corners of 
the county meet and gossip and sepa­
rate  In the even-hanging crowds tha t 
move over the grounds. It has be­
come the farm er's carn ival—far re­
moved Indeed from tha t first exhibition 
when W atsor displayed his two merino 
sheep under the elm tree. In the Tw en­
tie th  century the automobile has again 
brought changes. Farm ers come from 
the d istan t counties and w ith them 
crowds of city people. The fa ir  Is no 
longer merely a farm er's Institution.

Today It la estimated that there are 
more than 3,000 agricultural fairs held 
annually In tills country, including 
the town, county, state, national nnd 
International exhibitions. Some spe­
cialize In live stock, some In dairy 
products, some in poultry, some In 
bees. In garden truck and others In 
field crops. But the greater pnrt of 
them are the general county fairs 
which are held In August and Septem­
ber. Most of them now are In the 
Middle West, for New England, where 
the fair originated, has lost Its lead­
ership in number and Importance of 
Its fairs. But even though modern con­
ditions hnve changed the county fair 
In many respects, essentlnlly It Is the 
same as It has been for the last half 
century or more. For this Institution 
has an appeal which no other annual 
event In American life has and 
nothing ever can or likely will take 
Its place. So the next time you spend 
a day at the county fair and enjoy 
the pleasures which only It enn fur­
nish. just give a thought for n mo­
ment to that “Yankee of Yankees who 
was horn within rifle shot of Plymouth 
Rock,” Elkannh Watson, and be grate­
ful that he was willing to spend twelve 
years of Ills life popularizing an Idea 
which won for him the title of “father 
of the county fair."

such valuable trees as th« oaks, hick­
ories and white ash, which can, In 
many reapects, take the place of chest­
nut In the manufacture of wood prod­

ucts. The forests are still far from 
being fully productive, and will con­
tinue to be much below normal for a 
number of years after the blight has 
done Its work, though progress toward 
complete recovery Is nearly every­
where satisfactory.

Not Much Demand Now
for Handmade Basket

The art of the osier, which Is bas­
ket making, Is one of the oldest ot 
the handicrafts and was once a very 
Important Industry of England, but 
the statement Is made that It will 
soon be exterminated unless some en­
couragement Is given to the workers.

German and Japanese baskets are 
displacing the product of the other 
countries where the art flourished 
first. A great deal of labor Is re­
quired to cultivate the willows and 
prepare them for wicker work. The 
willows are cut with a short curved 
knife In the early months of the year. 
They are then soaked In running wa­
ter for six months. This Is known 
ns pitting the willows, and It Is nec­
essary to take off the bark to pro­
duce white willows. .The finished 
willows arc then dried and straight­
ened, when they are ready for the 
hamper makers and cane workers at 
the factories.

Inks in Bookkeeping
The use of red Ink by many banks,

I. Finding an Aaaiatant for Paul 
(Acts 15:33-10:5).

1. Contention over John Mark (vv. 
86-41).

(1) Paul's proposal (v. 36).

their missionary endeuvors to tlnil oni 
what progress the believers were mak­
ing In their Christian experience.

(2) Determination of Barnabas (v. 
87).

It was to take with them John Mark. 
Barnuhus' nephew (OoL 4:10).

(3) Paul's opposition (v. 38).
lie wag suspicious of Mark because 

of his desertion on a former journejr 
(Acts 13:13).

(4) Their separation (vv. 80-41).
Their contention was so sharp that

they separated. Cod overruled this In 
cldenl to the wider extension of the 
work. Barnabas took Mark and sailed 
to Cyprus; I'onl chose Silas, and went 
through Syria and Cilicia.

2. Finding Timothy (16:1-5).
(1) The plooe <v. 1).
It was the very place where Paul 

on his first Journey had endn- d 
cruel stoning. The conversion of Tim­
othy may be regarded as fruitage of 
Paul's testimony at that time.

(2) His parentage (v. I).
His mol tier was a believing Jewesa 

and Ills fattier a Creek.
<31 HIs character (v 2).
He had a good reputation In the 

church at l.ystra and Iconlom.
(4) HIs circumcision <v. 3).
Timothy had not been circumcised.

