City Manager James H, Cow­
an announces that steel forms 
for curbing and gutter, and the 
necessary materials are avail­
able to begin work within 00 
to 90 days.
The only thing that is holdiag 

up starting of the paving pro­
gram is failure of some proper^ 
owners to sign up for the pav­
ing.

The first Avenue signed up by 
all property owners will be the 
first to get the new paving.

Under the plan set out in S 
previous proposal of the 'city is 

! for the city to pay for all the 
I street intersections in full and 
one-third of the paving in front 
of the private property. The prop­
erty owner on each side to pay 
for one-third the cost of the pav­
ing in front of his lot. at a cost 
of, S1.60 per front foot for the 
third. The paving will cost a 
total of S4.80 per foot including 
curb and gutter.

Manager Cowan said that the 
.Avenues. running north and 
south are the first due to get the 
(he paving. They are signed op 
by most of the property owners 
but enough have not signed to 
hold up the program.

The Avenues west from Burl­
ington are signed up as follows:

Williams (west of high schori- none; V/aiven per ceni; imiier
75 per cent; Parker 60 per cent; 
Carrol 80 per cent: Willard 70 
per cent; Keeler 70 percent; 
Trumbull 70 percent; Cowan 15 
^rcent.

City officials cannot go ahead 
with the program until more of 
the property owners have signod 
up to pay for a third of the pav­
ing in front of their property, so 
if you are anxious to see the city 
get started on the paving, assist 
in getting the paving signed op, 
or sign up for yourself.

Second street running out Cow­
an to Lester Avenue is 92 percent 
signed up and looks like the 100 
percent winner for the first pav­
ing under the new ri'ogram.

This program as planned docs 
not preclude any other streets 
not mentioned, and owners on 
other streets who want to band 
themselves together in a commit­
tee to sign up, can get the pav­
ing also.

A map at the City Hall shows 
the streets already planned for 
paving and others that might be 
included. Drop in and see it and 
talk to Mr. Cowan about paving 
your street.

Concrete mixing machine is on 
hand, steel forms have been ship­
ped, and materials are assured 
and work can start in March or
April if property owners cooper- ace prompiiy.

Payment for the paving may be 
in cash when completed or within 
five years on annual payments.
- A 50 foot lot would cost $80 
where curb and gutter is put in 
but if that is already down it w'lii cost property owner oniy
for 50 feet.

Lowering of Points 
on Army Doctors, 
Nurses Good News

Welcome news to West Texas 
towns which ha\*e been short of 
doctors and curses during war 
years, is the lowering of dischar­
ge requiremmts for Medical, 
Dental officers and Nurses, acc­
ording to Colonel R. L. Hardy, 
District Recruiting Officer. This 
will mean that family doctors in 
many communities will be back 
taking up old practices soon, and 
many other doctors who have 
been in service during the war 
will be looking for likely cities 
in which to establish themselves 
and their families.

Effecive as of February 1, 
Medical and Dental officers hav­
ing a point score of 60, or 31 
months of active service, or who 
are 45 years of age to the nearest 
birthday, will be eligible for 
separation unless in a particular

Ausin ,Feb 18.-Motor ve­
hicle owners were urged by the 
State Highway department today 
to see that titles for vehicles 
are in order before rtying to buy 
1946 licenses.

The law provides, the depart­
ment pointed out, that an owner 
must present to the county tax 
collector the prior year's registra­
tion receipt and must have a title.

Owners also were urged to re­
gister their vehicles as soon as 
possible for 4946 licenses. County 
tax collectors are experiencing 
difficulty in obtaining temporary 
help. Registeration in February or 
early March instead bf waiting 
until late March was urged by 
the deparment.

The 1946 plates may not be put 
on vehicles until March 1 and the 
1945 license expire March 31.

“Fur Getters” Get 
72 Coyotes in One 
Month in County

According to Judge E. 
Boedecker, County Trapper Carl 
Baker has reported that 83 
coyotes were killed last month 
in Dickens County, 72 of which 
were killed by “Fur Getters” a 
device which is proving to be 
most effective known to rid a 
territory of these pests.

“Fur Getters” is a contraption 
covered with rabbit fur and 
hiding a “cyanide gun”. When 
the coyote pulls at the rabbit fur 
and gets a whiff of cyanide 
poi.son he keels over on the spot, 
.^n equal number of traps set in 
the county yielded only 11 dead 
coyotes. Traps cannot be used in 
wet weather.

“FurGetters” is recomended by 
Wild Life Service which states 
that there is relatively no danger 
to domestic animals from them. 
In the entire state of Texas only 
one cow was known to have been 
killed by the device last year.
