Field Manager
Here Tuesday

John Palmer, manager of the
Social Security Board in Lub-
bock, was in Spur last week for
the purpose of assisting persons
who had questions regarding so-
cial security, or who wished to
file a claim for social security
benefits, or who needed social se-
curity account number cards.

Sometimes young widows, aged
parents, and orphans do not know
tney are eligible for benefits and
lose money through delay in filing
their claims.

In addition to the monthly old-
age benefits payable to the insured
worker himself at the age of 65
or after, the Federal Old-Age and
Survivors Insurance system pro-
vides for monthly benefits to
members of his family. Benefits
are also payable to his family at
his death, whatever his age.

A safe rule is this: When in
doubt about your right to old-
age and survivors insurance ben-
efits. ‘visit the local office of the
Social Security Board field office
or from one of its part-time ser-
vice points.

W. R. Weaver received a sheet
from the Navy Magazine this
week sent to him by his son,
Ensign Bob Weaver, who has
been assigned to a new ship and
is in Manila now waiting for his
ship. The sheet contained pictures
and data about the ship, Ogalala,
this being the ship Mr. Weaver
served on as a Radio operator
during World War I

‘The USS Ogalala, a 38-year-old |

former coastal liner, which in
World War II served as a repair
shop for ships damaged on the
watery battlefields of the Paci-
fic.

Built in 1907 as a coastwise
steamer for the Fall River Line,
the SS Massachusetts, as she was
then known, was drafted by the
Navy in 1917 and converted to
a Minelayer. In a new dress of
camoutlage and with a new name
Shawmut she helped lay the
North Sea minefield.

For the Ogalala there was no
honorable discharge after hostili-
ties ended, in 1920 she was con-
verted to an aircraft tender.

In 1928 a new job was found
for her. Again with a new name,
her present one, the Ogalala re-
turned to mine duties as flagship
of Mine Division I.

Mullican Predicts
Many Crop Dollars
For Farmers’ Jeans

Average Moisture,
Crop Conditions
Forecast in Area

Judge Clark M. Mullican of
Lubbock, former Dickens coun-
tian, who is called the modern
“seer and forecaster” of the South
Plains, predicts that if the Indian
gods smile reasonably on the
Plains this year (and he believes
they will), farmers will move in-
to next winter with more than
100 million crop dollars in their
jeans, according to a feature story
in the Lubbock Avalanche-Jour-
nal.

This is on the basis of the
judge’s rendezvous with Spring
Friday morning, when the wind
at sunrise on the first full .day of
Spring was from the northwest,
indicating. according to Indian
legend, that crop conditions over
the area will be ‘“average.”

Finding out what is average, re-
quired research in agricultural
tomes, and it was finally decided
that the South Plains will pro-
duce this year a total of 622,000
bales of cotton, valued roughly at
more than 77 million dollars, and
770,805 tons of sorghum grain,
valued at more than 33 million
dollars. These values are on the
basis of current prices, with in-
dications that these will certainly
be no lower next fall.

The average will be about a
half-bale of cotton per acre, and
grain sorghum at 1,000 pounds
per acre.

A table compiled by agricultur-
al experts in this vicinity includ-
ed 56,000 acres of cotton as the
average over a five year period
planted in Dickens county. Dick-
ens county’s sorghum and grain
acreage was averaged at 36,753
acres, both of which were consid-
ered very conservative figures.

One surprising bit of informa-
tion uncovered in the research
of the experts, is that a relativeiy
small territory, of which the South
Plains is the heart, produces close
to 75 per cent of all commercial
grain sorghums in the U.S.

The report of A. W. Erickson
of Clovis, aceepted by the U.S.
department of agriculture, shows
that the general outlook on crop
and moisture conditions in the
South Plains is “much better than
in 1945.” He believes that due to
scarcity and independence of la

| bor, farmers are switching from

cotton to grain sorghums, and
that therefore ‘“Texas will plant
the largest grain sorghum acre-
age its history”,in 1946.

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DOG ORDINANCE

An amendment to the ordinance
providing for a tax on dogs, etc.
passed and approved by the Board
of Commissioners of the City of
Spur on the 12th day of March,
1930, in order to provide for the
vaccination of dogs for rabies.

BE IT ORDAINED by the

Board of Commissioners of

the City of Spur, Texas:

Section 1. All dogs within the
corporate limits of the City of
Spur shall be vaccinated for
rabies. A vaccination is consid-
ered under the terms of this
ordinance to be effective for a
period of one year only.

Section 2. Prior to the issuance
of a dog tag, a vaccination cer-
tificate from an authority approv-
ed by the City Council, for said
dog shall be presented to the
proper City of Spur authorily
issuing said tag.

Section 3. If impounded any
dog not vaccinated shall not be
released until said dog is vacci-
nated or until arrangements for
the vaccination of said dog are
made satisfactory to the City of
Spur authorities entrusted with
the enforcement of said dog ord-
inance.

Section 4. That from and after
the passage of this ordinance, it
shall be unlawful for any person
who has not had his or her dog
vaccinated as herein described, to
keep said dog within the corpor-
ate limits of the City of Spur,
and that any person violating the
provisions of this ordinance shall
be guilty of a misdemeanor and
upon conviction thereof shall be
punished by fine in any sum not
exceeding One Hundred ($100.00)
Dollars.
