Mr. R ichardson will accept, in 
addition to w ork registration, i 
th ree  types of claims: I

( 1 ) Those from  unem ployed
Te.xas w orkers who form erly 
w orked for Texas em ployers cov­
e red  by the  sta te  law. Paym ents 
on these claims come Irom the 
Texas U nem ploym ent T rust Fund 
built up  by contributions from  
Te.xas em ployers of eight or more. 
No tax  is collected from the em ­
ployees. !

(2) Those from unem ployed 
w orkers who form erly worked for 
ou t-o f-s ta te  em ployers and are 
covered under the unem ploym ent 
law s o f o ther states. Such pay­
m ents do not affect the  Texas 
T ru s t Fund.

(3) Those from unem ployed, or 
self-em ployed, veterans of W orld 
W ar II claim ing Servicem en’s Re- 
udju.stm ent Allowances. The Texas ' 
Commission is the  agent of the | 
V eterans A dm inistration in hand- | 
ling these claims. Money is sup-1 
plied by the  veterans adm inis-1 
tra tio n  and does not come from  j 
th e  s ta te  tru s t fund to which T ex­
as em ployers contribute.

Mr. R ichardson said there  wore 
.nore  o u t-o f-s ta te  claims and re ­
ad justm en t allowance applications 
th an  th e re  w ere claims filed 
against the  Texas T rust Fund.

the  Dickens county cooperative 
office in Spur, stated  ‘‘We are  go­
ing ahead w ith  construction as 
soon as m ateria ls a re  available.”

Lines a re  being constructed in 
M otley, Stonew all, K en t and 
D ickens counties. T here a re  130 
mile.s of com plete lines, to  date, 
in  D ickens and K en t counties, 
w ith  50 additional lines complete, 
except fo r transform ers.

M r. K uykendall said applica­
tion  is being  p r ^ a r e d  fo r ano ther 
allo tm ent and the  only  w ay peo­
ple can get in on ano ther a llo t­
m ent is to  get application signed.

Of 
equal in terest w ere the results of 
a series of grazing experim ents 
w ith  these sam e cattle  for 12 
mo.nths before they w ere put into 
the feed lot for finishing.

Mr. Scaling advises th a t most 
of the  station cattle w ill grade 
AA under the OPA m arketing sys­
tem and will bring top m arket 
prices.

P au l T. M arion, anim al hus­
bandm an in charge o f the  feed­
ing investigations a t the  station 
and L ester English w ill accom­
pany the  cattle  to F o rt W orth. 
F ifty  of the steers will be tru ck ­
ed down S aturday  and the re ­
m aining 50 head will go on  Sun­
day so as not to in terfere  w ith  
the handling of the  boys club 
calves.

undertaken  by com m ittees rep re­
senting the  best English and 
Am erican scholarship. Their la ­
bors resu lted  in the  publication, 
in 1881, of the Revised New Tes­
tam ent, and in  1885, of the  Revis­
ed Old Testam ent. The p re fe r­
ences of the A m erican Revisers 
w ere prin ted  in an appendix, a 
pledge being given tha t no fu r­
ther changes should be m ade for 
fourteen years. The English com­
panies w ere disbanded shortly 
a fte r 1885, bu t the  A m erican com­
m ittee, believing th a t fu rth e r im - 
p row m en ts on the  English Re­
vised Version w ere possible, con­
tinued its work. They gave to  the  
world in 1901 the  A m erican R e- 
\ ised Version, o r m ore accurately, 
the  A m erican Edition of the  Re­
vised Version.

Bused upon th e  sam e principles 
which have produced the  above 
and m any o ther versions—viz. ad ­
ditional inform ation m ade possi­
ble through archaeology, grow th 
an d /o r changes in language — 
m any have felt a new  translation  
necessary. So, we have on the  
flyleaf of the new  publication;

But, w e w ant to 
k?»ow by whom the revision was 
authorised and who did the re ­
mising. One notes in the preface, 
“The Am erican S tandard  Version 
was copyrighted to protect the  i 
‘.c.xl from  unauthorized changes; 
and in 1928 Thom as Nelson and 
Sons, its publishers, transferred  
tk-o copyright to the In ternational 
Council of Religious Education, 
in which the educational boards of 
'’orty  of the  m ajor P ro testan t 
deno.minations of th e  United 
States and C anada are  associated. 
This body appointed a com m it­
tee of scholars to have charge of 
*he text, and authorized it to un ­
dertake fu rther revision if deem ­
ed necessary. The ch arter of the 
com m ittee contains the provision 
tha t ‘all changes in the  tex t shall 
be agreed upon by a tw o-th irds 
vote of the total m em bership of 
th-e com m ittee’—a m ore conserva­
tive ru le  than  th a t w hich had 
go\'ernc>d revision h itherto , w hich 
required  only a tw o-th irds vote 
of m em bers present.

“In 1937 a com prehensive re­
vision if th e  A m erican S tandard  
version of the B ible w as au tho r­
ized by vote of th e  council. . .

“T he com m ittee has w orked in  
tw o sections, one dealing w ith  the  
Old Testam ent and one w ith  the  
New Testam ent. As w ith  fo rm er 
revisions, the w ork  upon the  
New T estam ent has been com­
pleted first, and the  revision of 
the  Old T estam ent w ill tak e  about 
four years more. All changes in 
the transla tion  of the  New Tes­
tam en t have been subm itted  to 
the en tire  com m ittee, and in a 
few cases a  m ajo rity  vote in the 
section has been reversed  by a 
fa ilu re  to  receive the  support of 
tw o-th ird s o f the  m em bership  of 
the  com m ittee” .

Concerning those who did th e  
w ork of revising w e h av e  on 
the  w rapper: “T he version is the  
w ork of th e  A m erican S tandard  
Bible Com m ittee, appointed in  
1929 by  th e  In te rna tiona l Coun­
cil of Religious Education on be­
h a lf of th e  fo rty  p ro tes tan t de­
nom inations associated in  th a t 
body. T h irty -one  of the  forem ost 
Biblical scholars and  teachers o f 
our tim e have been  m em bers of 
th is com m ittee.

The Revised S tandard  Version 
sought to use m ore m odem  Eng­
lish than  w as used by  the  A m er­
ican S tandard  Version w hile  a t 
the .same tim e re ta in ing  the  beau­
ty, rh 3rthm and elegance of the  
K ing Jam es Version. H ence “thee”, 
“thou” and “ye” a re  replaced by 
“you” w hen m an is addressed; bu t 
the old rev eren t form is re ta ined  
w hen God is addressed.

I p red ict th a t the  popularity  of 
the  Revise S tandard  Version w ill 
be in d irect proportion to  the  
m easure of achievem ent of th is 
difficult task.
