Sunrise Service

The Easter Sunrise program i»
be participated in by all of the
congregations in and nearby Spur!
is complete to the minutest de-
tail. This natural setting is per-
haps the most beatitiful of any
similar place to be found any-
where. The people will be as-
sembled on the natural amphi-
theatre, just beyond and below
the water tower, while the choir
will be in the foreground, and at
the base of the hill. Not less than
100 voices are expected to take
part.

Boy Scouts, under the directicn
of Cecil Fox, will direct traffic
into and out of the grounds, and
assist in the seating of the crowds
who may choose to walk. only two
blocks, over the hill.

All who come in automobiles
are expected to be at your park-
ing place at least fifteen minutes
before the time of sunrise, in like
manner, all who walk, in order
that no confusion in the moving
of cars, or in finding acceptable
positions of clear views, and that
no lights will disturb.

The choirs of the severa] con-
gregations will meet thirty min-
utes prior to sunrise, in order
that all voices may be directed
to their section of the choir, and
all members will be robed, either
from your own church choir, or
it will be beautiful if you only
have the use of white sheets
draped over your head and shoul-
ders, and this applies both to
men and women, in order that
the entire choir may be in white.

Characters have been seletced ‘
from different congregations, who
will portray the three Marys, as
follows, Mrs. Nell Davis as Mary;
Mrs. Godfrey as Mary, the wife
of Clopas or Cleophas, and Mrs.
Jack Rector as Mary Magdalene,
or Mary of Magdala.

the women to the tomb, their ex-
cited return to report to the
disciples the risen Lerd, and then
the rushing of the disciples and
the women to the tomb. At the
conclusion of the song, the Bible
story as told will be read witl:-
out comment, then the benedic-
tion, and all are urged to remain
silent until we have departed
{from the grounds.

The cross will be erected dur-
ing the week, the characters will
meet for rehearsal and all will
be in readiness.

Motor Transport
Contributes $6,609
Dickens Co. Schools

‘The Texas motor transportation
industry last year contributed
heavily toward the education of
Dickens county school children
and in the construction and main-
tenance of the county’s highway
system ,it was revealed today in
an analysis of the industry’s spe-
cial tax payments released by
Lynn B. Shaw, general mana-
ger of the Texas Motor Trans-
portation association. ‘

The 1,836 scholastics in Dickens;
county benefitted to the extent
o! $6,609—8$3.60 for the education
of every school child in the coun-
ty or in excess of 13 per cent of
the total education bill.

Trucks and buses paid $11,172
in special taxes that went toward
construction and maintenance ot
highways in Dickens county.

The industry contributed a tot-|
al of $39,000,000 in specia' taxes, |
a ten million dollar increase over
the preceding year, and this fig-
ure represents only proceeds from
gasoline and license fee taxes
paid by more than 280,000 motor
trucks and buses, both commer-
cial and private, in Texas. It does
not include federal or regular
state taxes, such as ad valorem.

Fitzpatrick Gets 5
Years At Dickens

The jury of the 110th district
court brought in a verdict of
guilty late Friday afternoon. with

punishment being set at five years
in the penitentiary for Raymond
Fitzpatrick, 28 year old former
Dickens county farm tenant, for
the robbery with firearms of the
the Palace theatre of Spur, about
midnight December 2, 1944,

The testimony was completed
Friday morning, with Judge Al-
ton B. Chapman delivering the
charge to the jury. About 6 p.m.
the verdict was returned, shortly
after the attorneys arguments
were completed.

Sheriff Fred Christopher took
Fitzpatrick to the Lubbock coun-
ty jail to await transfer to the
state penitentiary at Huntsville.
Mr. and Mrs. Jim Fitzpatrick, the
parents of the defendant, moved
from Dickens county several years
ago to Oklahoma. The defendant
was accused by indictment voted
February 15, 1945, of the rob-
bery of Jllene Elkins, cashier at
the Palace.

Sheriff Christopher being in-
formed that the robber was dress-
ed in western colthing and had
taken $500 from the cashier of
the Palace, sped to a place on the
Dickens highway and waited.

Speeding by in a stolen auto-
mobile, was a man identified as
Fitzpatrick. Sheriff Christopher
shot down a tire in his attempt
to stop the car. The car came to
a stop in the city limits of Dick-
ens and the driver fled on foot,
leaving about $300 in silver in the
car.

At Crosbyton, Sheriff Roy Hil-
lin, Crosby county sheriff, ar-
rested a man said to be Fitzpat-
rick, but the suspect fled-as he
was being removed from a hotel.

The suspect was arrested re-
cently at McAlester, Oklahoma.
Sheriff Christopher and Texas
Ranger Norvell Redwine of Lub-
bock, went to McAlester and ac-
cepted custody and returned the
man to Dickens, April 11.

Completing their evidence at a
night session, District Attorney
Richard Stovall, assisted by Coun-
tyv Attorney Winston Brummett,
prosecuted. The defendant pre-
sented two witnesses. 5

The noted former assistant U.|
S. district attorney, H. K. Hyde,

who gained national reputation in|

his prosecution of the Urschel
kidnap case, conducted the de-
fense.

AIR-MINDED — H. V. Kalten-
born, noted NBC news commen-
tator, Is visiting South American
countries to interview outstand-
ing personalities in public life.

Pinwheel Biscuits
Will Brighten Table

Homemakers looking for some-
thing mew to brighten the break-
fast table will find biscuits in pin-
wheels just the thing, writes Mar-
Jorie Griffin, Rural Home editor
of nationally circulated Capper’s
Farmer.

Flavorsome topping combines
raisins, corn sirup and cloves, she
points out in the magazine read by
1,250,000 farm families. Just divide
dough into eight pieces and shape
into strips. Rolling and cutting aren’t
necessary.

RAISIN PINWHEELS

2 C. flour 33 te 1 C. milk
S tsp. baking powderl2 C. seedless raisins
14 tsp. salt 2 tbsp. corn sirup

14 C. shortening 12 tsp. cloves

Sift together flour, baking powder
and salt. Cut in shortening. Add
enough of the milk to make a soft
dough. Divide dough into 7 or 8
pieces; shape each piece into a
strip. Coil strips into pinwheels and
place them in a greased pan. Mix
together raisins, corn sirup and
cloves. Sprinkle mixture on biscuits,
pressing raisins into dough. Bake
biscuits in hot oven (425° F.) 15
to 20 minutes. Makes 7 or 8 large
biscuits.

Start out by mak-
ing 3 to 6 frying-

cakes. (If you

Sometimes what it takes to perk up
a winter drab meal is a light-as-air
dessert. Lemon or orange gelatin
poured into stemmed sherbet glasses or
small glass berry bowls while in the
syrupy stage and allowed to set and
then topped with orange and grape-
fruit sections and soft custard sauce
poured over all will convince one and
all that the wind is only fooling.

Honorably discharged Wacs who
want to reenter the Wac Corps
for overseas duty in the Eure-
pean theater of operations must
have their applications filed with
their local US army recruiting
station by midnight April 20, ac-
cording to a war department an-
nouncement received from US
army recruiting headquarters,
Lubbock. Texas.

Since this contingent of Wacs
is due to leave shortly after May
1, former Wacs and those still in
service who enlist for overseas
service in the recently announc-
ed “Interim” force for the dura-
tion plus six months, are re-
quired to have their papers proc-
essed immediately.

The European theater of oper-
ations has requisitioned the war
department for enlisted Wacs in
five specialist categories. The mil-
