McCollum attributes
the increase in grade to more fav-
orabie weather and a more plen-
tiful labor supply, adding that
about 45 percent of this year’s
ginnings have bLeen Middling
White and higher. Average staple
length this season is 80.7 thirty-
seconds of an inch, compared
with 30.4 thirty-seconds a Yyear
ago.

When your columnist was the
cne-man news department of a
small town daily and, therefore,
was sports editor along with oth-
er duties, I had a feud with the
sports editor of a large city daily
and he rather scornfully referred
to small town writers and said
that they ‘“ought to come in out
of the sticks, once in a while.”
This drew a retort from yours
truly: “The size of a man’s town
doesn’t have anything to do with
his greatness, or lack of it. If a
cat has kittens in an oven, that
wouldn’t make them biscuits.”

Govtrnor O. M. Roberts (the
Old Aicalde) uttered two of the
most striking statements ever
made in the thistory of Texas. The
first was, “Civilization begins and
ends with the plow.” The other
was, ‘“Texas may go to hell but
if she does, she will go according
to law.”

A frequently-quoted declara-
tion is that of Mirabeau B. La-
mar. The statement is usually
given as, “Cultivated mind is the
guardian genius of democracy . . .
It is the only dictator that free-
men acknowledge and: the only
security which freemen desire.”
The omitted ‘'part is, however,
highly important for it qualifies
the statement. Here the first part
of the quotation is, including the
part usually left out:

“Cultivated mind is the guard-
ian genius of democracy and,
while guided and controlled by
virtue, the noblest attribute of
man.”

Napoleon had a cultivated
mind — and plunged the world
into war and untold suffering.
Education without the ennobling
influences of character, without
the recognition of the duty we
owe to others—in short without
Christianity is only a training of
the mind and not of the heart.
“Cultivated mind” should be
“guided and controlled by vir-
tue.”

A true happening that is more
amazing than fiction:

During World War I, a group
of soldiers on a troop ship en
route to France sat around talk-
ing. None knew 'any of the oth-
ers beyond a nickname, “Bill” or
“Joe” or “Tex.” One of them
said:

“When the war is over, I know
what I'm going to do. I'm a geolo-
gist and a pretty good one, too,
if I do say so.

Crop Insurance on coiton will be
available again for the 1947 crop
and he says that his office will
begin taking applications this
week and continue up to January
31. which is the closing date.

Mr. Hamil states that National
participation in the Government
Insurance program has almost
reached the half-million mark,
and promises to continue on the
upswing as growers become more
familiar with the advantages of
the program. He says that the
greatest prospective advantage
the program coffers is protection
against widespread and recurrent
crop failure, and that by exten-
sive participation, farmers can
offs>t the damage to both agri-
culwre and business when dis-
aster strikes.

According to Hamil, the grow-
er has a choice of three differ-
ent coverage levels, depending on
how much coverage he wants, ani
on how much premium he wanis
to pay for the coverage. The net
indemnity due, in case of loss,
depends on how far along the
crop is at the time of damage.
The intention of the program is
to protect the grower’s invest-
ment in the crop, rather than to
guarantee a specified cash re-
turn. Acreage on which the crop
is 'destroyed may be released by
the corporation and put to an-
other use if it is too late to re-
plant.

Hamil invites those interested
to ‘come to the county office and
check the records for cost and
coverage, and to discuss the pro-
lvisions of the program. Applica-
itions will not be accepted until
| the grower has definitely receiv-
ed full information.
