Cotton Still On
Decline On South
West Markets

Hogs led the upward price
trend last week at most south-
west farm markets with csheep,
wheat, sorghums and eggs in tow,
but prices of cotton, feeds, cat-
tle and most vegetables declined,
according to USDA’s Production
and Marketing Administration.

Last week opened with good
demand and strong prices for
beets, cabbage, carrots and spin-
ach in the lower Rio Grande
Valley, since wet fields curtailed
harvesting. As loadings became
heavier, prices declined. Cabbage
and carrots dropped sharply.
However, beets were still scarce

and high. Broccoli remained firm.
Spinach from the Winter Garden-
Eagle Pass area moved slowly,
in a dull market. Louisiana re-
ported moderate demand and bet-
ter feeling for sweetpotatoes. At
Colorado shipping points, onions
were slightly higher and pota-
toes steady. Texas citrus ship-
ments were rather heavy with
prices about unchanged.

Wheat and sorghums moved a
little higher at southwest mar-
kets last week. Other grains were
steady to weak. Feed prices fol-
lowed uneven trends with bran
down and shorts up. Cottonseed
and soybean meals were lower.
Alfalfa hay moved better under
improved demand, but trading
was slow in other types at pre-
vailing prices.

Fryers were lower, hens about
steady, and eggs somewhat
|stronger at most southwest mar-
kets last week. Current receipt
jeggs ranged from 38 to 42 cents
per dozen.

”"SO YOU DON’'T LIKE TEX-
AS,” by Virginia Spencer in
“Holland’s—a Texas Magazine”:
This is your first trip to Texas,
you have been here a few weeks
and you are more than ready to
g0 home. Texans are all right,
but you just cannot get along
with them. The facts are, they get
into your hair, and you are an-
noyed because you let them.

You have been taught that if
a thing needs to be done, then do
it right now. Texans are a little
different. They reason that if you
wait until tomorrow or next year,
maybe you will not have to do
it. It usually works out that way,
especially if there is someone like
you around all fired up to do it
right now. Which is all right with
Texas. o

A native Texan would rather
sit down and talk it over than
get the job done. He likes to talk,
and after he has told you his
family history, he sits back ex-
pectantly, eager to hear ‘you tell
yours. If you fail to reciprocate,
you are not friendly and, there
fore, queer. After patient prod-
ding if he still gets no results, he
diagnoses your case. You are just
a damn yankee, which means that
you hailed from somewhere north
of Red River. Lots 'of “furriners”
from up nawth are real folks once
you get to know them; but they
are all a little “standoffish” at
first.

To you, the “furriner” from
up nawth (which may mean that
you are from Kentucky or Cali-
fornia) Texans seem nosey. It
isn’t that 'you have anything to
hide, but you wonder why any-
one should be interested in things
which are, strictly, none of their
business.

There is only one way you cun
ruffle the easy going Texan.

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|Veterans May Have

Dental Work Done-

When application for

treatment is made witnin twelve |
months from the date discharge |
from a period of war-time service |
of six months or more, there will
be conceded prima facie evidence
of eligibility, and dental work !
will be done at Government ex-
pense, according to informatian:
from the Veterans Administra-
tion office.

Veterans who have been out
less than twelve months and wheo
need dental treatment should con-
tact the nearest Veterans Ad-
ministration office. They should
bring a copy of their discharge
and at the V. A. office they wiil
sign a request form for dental
treatment: The form is mailed to
the Dental Office of the V. A.
regional office having jurisdiction
of the county in which the vet-
eran resides. Upon receipt of the
application = the Dental office
schedules the veteran for an ap-
pointment to determine the need.
In the case of veterans residing
in the Spur district, an appoint-
ment will be sent with ‘a local
dentist and after the report if
the examination is received, an
authorization is given the Ilocal
dentist to do the work, the V. A.
office stated.

In the case of veterans who
have been discharged one year,
and who make application for
dental treatment, favorable con-
sideration may be given upon
proof by the veteran of service
connection. To cite an example:
While John Doe was in the Army
he had two teeth extracted and
a bridge put in. He has been
cut longer than one year and is
having trouble with the bridge.
It doesn’t fit properly and has
caused one of the supporting
teeth to become loose. John Doe
should go to his nearest V. A. of-
fice 'and file a request for dental
treatment. In his case, although
he has been out longer than a
year, he can prove service con-
nection and the V. A. office will
authorize the work to be done.
A veteran administration con-
tact representative is in Spur ev-
ery second and fourth Wednes-
day afternoon at the Selective
Service office, located on the sec-
ond floor of the Spur Security
Bank building. The representa-
tive is here from 1:30 p. m. to
5:00 p. m.,, at which time infor-
mation and aid will gladly be
furnished to any veteran who has
a problem to discuss, the V. A.
representative pointed out.
