Offers Reward 
For “Flying Disc”

The State Fair t£ Texas has 
posted a reward o f $50,000 for 
the first authentic “ flying disc” 
o f  interplanetary origin to be 
discovered and deliver^  to State 
Fair Park in Dallas in time to be 
placed in exhibit at the fair’s 
gigantic 1950 Mid-Century Ex­
position Oct. 7-22.

“ Inis offer does not mean that 
■we either believe or disbelieve 
in the interplanetary flying disc 
reports,”  said R. L. Thornton, 
president, in announcing the re­
ward, “ but if there is such a 
thing, it is only fitting that it be 
exhibited at the biggest state fair 
in the nation since the State Fair 
o f Texas has always tried to bring 
to its vast audience the first in­
formation of any new and im- 
pqrtant sci^mific development.”

Rules of the offer will be drawn 
up in legal form and filed with 
the Dallas County clerk. In gen­
eral. they are as follows:

Claytor says, and she suggests 
painting them white. It is a good 
safety measure to keep a flash­
light handy for use when climb­
ing such stairways, she adds.

Loose 
scatter rugs should not be used at 
the top or bottom of a stairway. 
Carpeting is desirable for the 
stairs but should be fastened se­
curely On each step and kept in 
good repair to prevent slips and 
falls. Loose boards or nails in 
steps and stairs have caused many 
falls and certainly, she adds, steps 
and stairs are no place to store 
toys, boxes, trash, brooms, mops 
and the many other articles that 
seem to find a place there. Lastly, 
she says take it easy w'hen going 
up or down stairs never carry 
a load so large that you can’t see 
where you are stepping.

Home 
accidents took 30,500 lives in the 
nation last year and falls are 
listed as “ public enemy no. 1” so 
far as the home is concerned for 
they led the home accident list.

L :'aagrco'vis eco­
nomy ^0 bued stairways to
save space, especimly if they are 
frequently used. The treads of 
steps should be deep enough to 
hold the weight of the foot secure­
ly, and the risers just high enough 
:or comfortable stepping. She 
says treads 10 inches deep, with 
a one-inch overhang and with 
risers seven and cne-half inches

high are best, but treads eight 
and one-half inches deep with ri- 
oi.rs nine inches high are also 
satisfactory. If space is a problem, 
1.0 .03 3 it may be better to use 

a pull-down ladder from the at­
tic store room rather than to 
build extremely steep stairs. Do­
n’t forget, she adds, that at lesist 
seven feet of space should be left 
between the stairs and the ceil­
ing.

Stair stc-ps need to be uniform. 
Off-measurement steps break the 
even strido and may cause a fall. 
Spiral staircases are a hazard be­
cause treads are tapered to the 
turn and two straight runs of 
stairs set at right angles with a 
square landing between are saf­
er.

Every stairw-ay should have the 
protection of a handrail, low e- 
nough for children. Steep stair­
ways need handrails on both 
sides. Good clear lighting for 
stairs, dcorsteps and proch steps 
is a nece.ssity. Cellar steps too 
ci::n  arc poorly lighted, Mrs.

CATCHING SNAKES

Texans Are Against Government
Provided Medical Insurance

Austin, Texas, April 15. The 
weight of public opinion in Tex­
as is 5 to 4 against the idea of 
government-provided medical in­
surance.

Adults of below average means 
are inclined to favor medical in­
surance by the government. But 
a large majority of adults of aver­
age and above average standards 
of living turns thumbs down on 
the idea.

This finding by The Texas Poll 
is based on two statewide sur­
veys of comparable cross sections 
of the adult piopulation.

In one survey this question was 
asked:

“ Do you think it is a good idea, 
or not, to have the government* 
take a small part of everybody’s 
wages and guarantee them med­
ical aid when they need it?”

The results show clearly how 
upper and lower income classes 
differ on this issue:

Note that these results parallel 
very closely the division of opin­
ion on the basic idea of compul­
sory insurance, as shown in the 
ether survey (first table above).

President Truman’s health plan, 
which is yet to be acted upon by 
Congress, has stirred up a hornet’s 
nest of opposition from doctors, 
who declare it is “ socialized med­
icine” As a substitute for the gov­
ernment plan, Texas doctors are 
sponsoring a program of their 
own. They have set up a state 
health council with the long-range 
aim of providing, through local 
community efforts, various low- 
cost benefits promised by the Tru­
man plan.

And so it came about that the Court Physician, 
acting under Imperial orders, exacted from each 
family a return of two of these snakes every year;

There upon there ensured a geseral 
stampede among the people of those parts.
However, there was one man whose family had 
lived there for three generations; and from him 
I obtained the following information: “ My grand­
father lost his life in snake-catching. So did my 
father. And during the twelve years that I have 
b e ^  engaged in the same way, death has several 
times come very near to me.”

HEALTH NOTES
AUSTIN, TEXAS, April 20.— 

Has chickenpox come your way? 
If it has, or if it does come your 
way in the future, the first thing 
to do is to call your physician, 
says Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State 
Health Officer.

Chickenpox is a comman com­
municable disease caused by a 
virus. It occurs most frequently 
in the winter and spring among 
children less than 15 years of age.

J The virus is present in the dis­
charges from the mouth and nose 
and from the small blisters which 

1 contain a watery fluid. Chick­
enpox is very contagious and is 

I probably spread by direct contact 
' with the patient.

Chickenpox begins from about 
14 to 21 days exposure, usually 
with feverishness and loss of ap­
petite. Within about 24 hours,
the skin breaks out in small 
raised rose-pink spots which'
change into blisters. The Mis­
ters quickly become crusted with 
scabs which eventually fall off. 
The scabs are not contagious. 
Elach crop completes its course 
from rose-pink spot to crust in 
from two to four days.

Scratching or picking at the 
blisters may cause serious sores 
and disfiguring scars. The doctor J 
will probably suggest a remedy j 
to relieve the itching, which may j 
be severe.

The other date that Texas Fu­
ture Farmers have honored for

schools in the United States.

Each year the National Con­
vention for Future Farmers is 
held in Kansas City, Missouri.
Business of the organization is 
conducted by Future Farmers rep­
resentatives of 47 stateS; Puerto 
Rico, and Hawaii, under the di- 
rectiion of the National FFA of­
ficers.
