Septic Tank Disposal
Is Best ForRural Use

A septic tank and disposal field
is usually recommended as the

best waste disposal system for the
farm home. The septic tank is not
a mysterious object, but merely
a holding tank for the household
waste where decomposition dis-
roses o fthese wastes quickly, eas-
ily and in a sanitary manner.

Sanitation authorities
that aseptic tank should be made
large enough to hold the maxi-
mum amount of sewage discharge
into it in any given 24-hour per-
iod. The minimuwm sized tank
should hold no less than 500 gal-
lons. Tanks that are too small soon
become overloaded with sludge and
raw sewage and this will pass

into the disposal field and clog up!

the system.

Aigrease trap is not considered
necessary for the ordinary house-
hold if the tank has a capaeity of
50 Ogallons or more. The location
of the tank, however, is of primary

agree |

tke tank close to the source of the

sewage because less water tight
iine will be needed. It is not a good
practice to locate a tank too close
to a building for this makes clean-
ing difficult. All septic tanks will
need cleaning during their life of
usefulness so locate it where it
can be reached easily for the clean-
ing job.

The disposal field should con-
sist of two or more tile lines. If
a single line is used, there is a
| greater chance that the field wiil
become water logged and thus
cause trouble. Unless you live in
an area where the soil is very
rorus, it is advisable to provide a
porus bed of gravel or crushed
stone for |the field. The field
should be located a safe distance
1 away from wells and watcr supply
Jines. The minimum distance
should be 100 feet.

Veterans Education
Program Revised

Dickens county veterans who
are interested in the county voca-
tional school program will be con-
corned over the “corrected copy”
ot Veterans Administration regu-
lations dated April 1, 1950

A recent copy of the regulations
concerning the pursuit on or after
July 25, 1951, of courses of educa-
tion or training under the Service-
men's Readjustment Act states in
part: “The law provides that a
course of education or training be
initiated before the termination
of four years after the date of
discharge or by July '25, 1851,
whichever is the later, and that
such education and trainitg cen-
not be afforded beyond July 25,
1956, except for those veterans
who enlisted under the Voluntary
Act of October 6 1948 "

“A veteran may change his
course of education or training
only while in training and then
for reasons satisfactory to the
Administration. Several reasons
suled satisfactory in a change of
course of education or training
are The veteran is not making
satisfactory progress in his pre-
sent course and the failure is not
due to his lack of application to

it The course to which the vet-

eran desires to change is more in
keeping with his aptitude, pre-
vious education, a course
which he desires to change, while
not a part of his current study, is

normal progression from said
course and will enable him to at-
tain his educational or vocational
objective

According to the report, when
a4 veteran completes his eourse
of education or discontinues his
elected course of training, the new
law does not permit the initia~
tion of another course of educa-
tion.
