Co. Agent Reports 
Insect Situation 
In Dickens County

By Chas A. Taylor
Leafworms are appearing in 

large numbers in many fields at 
this time. At present a large por­
tion of these are in the pupa stage 
and the adults w’ill emerge shortly 
and if weather conditions remain 
favorable these adults will de­
posit eggs on the leaves which 
wSdl hatch into leafwa^^ms. It 
takes about two to three weeks to 
complete the cycle.

Poison will not kill the leaf- 
worms in the adult, pupa or egg 
stage. T’herefore it is best to •wait 
until worms are present to apply 
poison. Sprays or dust will con­
trol leafworms if properly ap­
plied. When dusting the presence 
of dew is not necessary and best 
results a rt obtainned early in 
the momin® or late in afternoon 
where wind velocity is three 
miles per hour or less. Sprays 
should be directed on the plant.

Toxephene or Toxephene-DDT 
mixtures or Calcium Arsenate ap­

plied as spray will control leaf- 
worms. Dust consisting of 20% 
Toxephene-40% sulfur, 3% BHC, 
5%-DDT-40% sulfur, and Calcium 

1 Arsenate will get the job done if 
applied properly.

Applying poison when insects 
are in small numbers may destroy 
the beneficial insects as well as 
the harmful ones and set the stage 
for heavy infestations of the de­
trimental insects especially the 
boll worms.

Fields should be watched 
closely for the outbreak of any 
of the harmful insects and as soon 
as they begin to work in suffi­
cient numbers to justify poison­
ing dusts or sprays should be ap­
plied and repeated applications 
made until they are under control.

If the absoulte dictatorship which is now on 
the legislative drafting boards is ever established, 
none of us yes, not even our children or our grand­
children, will live long enough to see freedom of 
speech, freedom of religion, freedom of opportunity 
ar>d all the other freedoms we now enjoy, resedrot 
in the United States.

Heretofore in this country when the killing 
and destruction were over, those who survived took 
up more or less where they left off. They resumed 
the pattern of their lives in the American way. They 
were free to work where and when they wished, 
to worski pas the ypleased, to speak their minds 
on any subject, to meet wit htheir fellow men for 
any peaceful purpose, to be secure in their posses­
sions and to have their day in a free court.

This time, if there is a this time and if tho 
military and defense planners have their way, ALL 
THIS WOULD B7 WIPED OUT IN TEH VER’̂  
BEGINNING; FREEDOM, OPPORTUNITY AND 
JUSTICE WOULD PERISH FROM THE UNITED 
STATES FOR A LONG LONG TIME IF NOT 
FOREVER. This is What we must avoid even though 
we may not at this late date be able to avoid being 
forced into another war.

I understand why, if we get into a full scale 
war, wagse, salaries and prices should be frozen 
immediately and taxes increased. I also understand 
why rationing of civilian goods an dallocations of 
the materials cf production in a total war effort

are both necessary and desirable, all of which can 
be done without changing our government to a 
dictatorship.

I don’t believe, for example, that when you 
chai n.'i man to a machine or a bench or for that 
matter behind the wheel of a truck tha tyouil get 
as much production or service fro mhim as you 
would if he were a free agent. Yet that is exactly 
what conscripting manpower means.

Conscription of wealth means that the govern­
ment takes whatever you have that it wants by 
.simply telling you to turn it over. Due process of
law and just compensation are all the way out the 
window.

Maybe some of you don't like the name 
“dictator” as applied to this country. I don’t 
either. But if the War Powers Act as now drafted 
should be passed by Corigress, it would conscript 
manpower and wealth, and if that wouldn’t set 
the President up as an absoulte dictator, you’ll have 
to tell me what it would do.

It is not necessary, desirable or in any sense 
practical to conscript manpower or wealth. All 
history shows that free men outproduce slaves (a 
conscri pt a slave wh ther you like it or not) 
by a very, vciy wide margin. Also, the American 
people have never failed to over-subscribe every 
war bond offering mad to them and they always 
will as long as they understand the need and are

I' a free people.
The way then to fight an all-out-war, if that 

. becomes necessary, is to increase taxes ,to freeze 
wages, salaries and prices at once and immediately 
put rationing o feivilian goods an allocation of 
materials into effect. Then put on the biggest and 
the best sales campaign the U.nited States has ever 
seen to get everyone in the country to do his or her 
job better and faster than ever before and to 
buy bo.nds as they are offered.

