vice draft quota of 20,000 men.

The announcement came Wed-
nesday from Mrs. Ada Lou Joiner,
Jayton, clerk of the tri-county
Selective Service Board 80.

A second call issued for August
15 indicates that 12 men will re-
port on that date for pre-induc-
tion exams, and a third call of
20 to report on August 24 will raise
to 40 the number of men called
from this tri-county area.

The eight men in the first call
were notified of their selection
by mail. They are Martin Ochoa,
John W. Trammell, Charlie Smiley
T. C. Sandlin, Jr., Roy Lee Ball,
Warren B. Cooner, James Pete
Dobbins and Homer Ray Simth,
the last five from Dickens county.
The tri-county board is com-
posed of Dickens, Kent and Stone-
wall counties.

Men reporting for pre-induction
exams are transported to Amarillo,
at government expense, for
physicals. If they pass their physi-
cal examinations, they are given
21 days to prepare for induction
into the admed fqrces of the
United States.

Maj Gen. Lewis B. Hershey,
national director of Selective Ser-
vice has called for 1,005 Texans in
connection with the current 20,-
000 men to be delivered “as soon
as possible and not later than
Sept. 30.” Since this report, the
Texas quota has been raised to
2,513 for the month of September.
“The time is almost past for
men to get things squared with
their draft boards,” states Brig,
Gen. Paul L. Wakefield, state di-
rector of Selective Service. “We
are operating with little time to
get the job done demanded of us,”
he adds, “and if we fail to furnish
the number of men desired from
this state, this failure will be due
the fact that many men, now
classified I-A, have failed to report
marriages and other chaniges in
their circumstances to their local
board.”

Men who fail to report changes
of status and addresses may be
declared delinquent. A deliquent

Crop prospects for this year
throughout the Duck Creek Soil
Conservation District are good,
but prospects for wind erosion

this fall and winter are equally
good.
Wayne Beadle, Cecil Estep,

Oscar McGinty, J. P. Shaw, D. L.
Pace, Virgil Wilson, Fred Haile,
E. C. McGee, Glenn Spradiing,
and John King are some of the
cooperators who kept down wind
erosion on their sandy land last
year by planting cover Ccrops.
Most of these cooperators planted
rye and hairy vetch at the rate
of 25 lbs. of rye and 15 1bs. of
vetch to the acre early in Sep-
tember and October. An applica-
tion of 200 lbs. of super phosphate
per acre at the time of seeding
made a difference in the growth
of their plantings.

District owned drills equipped
with fertilizer attachments were
available to cooperators for the
first time, enabling them to apply
phosphate and drill the seed in
one operation. Where there was a

planting season in the ground the
seed were drilled about 2 or 3
inches deep. Dry plantings were
put 3 to 4 inches deep. Vetch seed
were inoculated with a nitrogen
fixing bacteria so the vetch plant
would be able to add nitrogen to
the soil.

- Cover crops not only provide
protection against wind and water
erosion, but they are also good
soil builders. If legumes are used
the fertility of the soil is increas-
ed and the tilth is improved. Rye
and vetch furnish quite a bit of
grazing and most years a seed crop
can be harvested.

The cost of planting cover crops
last year when phosphate was used
was about$4.00 per acre. Early
plantings have been the most suc-
cessful in this district. If the
crop is seeded in September the
root system has a chance to de-
velop before cold weather. To
insure early planting, cooperators
should make arrangement for
seed,, Phosphate application this
month.

Wheat Harvest Under

West Texas wheat production
this year was the poorest in many
years, according to a recent an-
nouncement in “West Texas To-
day,” official publication of the
West Texas Chamber of Com-
merce.

Lack of water in adequate a-
mounts at the right time and in
the right places accounted for
I part of the loss. Green bugs, entic-
ed to irrigated areas by a pre-
dominance of moisture, accounted
for the balance.

| USDA, the Texas yield this year
will be the lowest since 1936. The
estimated production for the en-
tire state is slightly less than
| 25,000,000, only approximately
one-fourth of the 1949 total of
102,848,000 bushels, and less than

half the average production of
56,350,000 bushels for the previous
10-year period.

Usually faced with a tremendous
task of supplying needed labor,
combines, and trucks all over West
Texas during the wheat harvest
each vear, the Texas Employment
Commission had smooth sailing
this year. The job was easy. In
years past the state agency has
shuffled thousands of combines,
many of them migrating into the
area from Canada to begin the
harvest here in June and tp fol-
low the ripening crop into that
country for a glorious finish in
September. While at the peak of a
record harvest more than 2,000
combines may be imported into
Texas, it is likely this year that
home-owned machines did the job
adequately.

4-H Clubs Offer
Recreational Study

The importance of providing re-
creation for the leisure hours farm
folks have these days has become
one of the major concerns of
thousands of 4-H Club leaders
and members. During the past
thrke years a plan has been
worked out whereby adults and
youth interested in directing re-
creational activities in their club
and communities can take a special
course set up for this purpose.

This training and club partici-
pation has been brought about
through the National 4-H Recrea-
tion and Rural Arts program now
in full swing in Texas. Sponsor of
the program, U. S. Rubber Com-
pany, is providing about $29,000
for leader training clinics, club
and individual awards.

Last year more than 10,200
young people and 6,400 adults at-
tended thése clinics. They receive
instruction in group singing, danc-
ing, i{games, sports, dramatics,
handicrafts and many other acti-
vities.
