The old question about the chal-
lenge to dairymen concerning bet-
ter processes for making canned
whole fresh milk suitable for long |

periods of keeping has not been
satisfactorily answered.

One source mentions at least

three processes as examples of servation of milk that will yield

less successful. Those are by the
