It has been found that trash re-
removed from cotton-by the cleaners
at the gin contains a large number
of insects of various species and that
the pink bollworm will be very likely
to show up in this trash when infest-
ed cotton is ginned. Supplementing
the field scouting, inspectors examine
the gin trash at all gins in territory
being scouted as an added precaution
in checking up on the distribution of
this insect.
