in Spur.
When Spur was fimt founded, only 

three or four wells furnished water 
that was drinkable and the owners of 
such wells furnished many neighboi^ 
with water to drink, the really good 
neighbor furnished soft water so the 
ladies could wash their hair.

In a few yeaqs.^he Spur Inn and a 
few of the b iis in ^  houses had a pipe­
line to Spade tank, but this water was 
muddy and had to be filtered for 
drinking.

Ten years later water in good quan­
tity was located at the confluence of 
the Dockum-IXick Creek Valley, two 
miles north of town. First wells were 
hand dug and quicksand in the alluvial 
sand-gravel formation was a major

Estimatefe have been made that irri­
gation is withdrawing 80 times as 
much water from the Dockum-Duck 
Creek Valley the City wells. TKe 
drilling of irrigation wells has continu­
ed to increase this year. While the rate 
of recharge in the Valleyto are compar­
atively high, it has or will be exceclded 
by the rate of withdrawal by irrigai 
tion.

A few years later tjje gravel- 
pack tecltidque waO &nplo>^ W drill
w’ells to red beds, and wells of greater 
capacity resulted.

Water Supply Threatened
Water from City wells has been ade­

quate in quantity, but rapid develop­
ment of iiTigation in the two valleys 
now threatens to deplete this supply.

Quality of water is below .standard 
of the U. S. Public Health Service in 
total solids by 150 to 420 parts per 
million, sulphate by 68 to 181 ppm, 
and some of the wells show iron above 
the recommended level. All w’ells 
show flourides more than the 1.5 ppm 
recognized as a safe maximum. Some 
wells are 65 'r above the maximum. 
Mottled teeth are common among 
school children and adults raised here. 
Many families with children use bottl­
ed water.

Our w'ater Is expensive in many 
ways. Household appliance dealers in 
Spur say the average life of a water 
heater is three yeai*s and an evaporat­
ive air conditioner two years. Washing 
machines, plumbing —  even .surgical 
and dental instnaments have a very

The premeable formations from 
which the City derives its supply of 
water, and the very flat contour of the 
valley preclude storage of adequate 
amountfc; of water to serve the needs of 
Spur.

The watei'shcd 'rtoHh dnd ea.st is in 
the Croton Breaks area of gypsum 
beds offering no possibilities for a 
source of water. The Salt Fork and 
Double Mountain Fork of the Brazos 
south of Spur are below the level of 
the gyp.sum beds and are therefore not 
possibilities.

White River affords us our only op­
portunity in this area for a surface 
water .supply. And it is quite possible 
that if we do not take advantage of 
the present opportunity of building a 
dam and reservoir we may never have 
the chance again. Other people down 
river on the Brazos have water trouble 
too, and if the water that runs down 
White River is ever assigned to some­
one else our opportunity is gone.

Rosts May fioDowu!
While the cost of underground water 

will continue to sore, .surface water 
will cost less as the years go by. In­
crease in con.sumption and retirement 
of bonds will both low’er the cost of 
water to you. Within a few yea^ 
water from the White River Reservoir 
might po.ssibly cost you lesk than you 
are paying for water today.

fare locating the trail leading back 
to Yannatl purely by accident 
Tired and disguited from over 
eleven hours of walking the three 
of us retired that night confident 
that after only 1 day's navigation 
we were ready for the big one, Mt. 
Matterhorn Kiting 14,000 feet 
above the village of Yanett it pr- 
esenta even the most experienced 
climbers an irreslstablc challenge 
I'pon melting one of the Swiss 
guides on the trail that morning, 
we talked It out among ourselvoa 
and derided to try the climb. We 
had not taken our eyes off the 
peak the entire time we had been 
there and although svo knew llttla 
or nothing about the techniques 
of good araling we knew that 
amaluervt had done it and we 
would toe.

As the custom was see cUmhod 
the mountala troll holf-way n* 
the Matterhoro unaaaiatod by a 
guide and spent the night In a 
ridge hotel before heginaiag the 
difficult climb the following 
meraiag Our climb to the ridge 
was madt oiore hatordotsa by chil- 
iag raioa then blinding sleet and 
snow To a south ptoins hoy a 
mountain climb in blinding sleet 
and snow is not an experience en­
countered during an ordinary day 
R<it as file would have it the had 
weather continued through the 
night and wr woke to find our­
selves msroooed 11,000 up by a 
five Inch snow fall After waiting 
for a time for the snow to melL 
we began the long walk back 
down, unable to make the difficult 
elinih because of the snow. We 
returned to the village ta find 
a warm summer day The vUlig- 
eri knew of the snow storm only 
by word of mouth by those who 
had come down earlier

Despite the fact that we were 
three diasapoinled mountaineers, 
we concluded the snow might 
have been a blessing in disguise 
after we learned that four peopig 
were killed during the peat two 
weeks including an experienced 
guide A total of 03 persons have 
been killed in an attempt to 
climb the Matterhorn since It was 
first summited In 1802

We are at present earoute to 
Stockholm, Sweden where we will 
make preparatioua for our two 
weeks visit behind the Iron Cart 
sin. After nine long moaths at 
currespuadcocc both by aaaU aad 
wire we have receive* our viaM 
inlo the USSR. We wlU apead five 
dgya in Unnengrad aad five days 
in Moscow, the remiador of Ifec 
time enroute between the two 
cities and seeing the Russian co­
untry aide. We are foutuaatc 
enough to be in Moscow for the

last throe daya of the 
Youth Festival where over 
youth win gather to roily tm  
commuaiam.

There will bo no aowapogor o r  
tielea writtoa durla* thio law 
weeks period for safety purpooao 
but you can expogt a "wbammy* 
the first week after we come bock 
out.
