It appears E. C. Clinkscales
picked the right time to retire.

Clinkscales, local rural mail car-
rier for the past 18 years retired
from active duty last Thursday
morning. He had handled Route
One for the past eleven years,
sometime traveling as much as 90
miles a day to deliver mail over
the route.

With two to three inches of rain
recorded for the past few days,
Clinkscales route has become a
quagmire. If you don't believe it
ask Bill Barret who has succeeded
Clinkscales on Route One.

Barret has been traveling 76
miles to cover the route the past
week. Currently he is making the
route in a jeep. Normally Route
One is only 56 miles long.

Barret stuck his regular deliv-
ery car in mud that measured
above the hub caps. In fact, water
was said to be coming into the
car under the door.

Government workers take a lot
of kidding about working short
hours for good pay, but 1 don't
think it would be a good idea to
jostle one after he's been stuck
in the mud all day. Discretion is
the better part of valor.

As long as we are on the sub-
ject of cars, roads, ect., how about
a few words about safe driving

The traffic accident records of
the next two months will decide
whether or not Texans will plun-
ge deeper in the traffic quagmire
of death and destruction.

Frankly, the future isn't bright,
for December has come to be re-
garded as the most deadly month
of the year—from a traffic stand-
poin'—with November close be-
hind.

In 1955, for example, 263 per-
sons died og_Texas streets and
highways during December’'s 31
days, bringing the traffic fatality
toll to 2547 for the year. In 1956,
252 were killed during the same
period—for a record year's total
of 2611

Thus far, more than 2,000 people
have been killed during the cur-
rent vear. The final outcome of
a higher or lower toll depends on
what ‘he individual motorist and
pedestrian does in the next 60
days.

Yes, believe it or not, we more
or less have control of our own
destiny. If we are careless, we
are sure to meet with accidents
in every walk of life. But if we
are careful and keep on the look-
out for hazards, we may easily
steer clear of those things which
cause trouble. It is folly to say
that it is all a matter of luck, be-
cause luck actually doesn't enter
into it at all. The degree of safety
we enjoy will be determined by
our attitudes. A geod safety atti-
tude means being aware of poten-
tially dangerous situations we
must face each day, and learning
1o act in advance so as to prevent
accidents.

Consider, for a moment, this
season of the year and your own
attitudes. We may not have ice
and snow within the next two
months, but we will certainly have
damp, cool and occasional foggy
days and nights. We know that
winter is on the way just as sure-
1y as we know it will be followed
by spring. Too, shorter days cre-
ate special hazards that are in-
herent with darkness on streets
and highways. Therefore, it De-
hooves each driver and pedestrian
to be aware of these unsafe con-
ditions and stay alert to their dan-
gers. Slower speeds are necessary,
autos need to be in expectional
mechanical condition and pedes-
trains must use extra caution
when crossing streets.

It is true there won't be much
vacation travel in the next two
months, but traffic will be heavy
during Thanksgiving and Christ-
mas holidays, and over the foot-
ball weekends. Also, there will be
considerably more driving after
dark. That is, the earlier hours
of the evening will necessitate
more nighttime driving. Records
of the Texas Safely Association
reveal that 14 percent of all rural
fatal traffic accidents occur be
tween 6 and 9§ p. m.

tion Law
Change Released

Homer Garrison, Jr, Direetor
of the Texas Department of Pub-
lic Safety, announced today a
change in motor vehicle inspec-
tion regulations so as to no longer
require the removal of a wheel in
order to inspect the brakes of ve
hicles.

In an effort to prevent accidents
which might occur due to brake
failures, the Department's earlier
regulation had required that the
wheel be removed for the princi
pal purpose of determining the
percentage of thinkness of the re
maining brake lining Inspection
stations found difficulty in mak-
ing these inspections due to the
fact that there was no accurate
way of determining the original
thickness and the declsion in each
case was left to the inspecting
mechanic who had no satisfactory
guide to follow.

The change in regulations
which resulted from action of the
Public Safety Commission, does
not affect the remainder of the
inspection of brakes, which will
still be required to to have the
performance ability required by
statute

Col. Garrison announced that
this change in the regulations was
made in the interest of fairness
to the inspection stations and to
the motoring public.
