1,010,995 Milk Cows
in Texas in 1930,
Census Bureau

Figurés Re-checked for 3 Years
Before Startling Truth An-
nounced by Government

Washington, Nov. 29. — After
more than three years of checking
and re-checking its figures, the
United States Census Bureau is
now ready to report that 1,010,995
cows were milked in Texas in 1930.
These cows produced a total of
412,708,000 gallons of milk, or 408
gallons per cow, during the year,
according to a report today by the
census bureau.

Texas was one of the five states
with more than 1,000,000 milk
cows. The others were: Wisconsin,
1,869,841 cows; Minnesota, 1,455,-
767; Iowa, 1,297,914; and New
York, 1,243,061.

Of the total number of Texas
farms reporting, about 85 per cent,
with 853,458 cows, reported their
ccws were kept mainly for milk
production. Slightly more than five
per cent, with 52,201 cows, reported
theirs were kept mainly for beef
production.

A total of 144,336 cows were on
dairy farms. This type of farm
made up about 14 per cent of the
total number of farms keeping
COWS. :

In the entire United States there
were 21,124,221 cows milked in
1930, with the aggregate milk pro-
duction totalling more than 11,000,-
000 gallons or 523 gallons per cow.

Beware of Common
Cold, Doctor Warns

Health Department Advises Pre-
ventive Treatments

Austin, Dec. 6.—“Beware of the
common cold,” Dr. John W. Brown,
state health officer, in a statement
issued today, cautioned the people
of Texas. “This is the season of the
year when colds are most preval-
ent, and their consequences more
far reaching. The organism causing
the disease is not known, but every
individual is acquainted with its
effects.”

Not a little of the susceptibility
of ecatching colds can be overcome
by a gradual acelimating to lower-
ing temperatures and inclement
weather. This hardening should be-
gin now, arnd consists of regular
exercises—walking is good—to be
continued throughout the winter, in
weather of every kind. Some things
to aveid are wet stockings drying
on one’s feet, over-heavy clothing,
over-heated rooms.

There are two broad principles
to observe in the treatment and
prevention of colds. The first says:
“Let the patient keep to himself,
and keep his oral and nasal dis-
charges to himself.” These include
indiscriminate spitting, kissing and
other forms of contact.

The second principle requires do-
ing away with coddling and over-
protection of the body against the
elements.

“The cold is a common disease,”
the doctor said. “But every cold is
important enough to justify care-
ful attention and treatment for its
immediate cure. Death-dealing
pneumonia and tuberculosis may
begin with colds that did not re-
ceive care and attention.”

Packers Charged in
Relief Purchases
$1,200,000 Profit

Government Thinks They Manipu-
lated Market to Cash in on 2¢
per Pound Price Slump

Washington. — Agriculture de-
partment officials were somewhat
worried recently over whether the
government got stuck on a late
purchase cf hogs i'or rehe{ distri-
bution. g ke

It looked to becxet’uv Wallace
as if packers had ‘made a neat
$1,200,000 on the deal. As a result
he to]d reporters, the department
may change its method of letting
contracts in making purchases for
relief distribution to a system sim-
ilar to a cost plus arrangement.

The relief administrator, Harry

H. Hopkins, recently asked for
29,000,000 pounds of dressed pork.
This involved approximately 300,-
000 live hogs weighing 60,000,000
pounds on the hoof. The contracts

were awarded at $6 per 100 pounds

on live hogs.

Right after the contracts were
awarded, Wallace said, the price of
ilive hogs dropped to $3.90 a hun-
ldred, giving the packers a profit of
two cents a pound or $1,200,000 on
the 60,000,009 pounds of live hogs.

Tax Adds Little to
Cotton Goods Cost

Operating Expense Chief Factor in
Price Advances

-

The processing tax of 4.2 per
cent of the net weight of raw cot-
ton going inta manufactured com-
modities accounts for only a small
percentage of the cost of finished
cotton goods.

Investigations in 10 major cities
throughout the country, made un-
der the direction of Dr. Fred C.
Howe, consumers’ counsel of the
agrition, indicate that clerks in
some retail stores are still explain-
ing price increases on cotton goods
by citing the processing tax as the
only, or at least as an important,
cause.

“That the processing tax is a
negligible factor in the price mark-
ups on cotton goods has been prov-
ed beyond quibble,” says Dr. Hove,
in discussing the question. “Those
who attribute an undue share of
price increases to the tax are badly
informed.”

On a sheet, which usually con-
tains a little less than two pounds
of cotton, the tax amounts to just
8 cents. On ordinary work shirts,
the tax is about 3% cents. The
same  proportion holds for other
cotton goods, depending upon the
weight of raw cotton used in man-
ufacturing.

Other costs than the processing
tax contribute to price increases.
Where operating and other costs
have increased, they are adding to

| the selling price. The processing

tax itself, however, remains a min-
or iactor.
