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Season’s First 
Bale of Cotton 

Ginned Friday
The first bale of cotton for the pres­

ent season was ginned last Friday at 
the Muleshoe gin and was brought to 
town by Wade Ellis of south of town. 
The ginning, bagging and ties were 
furnished free to Mr. Ellis by 
Muleshoe gin, and the Luncheon Club 
gave a premium of $25.00. It is under­
stood that the bale has not been sold 
as yet.

Since the beginning of the season’s 
run last Friday, some 30 or more bales 
of cotton have been ginned here. Cot­
ton is opening up fast and work of 
gathering the crop will be rushed while 
the weather is good.

The gin here has been put in first 
class shape and additional machinery 
for cleaning the staple has been added 
and men of experience are running the 
plant. Farmers state that they are 
well pleased with the work being done.

One fact to be deplored is, the way some people thoughtlessly 
drive over fire hose while they are In use. Acts like this either 
show the ignorance of the driver or worse yet, an insolent dis­
regard for the safety of city property. In either case it would 
be well for such people to inform themselves as to the seriousness 
of driving over a fire hose. Besides hampering the work of the 
erif department, driving over a hose with an automobile or other 
vehicle is very damaging. Fire hose cost money—and plenty of it. 
As we understand the situation, the city has very little money to 
squander and good fire-fighting equipment is very necessary to 
any town. Therefore, every citizen should take It upon himself to 
see that this property Is not destroyed.

Far be It from us to flatter ourselves that we have-any great 
amount of intelligence, nor do we know much about mixing up 
law for the city, but It seems to us, that while our efficient city 
officials are at the business of passing ordinances it would be 
well to Include one to prevent careless people from driving over 
fire hose.

Oil Showing of 
Lehman Well Is 

More Favorable

Increase in Bales 
Indicated By New 

Cotton Estimate
An increase of 90,000 bales was 

shown Tuesday In the Department of 
Agriculture's October cotton produc­
tion forecast as compared with a 
month ago. The Indicated crop was 
placed at 14,915,000 bales by the crop 
reporting board as compared with 14.-
825.000 bales last month and 14,478,000 
bales ginned last year.

Decreases In the indicated crop In 
the Carolinas, Texas and Oklahoma 
were more than offset by Increases In 
the central portion of the belt from 
Georgia to Louisiana and Missouri, the 
board said. In Mississippi and the 
Delta portions of Arkansas and Louis­
iana, the board reported, the crop is 
turning out much better than was ex­
pected a month ago.

“Apparently crop reporters were mis­
led by dry weather during August, 
which did not damage the crop as 
much as was anticipated," the board 
commented. "This is also true in 
Georgia and Alabama.

Development of the crop in Texas 
and Oklahoma has brought to light 
the small size of open bolls, and also 
the small number of young bolls on the 
plants which could benefit from the 
showers that occurred during the first 
week of September.

“In the Carolinas rainfall was exces­
sive particularly during the closing 
days of the month and caused some 
damage to open cotton. Picking has 
developed the fact that rotting of par­
tially mature bolls will be more serious 
in these states and northern Georgia.”

Condition of the crop was reported at
55.0 per cent of normal, as compared 
with 54.4 per cent a year ago and a 10- 
year average of 53.0 per cent. The in­
dicated yield is 153.2 pounds per acre, 
which is 2.5 pounds below the average 
yield for the 10-year period and 
1918-27.

Information received here today 
from Lehman. Cochran county, which 
adjoins Bailey on the south, was to the 
effect that the oil showing in the wild­
cat well there was more favorable 
than ever before. It  is understood that

You have probably heard ol tin
boll weevil, but in case you are so Ig­
norant as to not .know what a boll 
weevil is. I ’ll tell you before I make 
"my speech Just what It Is.

Now, there are several definitions of 
the boll .'weevil, both f\ne and profane, 
besides my own. I  shan't give my own 
definition here but If you care to get 
a copy of it. please come around some 
time when I'm  real sore about* some­
thing (ladies not invitedi and I'll try 
to accomodate you* with a volume.

Webster, in his publication known 
as the dictionary, defines the bon wee­
vil somewhat as follows ( I  leave out 
words not fit for 'publication): "Boll 
Weevil—An animal, bug, fly. Insect or 
something of the kind, with two, four, 
six^ar maybe more legi, the same num­
ber or maybe more wings, a snout, two 
or three propellers, landing gear, fly 
wheel, hacksaw, drill, several eyes, no 
conscience and a number of other 
things, all-enclosed in a fire-proof 
shell, hide, skin or roof, as the case 
demands." Mr. Webster declined 
say anything further about the boll 
weevil for fear the Postoffice Depart­
ment would refuse to accept his 
pamphlet in the mails.

Not being satisfied with the boll 
weevil history given by Mr. Webster, I 
dusted off a volume of Wood's Natural 
History and found that a boll weevil 
had eaten all the pages except those 
containing information about itself.

