CONTROL OF MOLES

The mole is usually blamed for
much injury that it does not cause
directly. It is principally a carniver-
ous animal living mostly on beetles,
earthworms and white grubs.
real destruction of crops comes from
its tunnelling habits, which unearth
the seed and injure the roots. The mole
tunnles are often used by meadow
mice and other small animals and it
is these that cause trouble by eating
seeds and growing plants.

Trapping is the only satisfactory
way of eradicating these little ani-
mals. There are a number of good
traps on the market and instructions
for use can be obtained with them
The tunnels of pocket gophers and
mice are often mistaken for mole
runs.

When trapping for the mole, it is
necessary to determine in which part
of the runs it is working, and set the
trap in that section. A mole is very
persistent in repairing any damage
done to his tunnel and will come
back again and again to close up an
opening. Hence the traps need not be
continually moved to other locations
if the mole is working in the section
where the traps were first placed.
More detailed information regard-
ing the control of moles may be ob-
tained from Farmers’ bulletin No.
1247.
