Millions of people have puzzled and 

still are puzzling over President Copl- 
idge’s twelve-word announcement: “ I 
do not choose to run for the Presidency 
in Nineteen Twenty-eight.”

Many have decided it .means, “ I 
am not seeking the re-election in 1928. 
I do not choose it, but if the people 
nominate me I shall not refuse.”

The President’s meaning to this 
writer seems just the opposite and ab­
solutely clear. Selecting his words, 
admirably, he says, “ I could be re­
elected in 1928 if I chose, but I do not 
choose. I have been elected once. I 
am entitled to a second election. There 
is no third election nor any third term 
question involved. No candidate can 
beat me for the Republican nomina­
tion., No Democrat could beat me at 
the polls, but I  DO NOT CHOOSE TO

RUN.”
Nearly a year ago when a second 

election was mentioned by this writ­
er, the President said, “That is hardly 
a friendly suggestion.”  The Presi­
dent felt that if he carried his load 
until 1929, he would deserve a rest.

He has told that to members of hiS 
cabinet. Secretaries Mellon and Hoov­
er had recently told the writer on sep­
arate occasions that public opinion 
would practically compel the President 
to run for a second election. Presi­
dent Coolidge shut his mouth tighter 
than usual and said nothing, which he 
does with ease.

What if the Republican convention 
should nominate Coolidge on the first 
ballot. His happenings in that case 
might depend upon what came off be­
tween now and next July. President 
Coolidge will not shirk plain duty or 
set his wishes above those of the peo­
ple, but when he said “I do not choose 
to run,”  he said that he did not want 
a seconi nomination and he said it sin­
cerely.

Anti-Thief Assn.
Will Be Organized

County Agent Reynolds is devot­
ing this week to talking up of the 
interest in an Anti-Thief Association. 
There will be a preliminary meeting 
in Spur, Saturday, August 27. Each 
community is expected to select and 
send two or more representatives to 
this meeting who will discuss the plans 
and familiarize themselves with the 
objects of the association. These dele­
gates can be chosen at any community 
meeting, or can consist of persons 
suggested by people of each communi­
ty. The main object is to get the An­
ti-Thief Association to functioning.

These associations have been organ­
ized in many counties in other states 
and have worked fine. It is a tried 
proposition, and there is to be no ex­
perimenting. The main thing is to get 
the farmers organized, get them to co­
operating and get the county officials 
to join with them in stopping all petty 
thieving.

The meeting called for Saturday is 
only a preliminary one, and a gener il 
meeting will be called later. It will 
be well for as many people as possible 
to be present at the first meeting.

Terracing Schools ¡ Christian Church
To Be Conducted in 

Near Future Here
County Agent Fred S. Reynolds has 

been asked to conduct three terracing 
sĉ xools this fall. J. C. Dopson, Ed 
Lasseter and W. S. Smiley hav^ of­
fered their farms to be u^d for these 
demonstrations. The dates have not 
been agreed upon yet, but will be an­
nounced later.

Last year Sam Baxter of Aftorj, 
and O. A. Lefevre of Chandler com­
munity, had terracing demonstrations 
on their farms and tried to take ad­
vantage of what they learned. Mr. 
Reynolds visited these farms this week 
and found that these men ran their 
rows with the terraces. Also, it is 
found that the crops on the terraced 
land are twenty-five per cent better 
than the ones that was not terraced. 
This is accounted for by the terraces 
holding back the run-off water and 
keeping it in the soil. This provides 
more 'moisture for the crops, which 
has induced the increased productixi.

It seems that farmers are beginning 
to study their business a great deal, 
and it will not be long until farmers 
will be raising a great deal more to 
the acre than they are raising now.

To Hold Encampment

Miss Gordon Tells 
Ladies How to Can 

M a n y  F o o d s
(By Daisy Gordon, Co. H. D. A.)
Do you have a supply of all kinds of 

fruits and vegetables? Do you ever 
have an unexpected guest to arrive 
just at meal time? An emergency 
shelf consisting of prepared foods 
ready to heat a bit and serve, will eli­
minate lots of time and worry.

The following are a few suggestions; 
Soup—^vegetables, beef or chicken. 
Stew—Fried Chicken.
Steak—Boiled chicken for salad.
Roast—Tomatoes.
Chili—Okra and Tomatoes.

