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Spur’s Big Day--September 19
Spur Schools

Opened Monday
The city schools of Spur opened 

Monday with a very enthusiastic at­
tendance on the part of both the stu­
dents and patrons. The school board 
had charge of the opening exercises 
which were very interesting and en­
tertaining. W. B. Lee, vice-president 
of the Spur National Bank and a 
member of the school board, presid­
ed over the meeting. The band was 
present and favored the occasion with 
many fine selections.

Rev. A. G. Abbott, pastor of the 
First Christian church, conducted the 
devotional exercises. After reading 
a,chapter in the Bible he made some 
comments and asked the congregation 
to stand while prayer was offei’ed.

Chalk Brown was introduced and 
made a very fine talk in behalf «.f 
the school board and the duties in­
volved upon them. Mr. Brown stated 
that it was everybody’s business to 
see that nothing was said or done 
that would in any way retard the 
progress of the school.

Messrs. Ivey, Schell, F. G. Collier 
and Bill Brown favored the people 
with a very fine quartette. Geo. S. 
Link, president of the Rotary Club, 
was introduced and spoke of tbe in­
terest the Rotarians have in the 
school. Mr. Link stated that every 
Rotarían in Spur was behind the 
school and would lend every encour­
agement to make this the best school 
year in our city.

R. N. Cluck, the new superintend­
ent, was then introduced to the peo­
ple. Many of those present had nev­
er met the new superintendent. He 
made a short outline of what he 
wanted to be accomplished this year. 
In his remarks, he said, “People, you 
have had some wonderful schools in 
Spur. The records are here and they 
show for themselves. We hope to be 
able to hold up the standard that has j 
already been begun, to improve i t ' 
if possible, and have another great 
school in Spur.” Mr. Cluck com­
plimented the work of former Sup­
erintendent Watson and stated that it 
should be the pleasure of everyone 
to see the good work which he start­
ed continue. " \

Mr. Cluck again asked that the 
people stand while a special prayer 
was offered in behalf of the school. 
Rev. I. A. Smith was asked to lead 
the prayer. Mr. Cluck then introduc­
ed the teachers, who, with the ex­
ception of three or four, had taught 
in our schools last year. Announce­
ments for the day were made and the 
students then marched to their differ- 
ênt departments for organization and 
lesson assignment.

Miss Susan Bryan, Mathematics.
Mrs. A. C. Hull, Spanish.
J. B. Teague, Science.
All teachers in the high school have 

one or more university degrees.
Spur schools have fifteen units of 

affiliation now and plans have been 
made to secure several more units in 
this year. Subjects now affiliated are 
Mathematics, consisting of algebra,
2, plane geometry 1, solid geometry 
1-2, advanced arithmetic 1-2, history
3, consisting of ancient history 1, me­
diaeval history 1, American history 1, 
civics, 1, english 3, Spanish 2, science 
2.

The Grammar School has an ex­
cellent faculty this year. All the 
teachers have had two or more years 
of college training and many of them 
'•ave university degrees.

Sunday while coming into Spuii on 
the north road, G. C. Collum intersec­
ted a truck which caused a great deal 
of damage to both his car and the 
truck. The truck was driven by a 
Mr. Burkhalter, of Throckmorton, 
who was delivering a fine registered 
bull to a party in Canyon.

The truck lost a fore wheel and 
some other damages was done. Mr. 
Collum’s car had a wheel smashed, a 
side bent in, an axle bent, two broken 
springs and a bent frame.

Mr. Collum had two ribs broken, 
one side bruised and received several 
cuts and and bruises about his head.

The accident occurred near a cor­
ner at Moore's Filling Station. In re­
lating the accident, Mr. Collum said: 
“ I was just coming into town and 
was passing a Ford car on the grade 
just north of the corner. I looked tc 
see if another car was coming around 
the corner, but failed to see any. 
There are two sign boards at the cor­
ner which obstructed my view. Just 
as I was turning back to my side jof 
the road after passing the Ford, ihe 
truck turned the corner and was with­
in ten feet of me before either of us 
saw the other. The Ford had me on 
one side and the truck on the other, 
as the speed of my car was greatly 
diminished. We hit going at about 
fifteen miles an hour which created a 
great deal of momentum. I was on the 
wrong side of the road and paid the 
damage, which amounted to about 
$175.00.” Mr. Collum laughed about 
the accident and said Mr. Burkhal­
ter was very nice about it. However, 
he said, “ I feel that those two signs 
should be removed at once and prevent 
any other accidents.”