Doubtless this omission wns because 
his father was a Oentlle. To avoid 
offense among the Jews, Paul circum­
cised Timothy.

(5) The ministry of Paul and Tim­
othy through the cities (vv. 4. 5).

They delivered decrees which hnd 
been ordained at the Jerusalem council 
(Acts 15:111-24).

II. Forbidden to Preach the Word In
Asia (Acts 16:6-8).

The Inclination of Paul was to tarry 
In Asia Minor preaching the Word, hut 
contrary to their Inclination they were 
hurried along. The Holy Spirit Is Just 
as active and faithful In closing doors 
as in opening them.

III. The Call to Macedonia (vv. 9-12.)
The time had now come for the gos­

pel to begin Its conquest of another 
continent By the crossing of the go« 
pel from Asia to Europe the church.

known they moved forward. Visions, 
to he effective, must be quickly trans­
lated into aggressive action.

IV. The First Convert in Europe 
(vv. 13-15).

The Jewish element In Philippi wns 
so small that It was unable to afford a 
synagogue, therefore the devout peo­
ple were accustomed to worship h.v 
the riverside. To a humble gathering 
of this kind Paul came and preached 
Lydia, a business woman from Tliyn- 
tlrn. believed. The steps In her conver­
sion are worthy of note, as typical.

1. Attendance at the place of wor­
ship (t. 18).

Usually those whom God Is calling 
are found at the place of prayer.

2. Listening to the preaching of the 
Word of God (vv. 13. 14).

Faith cometh by hearing and hear 
big by the Word of God (Rom. 10:17)

3. Her heart was opened by the 
Lord (v. 14).

Only the Lord can convert a soul. 
It Is our business to prench the Word 
of God. and It Is Gods business to 
open the heart of the Inquirer Regen­
eration Is a supernatural work.

4. She was baptized (v. 15).
Every one whose heart the Lord has

opened desires to confess Him In bup- 
tlsm.

6. Her household believed (v. 13).
6. Hospitality practiced (v. 15).

Those who hnve experienced God’s 
saving grace are disposed to huve part 
In His work by rendering aid to His 
ministers.

their poultry than ever before in 
the history of the county. Each sea­
son thousands of dollars worth of 
chickens and turkeys are shipped out 
to distant points in addition to a good 
market in this and surrounding terri­
tory. I t  is predicted that the indus­
try will be increased to a much larg­
er degree within the next few years, 
the climate being ideal and cheap feed 
raised in abundance.

In  no part of the United States do 
chickens, turkeys, geese and ducks do 
better than here. All conditions, free­
dom from diseases and insects, as well 
as the plentiful and cheap feed. Cot­
ton will also grow profitably, averag­
ing from 1-2 to a bale an acre. The 
land is level, and can be irrigated— 
that is, over 8,000 acres of it, and can 
be made to grow anything in the po­
tato and vegetable line tha t will grow 
around Portales, New Mexico, in the 
shallow water district. I t is said tha t' 
farmers can make a good living on as 
small tracts as from 10 to 15 acres. I t 
can be cultivated with tractor as there

•e no stumps, rocks or overflow.
The Warren interests, like other 

large ranch owners of the West realize 
that Muleshoe and surrounding coun­
try must sooner or later expand as the 
population is rapidly increasing, and 
are now ready to contribute to the de­
velopment of the county by cutting up 
this tremendous acreage and making 
it possible for the small investor to 
buy real virgin land a t a reasonable 
price. I t  is planned to build good 
roads along each section, which will 
enable the planters to haul their grain 
to market a t the minimum fcost 
transportation.

Steps to remedy the practice by mo­
torists of operating vehicles upon the 
street car tracks is one of the most 
important measures included in 
model municipal traffic ordinance 
which has been tentatively drafted by 
the National Conference on Street and 
Highway Safety, reports the Texas 
Public Service Information Bureau.

The ordinance would make it un­
lawful for the operator of a vehicle 
immediately in front of a street car 
to fail to turn off the tracks as soon 
as practicable after signal from the 
street car operator.