This will get the job done quicker and much 
better than any other method. We’ll retain our 
freedom and come out of it with our Republic intact. 
Whether you realize it or not, our American way 
of life is the greatest blessing ever bestowed on 
mandkind any "place on the face of God’s earth.

W A N T  ADDS GET RESULTS

A study derigned to bijiak 
down barriers between states, as 
concerns management of the 
commercial fisheries, has been 
authorized by the Gulf States 
Marine Fisheries in Mobile, Ala­
bama, on recommendation of the 
executive secretary of the Texas 
Game, Fish and Oyster Commis­
sion.

The next step will be taken at 
a conference called for August 
17 and 18 at New Orleans to be 
sentati\’es of the legal depart- 
attended by biologists an drepre- 
ment of the five interested states 
ind of the Federal Fish and Wild­
life Service. The states are Texas, 
Louisiana, Mississippi, Alabama 
and Florida.

The executive 'secretary said 
the recommendation was based on 
the belief that special reprisal 
state laws aimed at commercial 
fishermen from other states have

worked to the detriment of the 
entire costal fishing industry.

He told the Mobile conference 
that the New Gulf State Marine 
Fisheries Commission, which Jias 
just observed its first anniversary, 
is the logical medium “to break 
down these needless and harm­
ful state barriers.’’ He suggested 
that the study be undertaken from 
“biological management as well 
as from Idgal procedure.”

The Fisheries Commission al­
ready has launched exploratory 
and research projects for the bet-1 
terment of commercial fishing in 
the Gulf states. A noteworthy de-1 
velopment at the Mobile confer- j 
ence was the decision to cancel i 
study of sharks because of the j 
collapse of the market for shark  ̂
liver oil and to concentrate on 
shrimp and other varieties. Onej 
large ocean going ship already 
has begun the coastal studies to 
spot new fishing grounds. An­
other is being rigged up.

June farm cash income in Texas 
■was substantially below seasonal 
expectations, despite a small gain 
over the previous mor(th the 
University of Texas Bureau of 
Business Research reported.

After adjustment for seasonal 
variation the‘ Bureau’s index of 
farm cash income dropped from 
276 in May to 218 in June (1935- 
39—100). The June 1949 index 
stood rjt 341.

Texas farmers received an es­
timated $87,867,000 in June, or 
35 per cent less than in June 1949. 
With the exception of livestodE , 
marketing of all farm products 
was smaller in June than in the 
same month a year ago.

Cattle sales amounted to $21,- 
125,000 in June, the greate^ 
source of larm income to r  five 
consecutive m<»iths. Wheat ac­
counted for $19,356,000 in June, 
reflecting heavier movements. 
Wool sales totaled $12 365,000. All 
of farm products decreased in 
revenue from the previous month.

June income was considerably 
above the May level in EastTex- 
as Timber Plains (120 per cent). 
Western Cross Timbers (93 per 
cent. Black and Grand Prairies 
(63 per cent). Red Bed Plains 
(59 per cent, and Edwdrds 
Plateau (27 per cent).

On the other hand ,May-to- 
June declines in farm income for

7 of the 12 crop-r^)orting dis­
tricts ranged from 4 p ^  cent in 
•the Edwards Plateau to 71 per 
cent in the Lower Rio Grande 
Valley.

Li comparison with June 1949 
figures ,a«Il a\>p^eporting dis 
tricts shared in the general ‘de­
cline in June.

Northern High Plains recorded 
the biggest reduction in farm 
cash income in June from the 
comparative level of last year- 
78 per cent. Red Bed Plains had 
a 51-per cent drop, and income 
fell 42 per cent. Red Bed Plains 
had a 51-per cent drop and fell 
42 per cent in the Black and 
Grand Prairies; 40 per cent in 
the Southern Texas Prairies; and 
38 per cent in the South Texas 
Plains.

For the first half of 1950, farm 
cash income was running 6 per 
cent behind the comparable period 
of 1949, with only four crop-re­
porting districts surpassing their 
year-earlier totals. Southern High 
Plains scored a 33-per-cent in­
crease, and Edwards Plateau 
showed a 15-per-cent rise. Income 
for the first s ix  months Of the 
current year was 7 and 3 per cent 
above a year ago in the Lower 
Rio Grande Valley and the Trans- 
Pecos^ districts, respectively.