Prom Mr. Wood's book I  learned 
that the origin of the boll weevil is 
undetermined but that a farmer 
Georgia, who has made an exhaustive 
study of boll weevil history, has ad­
vanced the information that the bug 
was deported from hell back in 1729 
because of conduct unbecoming 
boll weevil. I  have inside information 
that they couldn’t keep fires down 
there on its account.

Mr. Wood defines the boll weevil 
» follows: "A  damned bug. or beetle, 
issed, hated, lambasted, slandered 

abused, mashed, remashed, scorned, 
feared and respected by everybody.^A 
bug or beetle who fears no one, never 
gets hot or cold, wet or dry, neither 
smokes, drinks, cusses, chews gum nor 
gives a dam what folks say so long 

they plant plenty of cotton foi 
him.” I consider that a fairly good 
definition but not strong enough.

Now I sympathize with the boll wee­
vil even though he knows nothing of 
strikes, hatchet murders, suicides, 
gangs, taxes, the Eighteenth Amend­
ment, laws, boarding houses 
pain of being married to a red-headed 
woman. He has my sympathy because 
he knows nothing of the pleasure of 
eating snap beans, chille, okra, 
onions and has never enjoyed a good 
drink of home brew. He knows noth­
ing of the pleasure of standing on a 
windy comer and watching ’em pass 
or the thrill cf a good necking party.

More dirty methods has been resort­
ed to in efforts to destroy - the boll 
weevil than any politician ever em­
ployed in a political campaign, but 
he still hangs on. He Is particularly 
fond of being thrown Into the fire, and 
cna live as well under water as on 
land. He goes north in the winter 
and south in the summer, and seldom 
spends two nights in one state.

Like persimmon sprouts, the only 
way to get rid of the weevil it to move 
off, leave him behind and move some 
place into the midst' of more weevils.

poor weevils could enter in case one 
should ever die.

day any such building or structure is 
in process of erection or. alteration or 
repair, is allowed to stand after com­
pletion. in violation of this Ordinance 
within the restricted limits of the 
town o f' Muleshoe, shall constitute a 
separate and distinct offense.

7. It shall be the duty of the town 
marshal to see that this Ordinance

enforced, and that any and all vio­
lations thereof are promptly reported 
to the Board.

ORDINANCE NO. 7

Block Restricted. Nos. 4, 5, 12, 13 
21, 27, 23, 11.

An Ordinance fixing, determining, 
and regulating Buildings in Muleshoe. 
Texas:

1. No person, firm, of corporation 
shall construct or cause to be con­
structed or placed within the restrict­
ed blocks of the Town of Muleshoe, 
Texas, any building or part of build-

or make or cause to be made, any 
alterations, additions to, or repair on 
any building now standing within the 
restricted limit, without first obtaining 
a written permit from the town board.

2. All applications for permits 
construct, alter, or add to or repair 
any building within the restricted 
limit shall be in writing, signed by the 
owner of the property or his agent, 
ancT such application shall state the 
lot and block upon which such build­
ing is, or is to be located; the purpose 
for which the same Is intended, when 
completed, and shall be accompanied 
with an outline of the specifications 
and plans of such proposed building, 
alteration, or repair.

3. Such application must be filed 
with the Town Clerk at least two 
days before they will be acted on by 
the Town Board, and when granted 
the town Clerk shall, upon receipt of 
*1.00 from applicant, issue the permit 
to him.

4. No person shall construct, or 
cause to be constructed within the re­
stricted limits of the town of Muleshoe, 
any building unless the same shall 
come within the • following require­
ments:

The walls shall not be less than 
nine inches thick for a one story 
building, thirteen Inches thick for 
two story buildings; walls shall 
built In proportion for three story

s American 
Federation of Labor, issued an excel­
lent address on the position and pro­
gress of organized labor, but he inject­
ed ^  sour note in his reference to in­
junctions issued in labor and other 
cases. Few injunctions are issued in 
labor disputes where violence and de­
struction of property is not alleged in 
the petitions for such injunctions. Or­
ganized labor is learning that lasting 
victory is not won by bloodshed* and 
destruction of property, and no doubt 
the time is near at hand when an in­
junction in a labor dispute will be a 
rarity, in fact, while there may remain 
cause for disagreement between em­
ployer and employe, soon such dis­
agreements will be settled in an amic­
able manner without strikes or lock­
outs and both sides will gain, without

loss to the public, which usually is the 
big loser in labor disputes.

The United States Senate is again 
in session, and the fight over tariff re­
vision will soon be in full swing. Sen­
ator "Jim" Watson of Indiana, leader 
of the majority, will meet in combat 
with Senator "Joe” Robinson, of Ark­
ansas. leader of the minority. Which 
will be the victor depends largely 
what the "progressives” do and how 
they finally vote, but in the end each 
will claim victory and the final ver­
dict will be rendered by the people at 
the next annual elections.