Com, string beans, squash, peas, 
asparagus, pickles, relishes, pork, beets 
peaches, pears, grapes, berries, cher­
ries, mince meat, jelly.

The simplest method of canning is 
with a pressure cooker— ît saves time.

The cold pack method of canning 
consists of packingthe uncooked food 
in the jars or cans and then cooking 
it in the closed jars and cans with 
the pressure cooker.

Steps to follow in U. S. Cold Pack 
Canning.

Adapted from U. S. Government 
Bulletin No. 839.

After the materials have been clean­
ed and put into the shape in which 
they are to be canned, the canning uro- 
cedure for the most products consists 
of five steps—scalding, or blanching, 
cold dipping, packing, processing or 
sterilizing, and sealing.'

1. Select fresh, ripe, firm fruit or< 
vegetables the day picked or gather­
ed, if possible. By so doing, the can­
ned products will be better and of a 
higher quality.

2. Grade the ripeness, size and qua­
lity. Wash thoroughly and prepare, 
trim, peel, etc.

3. Scald or blanch. Place the pro­
duct to be canned in a cheese cloth 
bag or wire basket, plunge into boil­
ing water and allow it to remain there 
for frodi* one to five minutes, depend­
ing upon the kind of product. Follow 
the time-table for blanching and .for 
scalding.

In the case of greens, the blanching 
is accomplished most satisfactory on­
ly in steam, as the mineral salts, val­
uable food, are retained. Such pro­
ducts may be put into a colander, set 
over ,a vessel of boiling water and cov­
ered as tightly as possible. All vege­
tables are blanched, but fruits and 
soft berries are not.

4. Cold Dip. As soon as the pro­
duct is removed from the boiling water 
or steam, it should be dipped into 
cold, clean water, and immediately re­
moved and drained for a few minutes.

5. Pack immediately into glass jars 
or sanitary cans that have already 
been made ready. Cans or jars do not 
need to be full to keep, but in general 
it is advisable to pack full. Add one 
level teaspoon of salt to each quart of 
vegetables and fill with boiling water. 
Add syrup to fruits.

6. Sealing jars. Use scalded, new 
rubbers with glass top jars. Put the 
cover in place and wire over top, leav­
ing clamp up. With screw top jars, 
screw cover down tight, then loosen a 
quarter of a turn. With vacuum seal 
jars, put cover on and spring in place. 
Close the tin cans completely. Mark 
tin cans with pencil before packing in 
cooker to avoid mistakes.

7. Set cans or jars on rack in bot­
tom of cooker. Put in water up to the 
rack; close the cooker and when steam 
pressure begins, open the pet cock to 
release air until steam begins to es­
cape. Then close it. Begin counting 
time when thè pressure reaches the 
point required by timé table. Then 
eithe rturn doWn the flame or set 
the cooker to tho back of the stove. In 
either case ,keep¡ the pressure as near

A. & M. SHORT COURSE
IS RECOGNIZED AS ONE OF 

BEST IN ITS H I S T O R Y
JUNIOR B. Y. P. U. ENJOY PICNIC

(By T. C. RICHARDSON in Farm & 
Ranch)

A total attendance of approximate­
ly 4,000 set a new mark at the eight­
eenth annual Farmers Short Course 
at Texas A. & M. College during the 
week of July 25-30. This, in the face 
of last fall’s cotton deflation and the 
fear of farmer distress, is a remark­
able showing. It indicates one of two 
things, or perhaps both—that more 
farmers have the money to attend the 
Short Course or that they are wider 
awake to the value of these annual, 
feasts of information and inspiration, 
than ever before.

The program was replete with in­
formation in every field pertaining to 
agricultural development, from the 
seeds and soil which produce the crop 
to the consumer’s table, thousands of 
miles away. Siting in at lectures, 
watching demonstrations or assisting 
to give them, were every age from the 
youngest 4- Hclub member to gray­
haired grandfathers and grand-moth­
ers. ' There was the barefoot boy in 
overalls and the men and women whose 
dress was equal to those of the white 
collared scientists who delivered the 
lectures—all sitting toge]ther ih a 

great democracy of mutual interest in 
the things that make for a better ru­
ral file.