A decision was rendered by the 
Highway Commission about a year 
ago making it a fine to place signs 
on the highway right-of-way, or to 
place them where they obstructed the 
view on the highway. They claimed 
that signs along the road attracted 
people’s attention and caused many 
drivers not to watch the road ahead of 
them, which many times causes acci­
dents.

Attorney William Lee Clary, of Pa­
ducah is selecting Spur as the field 
for his profession.

He is a graduate of Emory Univer­
sity Law school at Atlanta, Georgia, 
receiving his LLB degree. This is a 
Methodist university, conforming to 
Mr. Clary’s church affiliation, and is 
one of the oldest and most noted uni­
versities in the South. Graduates of 
this university have filled seats in con­
gress and have served on the bench of 
the highest courts of our country.

Historically Famous Bill Nye Had a 
Hard Time Quitting Pozish.

Ever hear how Bill Nye was discov­
ered to be a humorist? In 1881 Bill 
was a briefless lawyer dabbling in 
country newspaper work at Laramie, 
Wyo., says an article in a recent tis­
sue of the Columbia, Mo., Herald- 
Statesman. The thing which drew him 
out of his obscurity and eventually 
made him a famous humorist with a 
good-sized fortune, was the letter in 
which he resigned his place as United 
States commissioner. That letter, 
W'hich was reprinted everywhere, was 
what marked the advent of a new 
comic writer and the turn of the tide 
in the affairs of Edgar Wilson Nye. 
Here is the famous epistle:

To the Department of Justice, 
Washington, D. C.— Several months 
ago I resigned as United States com­
missioner of this judicial district. The 
government did not accept my resig- 
niation, thus tacitly asserting that 
there was no one who was considered 
co»mpetent to take my placé in holding 
up this comer of the national fabric.

I now once more resign. I do not 
do so because I am displeased with 
the government or because I am dis­
pleased with public life. There is no 
reason why the government and my­
self should ïiot continue to be friends, 
but under the new regime for United 
States commissioners of district 
courts, I am compelled to retire from 
the official capacity which I have so 
long filled with so much skill and 
credit, both to myself and the United 
States.

The Department of Justice now re­
quires me to furnish a detailed state­
ment each month of all the business 
done by the commissioner with his of­
ficial certificate attached. I am al­
so required to keep a large volume in 
>my office as a record of the United 
States cases examined by me. I am to 
do this at my own expense that the 
honor and the moral tone of the nation 
may remain unsmirched.

All these requirements, I could of 
course, comply with, but I am cursed 
with the horrible apprehension that 
in the future I shall be required to do 
more of this till the expense will be 
more than I can meet. I could, of 
course, get little chores to do around 
town, enough for the necessary funds 
to buy the records, etc., but before 
another year the government may re­
quire ine to buy a marble-top center 
table, and two or three paintings by 
the old masters, in order to give tiie 
proper amount of terror to the United 
States criminals. This would compel 
me to go without a new overcoat and 
underclothes, of which I am badly in 
need. I had hoped with the financial 
prosperity of the past year there 
would be one case, at least, for exam­
ination, for which I could realize $6 
or $7, and which would ease this 
branch of the Department of Justice 
temporarily, but I have been disap­
pointed all the way through. I could 
squeeze along without the overcoat in 
order to get the required record this 
winter, but the underclothes I feel as 
I ought to have.

I might die suddenly while on the 
bench, and it would sound harshly if 
the telegraphic dispatch were to state 
that when the post mortem was held,

the jury found a verdict that a 
United States commissioner had died 
from exposure and a temporary stag­
nation of underclothes.

Our winters here are very severe, 
and if the Department of Justice 
should some day require me, in my of­
ficial capacity, to buy an upright pi­
ano and keep it on file, I would have 
to clothe myself in my unswerving in­
tegrity and a pair of gold rimmed eye 
glasses. /

There is no question about the air 
of cheerfulness that a piano would 
give to my office, especially if some 
lady were to be tried on some charge 
or another, for she could bang an over­
ture out of the instrument while wait­
ing for the United States attorney to 
come, and it would help him to kill 
time, but the court would either have 
to lock himself in an adjoining closet 
till the defendant had gone or ask her 
to loan him her shawl during the big 
trial.

You will see from these suggestions 
whither we are drifting.

Complete Inventory Submitted.
I will now turn the office over to 

the department. It «ansists of one 
pine box with some specimens of sec­
ond-hand chewing tobacco preserved in 
sawdust and a bald-headed feather

duster. The department will please 
send a receipt to me for Ifcese ar­
chives as I desire to have everything 
done correctly and with the usual a- 
mount of precision and delay.