“I t  is highly dessirable that proper 
regulation prevent, as far as possible, 
conflict between street car and other 
vehicular traffic,” is the explanation, 
in part, which accompanies the ordi­
nance. “Street car movement is, of 
course, limited to rails located in  the 
street. 17118 is one of the most im­
portant factors to be considered in ad­
justing the relationship between such 

rs and other vehicles.
“While it is recognized that street 

railway companies are not granted 
elusive right to the use of a portion of 
a public street, nevertheless, motor ve­
hicles should not be permitted.

COUNTRY MILL STOCKS WHEAT

Stocks of wheat of the 1927 crop in 
interior mills and elevators of the 
United States on July 1, 1928, are re­
ported by the United States Depart­
ment of Agriculture a t 18,856,000 bush­
els. This compares with stocks on 1st 
of July, 1927, of 21,776,000 bushels.

In the states east of the Mississippi 
River stocks this year were 4,565,000 
bushels, as compared to 7,910,000 bush-

10.466.000 bushels, as compared with
11.451.000 bushels a year ago. Stock!

AMENDMENT PROVIDING FOR 
A STATE BOARD OF EDU­

TO TERMS OF SCHOOL

H. J. R. No. l£ ]
Proposing to amend Article 7 of the 

Constitution of the State of Texas 
by adding thereto Section 16, pro­

v id in g  that the term of all officers 
of the public free school system, in- 

^ eluding State institutions of higher 
education, may be fixed not to ex­
ceed six years; proposing to amend 
Section 8 of Article 7 of said Con­
stitution, authorizing the appoint­
ment or election of a State Board of 
Education to serve not to ex 
years; requiring said amendments 
to be submitted to the people for 
adoption and making appropriations 
therefor.

Be it resolved by the Legislature 
the State of Texas:

Section 1. That Article 7 of the 
Constitution of the State of Texas be 
amended by adding thereto Section 16 
as follows:

“The Legislature shall fix by law the 
terms of all offices of the public school 
system and of the State institutions 
of higher education, inclusive, and the 
terms of members of the respective 
boards, not to exceed six years.’

Sec. 2. That Section 8 of Article 7 
of the Constitution be amended so as 
fo hereafter read as follows:

“The Legislature shall provide by 
law for a State Board of Education, 
whose members shall be appointed or 
elected in such manner and by such 
authority and shall serve for such 
terms as the Legislature shall pre­
scribe not to exceed six years. The 
said board shall perform such duties 
as may be prescribed by law.”

Sec. 3. The foregoing constitution­
al amendments shall be submitted to a 
vote of the qualified electors of this 
State, a t an election to be held 
first Tuesday after the first Monday 
in  November, A. D. 1918, a t which all 
ballots shall have printed thereon the 
following:

(1) “For the amendment to Article 
,7 nadidg Section 16, providing that 
school officers, including boards of in­
stitutions of higher education, shall 
serve for a term not exceeding 
years.”

“Against the amendment to Article 
7, adding Section 16, providing that 
•fccnool officers, including boards of in­
stitutions of higher education, shall 
serve for a term not exceeding six 
years.”

(2) “For the amendment to Sec­
tion 8 of Article 7 of the Constitution, 
providing for the appointment of a 
State Board of Education.”
' “Against the amendment to Section 
8 of Article 7 of the Constitution, pro­
viding for the appointment of a State 
Board of Education.”

Each voter shall scratch out one of 
the Above listed clauses on the ballot, 
leaving the one expressing his vote on 
the proposed amendment to which it 
relates.

Sec. 4. The Governor of this State 
is hereby directed to issue the neces­
sary proclamation ordering an election 
to determine whether or not the pro­
posed constitutional amendments set 
forth herein shall be adopted, and to 
have the same published as required 
by the Constitution and laws of this 
State. And the sum of five thousand 
($5,000.00) dollars, or so much thereof 
as may be necessary, is hereby appro­
priated from any funds in the State 
Treasury, not otherwise appropriated 
to defray the expenses of printing said 
proclamation and of holding said elec­
tion.