To enforce the prohibition laws a 
large force of prohibition enforcement 
officers, Department of Justice agents 
and other officers, assembled in a Mid- 
Western city, arrested the mayor and 
chief of police and nearly a hundred 
keepers of soft drink, places.

Meat Made Tender by
Juice o f’Tropical Trae

The toughest beefsteak tuay be re*. 
Acred as tender and delicious as tbs 
choicest porterhouse If one will carry 
with hiin wherever he dines a bottle of 
papaw tree juice and rub it on his 
meat. The papaw is a peculiar tree of 
northern South America aod other 
tropical regions, where the natives use 
its juice in tills way to Im-rove their 
meat, it also has a number of other 
peculiarities, says a bulletin Issued by 
the Field Museum of Natural History, 
Chicago.

The papnws are definitely divided 
Into two sexes, with distinct character­
istics, whereas in most plants and 
trees each individual is equipped to 
reproduce itself alone, possessing both 
the male and female orguns. Among 
the papaws, o f which there are smre 
twenty-seven species, the mnle and fe­
male flowers are produced on separate 
trees, the mule flowers occurring in 
long scattered incomes, .ml the female 
ones iu short, small bundles.

Another peculiarity of the paphw 1* 
that the Juice ot' the plants contains 
flbrlne, a substance which so far as 
known exists elsewhere only in animat 
flesh. Tills, however, cannot he re­
garded as establishing a link between 
the animal and vegetable kingdoms in 
the chain of evolution, botanists de­
clare.

ORDINANCE NO. 4

Be it ordained by the Board of Com­
missioners of the Town of Muleshoe, 
Texas:

Each and every person who shall 
deal, play, or carry on, or cause to be 
opened, or who shall conduct either 
as owner, proprietor or employee, 
whether for hire or not, any game of 
faro, monte, roulette, poker, draw 
pOker, or any banking game played 
with cards, dice, or other device, raf­
fling. matching or flipping money, or 
betting in any form, operating a punch 
board or slot machine, or playing at 
any game of chance, whether the 
same be played for money, checks, 
credit or anything of representative 
value, shall be guilty of a misdemeanor 
and upon conviction thereof shall be 
punished by a fine of not less than 
$15.00 (Dolans) nor more than $25.00 
(Dollars), or by imprisonment in the 
Town or county Jail of .not less than 
3 days nor more than 10 day’s, or by 
bot.i such fine and imprisonment, in 
the discretion of the Court trying the 
case.

2. Any person who shair suffer or 
permit any of the th ings forbidden or 
made punishable by the foregoing 
section, to de done or carried on in 
any house, room, shop, or building 
whatsoever, or upon any lands or 
other place of which he is owner, or 
possession, of which he is entitled, 
shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and 
upen conviction shall be punished by 
a fine of not less than $10.00 (Dollars) 
nor more than $25.00 (Dollars) or by
imprisonment of not more than___
days. /

3. It shall be the especial duty of the 
town marshal o f , such Tpwn to in­
form against and diligently prosecute 
all persons whom said marshal has 
reason to believe guilty of a violation 
£>f the provisions of this act.

4. Any officer named in the pro­
ceeding section who shall refuse or 
willfully* neglect to inform against arjd 
prosecute offenders against this act 
shall be deemed gui|ty of a mis­
demeanor and on conviction thereof, 
shall be punished by a fine of not less 
than $10 00 (Dollars) nor more than 
$25.00 (Dollars), or by imprisonment 
in the town or county Jail not to ex­
ceed 10 days or by both such fine and 
imprisonment.

5. This Ordinance shall be in effect 
hnjnediately oil and after its publica­
tion.

ORDINANCE No. 5.

it ordained by the Board of Com­
missioners of the Town of Muleshoe, 
Texas:

It  shall be unlawful for any person 
or persons to sell or offer to Sell or 
peddle or dispose of in any way, any­
thing manufactured or any produce 
grown, or any itinerant auctioneer to 
sell or offer for sale anything manufac­
tured, or any produce grown. *

Except where such person or persons 
first procure a liscense from the Town 
Clerk, authorizing such person or per­
sons. to sell, peddle or in any other 
way dispose of anything manufactured 
or produce grown, such license shall be 
signed by the Board of Commissioners. 
Town Clerk and Mayor of said Town 
of Muleshoe. Texas

This Ordinance shall in no wise pro­
hibit any one actually raising said 
produce, such as apples, peaches, 
plums, berries, melons, any and all 
kinds of farm and garden produce, 
chickens, eggs, cream or anything ac­
tually produced by the person or per­
sons. from selling or offering to sell 
the same in the Town of Muleshoe.

Any person or persons, who violate 
any of the provisions of this ordinance 
shall be punished by a fine of not less 
than $5.00 nor more than $25.00 for 
each offense, or by imprisonment in 
the Town or county jail of not less 
than 3 days nor more than 10 days. In 
the discretion of the court trying such 
case.