Several significant changes appear­
ed in this year’s program. There was 
a special cotton program, which ran 
through an entire day, water conser­
vation and utilization was given a full 
day and the bankers’ conference had 
full programs for two days. Without 
limiting the wide variety of the cours­
es of study, inspections, contests, and 
demonstrations, the policy of concen­
trating on a given subject during one 
day encouraged the attendance of the 
ones whose greatest interest was in 
that subject. Another innovation was 
the use of county agents as subject- 
matter lecturers, thus utilizing the 
special experience of outstanding men 
in certain fields.

The beekeepers, like their winged 
proteges, set an example of persistent 
industry by running full schedults for 
two days  ̂ while the county superin­
tendents filled the entire five days 
with the discussions of the problem 
of rural education. The agricultural 
writers had no set program, but be­
tween attending other sectional meet­
ings, managed to thresh out some of 
their problems.

Dairying also had a full-time pro­
gram, with Hugh Van Pelt and J. H. 
McLain, dairymen of national reputa­
tion, giving the principal addresses, 
besides the work of several of our own 
recognized dairy authorities who con­
tributed their usual share. The Texas 
Jersey Cattle Club participated in the 
program, and Carl Whipprecht, of Bry 
an, entertained the dairy crowd with 
a barbecue and watermelon feast on 
Tuesdy fternoon.

The common expression—and it
came from farmers, merchants, bank­
ers and professional men—was to the 
effect that “ I never knew before how 
much I was missing by failing to at­
tend the Short Course. I am coaming 
back and brin gothers with me.” The 
inspiration gained by association with 
others of the most aggressive peo­
ple from every section of the state is 
sufficient to enthuse the most indif-

plowing, as the plow moves through 
the earth, by means of an electrical 
current. The process was explained 
and an apparatus for recording the 
resistance of the soil to the plow ex­
hibited at the r̂ecent International 
Congress of Soil Science held in Wash­
ington from June 13-22.

The plow passes more readily thru 
a ‘moist soil. Moisture, as is well 
kno'wn, acts as a conductor of electric­
ity, , affecting a circuit between the 
positive and negative poles of a charge 
and producing a condensation of mois­
ture on the negative pole.

Slightly moist soil will alsi con­
duct electricity. Thus by attaching to 
the ordinary plow a small generator 
and by the use of a metallic electrode 
in the form of a cutting coulter, rig­
idly suspended a short distance in the 
front of the plowshare, an electric cur­
rent may be brought about between 
this coulter and the steel plowshare, 
which is made the negative pole and 
receives the film of moisture. This 
acts as a lubricant to reduce the fric­
tion between the blade of the plow­
share and the soil, and makes the soil 
slide over the moldboard of the plow 
more easily.

NOVELIST SAYS HE HAS SINNED

Howard Vincent O’Brien Pays Tribute 
To Rotary

Howard Vincent O’Brien, the nove­
list, has had a change of heart and 
admits he has been unfair in his esti­
mate of the Rotary movement. Mr. 
O’Brien says, in the August issue of 
the Rotarían, that he had always been 
under the impression that one belong­
ed to Rotary ” in order to sell things 
to other Rotarians.” As a serious 
movement it seemed to him somewhei’e 
between the Ku Klux Klan and a high 
school “ frat,” its basic go-getting 

purpose covered with a pious camou­
flage of language.

When he went to Ostend to observe 
the International Convention of Ro­
tary, he consoled himself with the 
thought of the amusement he would 
have watching the “ 7,000 Rotarians 
rotate.”

“As the days passed,” Mr. O’Brien 
says in his estimate o fthe conven­
tion, ‘I realized I was witnessing one 
of the most remarkable of phenomena, 
'men thinking as men, not as Amer­
icans, nor Britons, nor Frenchmen. 
These Rotarians had gotten a perspec­
tive. They measured accurately the 
trivial differences which set apart

the men of one nation from the ones of 
another. And without rhetoric or cant 
they were expressing the same strange 
conviction that if ‘Ser'vice Above Self’ 
could be made a living conception for 
the individuals, it could be made the 
living conception for groups of li’ving 
peoples—for nations.

“ In this great Kursaal of Ostend, 
which eight years before had echoed 
with the clang of rifle butts and hob­
nail field boots, there was not merely 
an atmosphere of hope, there was an 
atmosphere of confidence. There was 
a serene faith that ‘understanding, 
good-will and international peace, were 
definitely possible.’