The United States, in my resigna­
tion, suffers a loss which it can ill af­
ford, and the national superstructure 
becomes almost a tottering wreck. The 
proper man may be raised up for this 
crisis, but it is not at all probable.

Doctor Tanner would be a good man. 
I simply throw him out as a sugges­
tion.

Still, be would need elothes. I 
hadn’t thought of that.

It is very seldom that you will find 
a man with the happy union of quali­
fications necessary for this office. You 
may secure a nian who can live in the 
delightful climate and what cold food 
he may secure among the neighbors, 
but he is liable to have an ungovern­
able appetite for clothes; while on the 
other hand, you may find a inan who 
is the exact vice versa, or whatever 
you may call it, of the other man.

I find that I can starve to death 
just as successfully in journalism as 
I can in my official capacity, and I 
hope the government will not feel hurt 
over my course.

Handling the amount of money that 
I have, being a United States commis­
sioner, has been a terrible strain on 
me, and I resign before it is too late.

I resign while I have the manhood 
still left to overmaster my fiendish 
desire to embezzle the coal hod or the 
front door of the office.

Hoping that no further explanation 
will be necessary, I will subscribe my­
self.

The cattle were a sorry and mongrel 
lot, bringing from $4.25 to $7.50 per 
cwt. 68 hogs sold for $11.50 per cwt. 
The top was $11.65 that day. 4 
BOWS brought $10.00 per cwt.

The 40-foot car cost $8*4.46, being 
39 l-2c per cwt. of livestock. Other 
expenses, including yardage, feed and 
commission, amounted to 21c per cwt. 
The total cost was 6b l-2c per cwt. of 
livestock.

Shrinkage on the hops was from 
5 to 10 pounds per hog. One fact 
worth noticing is that the big hogs 
brought as much per pound as the 
little hogs. It wil pay the hog man 
to bring them to 250 to 300 pounds be­
fore selling them.

ARCTIC TRIP
The eight Chicago sea scouts as 

deck crew of John Borden’s famous 
auxiliary schooner the “ Northern 
Light,” sailed on the Borden-Field 
Museum Expedition to Bering Sea, 
are having a glorious experience ac­
cording to the letters received at 
the National Office of the Boy Scouts 
of America in New York. Already 
the expedition has obtained specimens 
of Arctic fauna, including the Ko­
diak bear and walrus. In a letter to 
Thomas J. Keene, National Sea Scout 
Director, Boy Scouts of America, 
Steve Ram, one of the sea scouts tells 
something of their experience in the 
Arctic.

The boat, after a trip through the 
scenic inside passage. Stopped at Ket­
chikan, then at Juneau and thence af­
ter a trip across the Gulf of Alaska, 
through seas boisterous and rough, 
sailed on to Canoe Bay in the Shumi- 
gan Islands.

Some Hard Weather,
“ The stay in Canoe Bay covered a 

month in which we got some pretty 
bad weather, the velocity of the wind 
in some instances being eighty miles 
an hour. The object of the month's 
stay was bear hunting, of which we 
killed about 28,” reads Ram’s letter.

Stops for fishing and bird hunt­
ing followed. At East Anchor Cove 
a school of killer whales was sighted, 

ut, while a whaler boat was lower- 
1 the party was not successful, “and 

.re did not fasten.”  The Sea Scouts 
played baseball with the crew of the 
cutter “ Haida” at the Arctic Naval 
Báse, on Unimak Island, Dutch Har­
bor. They lost but were happy in the 
winning of a wrestling match with 
the Haidas champion. Too rough a 
sea prevented a landing at the active 
volcano island of Bogoslof Island. At 
Harbor Cove, St. Paul’s Island, in the 
Pribolofs, the radio station were op­
ponents of the Sea Scouts in anoth­
er baseball game. Independence Day 
was spent watching the seals on the

Pribolof rocks.
Answer S. O. S.

“ Next day we arrived in Siberia,” 
the narrative goes forward. “ Natives 
not allowed to trade. However, we 
made them presents of tobacco, sug­
ar and tea.

Walrus for Museum.
“ On the 16th some Walrus were 

killed, among them was a very large 
one, which the Field Museum will 
get. At niight while in the ice, the 
ships just drift along, with the sun 
up all the time. We are trying to 
get to Wrangell Island or Herald Is­
land, but the ice is so thick that we 
only get in sight of the latter.