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION 
Proposing an amendment to Section 51, 

Article 3, of the Constitution of the 
State of Texas, authorizing a tax levy 
for Confederate soldiers and sailors 
and their widows, and providing for 
submission of same to the qualified 
electors of this State a t any election 
to be held on the first Tuesday after 
the first Monday in November, A. D. 
1928, and providing the necessary 
proclamation and appropriation to 
defray expenses of proclamation, 
publication and election.

Be it resolved by the Legislature of the 
State of Texas:

Section 1. That Section 51, of Ar­
ticle 3, of the Constitution of the State 
of Texas be amended, so as to read as 
follows:

I viduals, municipal or other corpora­
tions whatsoever; provided, however, 
the Legislature may grant aid to indi­
gent and disabled Confederate soldiers 
and sailors under such regulations and 
limitations as may be deemed by the 
Legislature as expedient, and to their 
widows in indigent circumstances un­
der such regulations and limitations as 
may be deemed by the Legislature as

Section 1. That Section 2, Article

ity levying the tax; but the legislature 
may, by .general laws, exempt from 
taxation public property used for pub­
lic purposes; actual places of religious 
worship, also any property owned by

Sherman, Aug. 16.— Senator Earle B. 
Mayfield, candidate for re-election to 
a second term in the United States 
Senate, in an address here last Tues­
day stated that in the first primary 
Mr. Connally devoted most of this time 
to an attack upon Senator Mayfield's 
election to the Senate in 1922.

The full commit­
tee on Privileges and Elections, com­
posed of seven Republicans and six 
Democrats, reported unanimously 
the Senate that the charges against 
me were without foundation in fact, 
and the United States Senate, c 
posed of 53 Republicans and 43 Dem­
ocrats adopted the report unani­
mously.

“Mr. Connally knows ail this, but his 
real purpose in attacking my election 
to the Senate in 1922, was to attract 
to himself the anti-Mayfield vote, so 
that he could get into tne second pri­
mary. In  the first primary, I did not 
reply to any of Mr. Connally’s attacks 
upon me, because I thought each of 
my opponents had a right to get the 
second primary, and I would do no­
thing to concentrate the anti-Mayfield 
vote upon Mr. Connally. I  do not pur­
pose now to make reply to Mr. Con­
nally’s attacks upon my honor and 
character. For 22 years, the Demo­
crats of Texas have honored me with 
public office, and that in itself is a 
sufficient reply to the attacks which 
Mr. Connally has made upon my in­
tegrity.”

the Indian discouraged tlie regulars.

ze Croglian’s forty Iroquois warriors 
m the march. It seems thill Colonel 
lames limes, governor at Fort Cum- 
lerland. tlld not wish to have any ot 
tie sixty Indian women and children 

left iindet his care during Braddock’* 
absence. H.* assured the cotiuminder 
that eight Indians would suffice as 
scouts and Mint the rest should be 
directed |o lake tlieli families awuy 
from (lie creek.

Why General Brubdock should have 
listened to such ruinous advice is De­
void! any forest runner s coinprehen 
•dun Up in the time the Onondaga 
and I Men Will’s creek, ll had been 
Die commanders great desire to have 
as large a body ot Indians accompany 
him as poi-slhle. He completely re­
versed tils judgment and agreed with 
limes tha* eight would be enough.

It was to Captain Hogg's camp ot 
rouddmlldera. slightly In advance of 
the body under 8lr John St. Clair, that 
Cromlt had taken Beauvais. While In 
the camp, he had been Impressed by 
tlie great feat ot the men. They con 
sidered It miraculous that my com 
pulllou should succeed In bringing a 
French prisoner through the enemy’s 
suvager and Into the camp.

Although he assured them that no 
Indians were then lurking about the 
camp, they were very loath to sep 
arate from one another, or to pene 
irate more than a short distance Into 
the woods False alarms were repeat 
wily being glveu. all of which slowed 
up the work of hewing out the road 
tor Braddock.

While In the rood camp Cromlt 
met Christopher Gist, veteran ot the 
Ohio country, who was now acting as 
a scout for Braddock. Oo learning 
that Cromlt wus to report hack to me. 
could he And me. Gist had supplied 
him with rnuny of rhe fucts relating 
to the departure of the artsy from the 
creek and Its faring as far as the 
Great crossing.