Nor was it a gathering of emotion­
alists and doctrinairies, making faces 
at the lightning. It was a gathering 
of eminently practical men who had 
found a cure for some of the ills of 
community living who had found some­
thing which had made their personal 
lives richer and fuller and happier,

turning their eyes to a wider horizon.
“ From the King of the Belgiums to 

the editor of a French socialist news­
paper (who felt that Rotary, con- 

jisciously or otherwise, was the bour­
geois solution of the profit systcim, and 
in its way, as revolutionary as Carl 
Marks!) there was at the convention 
a fair cross-section of intelligent Eu­
ropean opinion, hopeful, indeed, that 
from one end of the scale to the other, 
they were ready not merely to accept 
Rotary, but to acclaim it.”

Mr. O’Brien goes on to say that 
Europeans may be skeptical of the ul­
timate good of Rotary hut they ar« 
none the less hopeful. He believe« 

J that Europeans do not believe they 
can be convinced but want to be and 
respond with eagerness to the call of 
Rotary as it is to them a practically 
new conception combining economic 
.soundness with philosophical beauties, 
at once appealing and workable.

T H E A T R E
PROGRAM

A decision rendered recently by 
three Federal judges at a conference, 
at Los Angeles, Calif., upholds the 
Government of the United States in 
its right to take any necessary steps 
to protect all growth on government 
lands by any method within its dis­
cretion. This decision is the climax to 
a controversy lasting for three years 
between Forest Service Officials and 
the State of Arizona with respect to 
depredations of deer herds in the Kai- 
bab National Forest. The condition of 
the deer in this forest has been inves­
tigated by the Biological Survey in 
cooperation with the Forest Service. 
The cause of the controversey was the 
plan of Federal officials to arrange 
for the killing of deer within the for­
est in large numbers and at seasons 
and under conditions not in conformity 
with the laws of Arizona, in order to 
check the damage of the increasing of 
the herds to forest growth and to lim­
it their numbers to the forage avail­
able. The present decision affirms the 
right of the Federal Government to 
make its own rules within the forest. 
Hunters are not licensed, however, to 
transport deer killed in the Kaibab 
Forest to places outside in violation 
of the State game laws.

constant at one point as possible. This 
-will prevent' the loss of liquids.

8. Allow the cooker to cool until 
the steam gauge registers zero be­
fore opening the petcock. If the pet- 
cock is opened before the gauge regis- 
-ters zero, the juices are drawn from 
'the jars. If using tin cans, the pet- 
cock may be opened wide and the pres­
sure alio we dto run down rapidly. This 
¡ can be done because the can is sealed 
completely and there will be no loss of 
l̂iquids.

9. As soon as cooker is opened re-' 
.'move jars and finish sealing; that is, 
either put down damp of glass jars 
•or completely screw down top of the 
jars. Invert to cool and test for leak- 
;age. Vacuum seal jars should not be 
inverted. Wipe tin cans dry.

10. Storing; Glass jars should be 
labeled. Wrapped in paper to keep 

.out light aiid prevent bleaching or 
fading, and stored. Tin cans should 
be labeled'and stored. Store in cool, 

.dry place.
Canned Fried Spring Chicken.

Clean and prepare frying chicken. 
Brown^on both sides in bottom of the 
cooker, using plenty of fat. After 

! chicken is browned, place cover on the 
cooker and cook for five minutes at 
fifteen pounds pressure. Pack chick­
ens into jars and pour in some of the 
liquid from the frying into each jar. 
The . jar does not need to be full. Ad­
just rubbers and tops, place jars on the 
rack with 2 cups of water in bottom 

• of the cooker and process for fifty 
.minutes at lb pounds pressure. Allow 
•the pressure to .drop back to izero be­
fore opening the petcock. Remove 
jars, tighten tops and store in a cool 
dry place.

Old poultry may be cooked in pres­
sure until tender, which requires about

40 minutes at 15 pounds pressure. Re­
move from bones and pack in jars— 
use some of the stock that the chick­
en was cooked in. Process 40 min­
utes at 10 pounds pressure— f̂ollow the 
same steps as for fried chicken.