Preserving Mushrooms
Mushrooms muy be preserved entire 

by drying them In the sun or In an 
oven. All moisture must he removed 
before the mnterlnl Is packed In a 
perfectly tight container. Mushrooms 
so preserved, after g preliminary 
soaking In tepid water or milk, may 
he cooked as If fresh. Dried mush 
rooms, and even tough dried stems 
may be ground and used as a prwrtet 
for seasoning gravies and other dishes.

Cream Scones.—Mix and sift two 
cupfuls of flour with four tenspoonfuls 
of baking powder, two tenspoonfuls of 
sugar and one-hnlf tenspoonful of salt. 
Rub Into the dry mixture four tuhle- 
spoonfuls of butter, then add two 
beaten eggs, reserving a tablespoon- 
fill In the bowl. Add one-third of a 
cupful of cream and mix, toss on 
floured bourd and roll out. Cut In 
squnres or diamonds, brush with the 
egg and sprinkle with a little sugur. 
Bake in a hot oven fifteen minutes.

The Common Potato.
When cooking potatoes tor salad,

cook them with the skins on, cool, und 
peel then cut up as usual. 
Remember that a good 
potato salad innsl sum 
eweral hours in tli 
dressing with the sei 
soiling lo he pula i a hie.

French Fried Potatoes. 
—Wash and peel small
potutoes and < 
eighths lengthwise, cover 

with cold water for an hour. Drain 
and purboll in boiling suited water for 
two minutes, drain again, plunge Into 
cold water, dry between towels and 
fry In deep fat until dellcutely
browned, a few at a time. Heat the 
fat to a higher temperature, I 
the potatoes Into a frying basket mid 
fry until crisp and brown, keeping
the basket In motion. Druiu oo paper 
and sprinkle with salt.

Scalloped Potatoes With Ham.—Slice 
very thin enough potatoes 
number to serve. Arrange In layers 
In a well-buttered baking dish, add a 
layer of finely minced onion, then 
layer of any cold cooked hnm either 
sliced or mlneed, another layer of po 
tatoes and, when the dish Is full, eover 
with milk. Cover well after plenty of 
seasoning of butter and salt and hake 
until tender.

Potato Fritters.—Take two cupfuls 
of hot rieed potatoes, two tahlespoon- 
fuls of cream, one teaspoonful of salt, 
a few grains of cayenne and nutmeg, 
the yolks of two eggs well beaten and 
two tnblespnonfuls of orange Juice, 
fold In the beaten whites and set the 
bowl In Ice water, beat until cold then 
add one-half cupful of flour and when 
well mixed drop by spoonfuls Into 
deep fat. Fry until brown.

8panish Potatoes.—Boll or steam the 
amount of potatoes to serve. Place In 
the vegetable dish in which they are 
to be served, two to four tahles|K>on- 
fuls of butter and a tablespoonful of 
minced onion for ench two of butter, 
the amount depends upon the amount 
of potato, add salt and a little cayenne 
and turn with the butter Hnd onion. 
Serve hot.

Baked Pork Chop* With Potatoes.— 
Arrange as many potatoes, thinly 
sliced; as needed In a shallow bukliig 
pan. over them arrange pork chops, 
seasoning both the chops and the po­
tatoes. Pour In enough milk ro keep 
the (Hitatoes well moistened and hake 
until the meat Is well browned.
Ing once.

Saratoga Chips.—Wash and peel 
potatoes and slice with a potato stlcer 
Into a howl of cold water. Drain, 
plunge Into a kettle of boiling water 
and cook one minute. • Drain again, 
and cover with cold water. Drain and 
dry between towels. FTy In deep fat 
until a light brown, keeping In mo­
tion with a skimmer. Drain on brown 
pnppr and sprinkle with salL

Stuffed Fig*.—Mash cream cheese 
with heavy cream adding a bit of 
and cayenne. Make Into balls three 
fourths of an Inch In diameter, 
well washed and dried figs on the side 
and stuff with the cheese. Arrange on 
a plate (n plies.
