Painless Child Birth
‘Assured by Science

A new method of painless child
birth, said to be free of the dangers
of administrations of ether or twi-
light sleep, which caused a sensation
several years ago, has been developed
at the Lying-in Hospital here. With-
out publicity or formal announce-
ment, the method has been practiced
at the hospital for months, it is an-
nounced, and more than 150,000 New
York babies have been born by it.

Known as the “analgesia method,”
it was developed by Dr. Asa A.

avis, in charge of the medical de-
partment of Lying-in Hospital, and
Dr. William Gwathmey, a 'member of
his staff. - .

“Analgesia © method,” physicians
said, means elimination of the pain,
with the elimination of the conscious-
ness. The treatment was described
as an injection of ether, olive oil and
quinine, the mixture being absorbed
slowly through: the membranes of the
intestines.

Dr. Gwathmey said it had been suc-
cessful in 90 per cefit of cases. Dis-
covery became known when Dr. o-
seph Safchiek of Brooklyn enthus-
iastically announced he was the fath-
er of a son born to his wife Friday
by the new method. Dr. Safchiek had
made a study of the method and per-
suaded Mrs, Safchiek to try it. The
child was born in the Shore Road
Hospital in Brooklyn, and the mother
was reported to have said she felt
no pain whatsoever. - A

Horrible discord, and the madding

Even during what Richard III ealls
“this weak piping time of peace,”
when “grim-visaged war hath smooth-
ed his wrinkled front,” there are those
who seem loath to allow peace to fold
her wings and dwell among us. They
are not warriors, far from it, ofr they
likely would be among the last to
volunteer their services for deadly
conflict.

These enemies of peace in times of
peace, these disrupters of quietude,
these destroyers of serenity and con-
cord, have no ambition to risk thewr
precious lives in a war wherein men
seek to kill each other. Their ob-
ject in life seems to be to make both
night and day hideous with loud,
unnecessary and sleep and peace-
destroying noises. Just how these
noise-makers themselves endure with
equanimity, even with apparent
pleasure, the bedlam they create is
more than reason and good sense can
discover.

They may be described in Mac-
beth’s words, “Full of sound and fury,
signifying nothing.” Again he says
“Methought I heard a voice cry ‘Sleep

no more!
Macbeth does murder sleep.” ”

Surely those who are members,
wittingly or unwittingly, of the “Un-
necessary Noise-Makers’ Association”
murder sleep. And they all but mur-
der those who would have sleep and
who need it that it may “knit up the
ravell’d sleeves of care,” and rebuild
tissue and repoise nerve, that they
may on the morrow pursue their
vocations with opened eyes and quick-
ened mind, alert and vigorous.

Worse than this, tragic and terrible
as it is, these unthinking and uncar-
ing makers of useless =and terrible
noises also may be guilty unwittingly
of literal murder. In cases of very
serious illness, when the patients are
much in need of refreshment and
strength that sleep alone can give, is
it not likely that being intermittent-
ly awakened and nerve-shocked by
these awful terrors of the night they
in some cases succumb to their ail-
‘ments when otherwise they would re-
cover?

Without much doubt there . are
those over whose bones might be
raised a stone bearing the inscription,
“Murdered by makers of uels ess
noises!”

And then there may be those who
are destined for the realm of eternal
woe because the anger induced by
being awakened at all hours of the
night caused them to “take the name
of the Lord in vain,” at the same time
mentally and orally consigning the
noise-maker to that place of torment
where he may meet him, wheer they
will have a chance to quarrel about it

. throughout eternity. Surey, however,
the swearer should be entitled to
much more of consideration than the
noise fiend who caused his rage and
ruin. ®

One can but wonder 1if he who
dashes through the streets of a city
at all times of day and night, with
the cut-out of his motoreycle or auto-
mobile open, even thinks of the dis-
comfort of others, the cndemnation
of himself, the pain and sorrow he
may be causing—in fact, is sure to
be causing, to greater or less degree.
Especially on calm, warm nights when
when windows are open and it is dif-
ficult to sleep because of the heat, it
can be safely asserted that one noisy
“pop-pop” machine, tearing through
through miles of streets at all hours
of the night, awakens probably ten
thousand people. Theh making of
such noise at such times is a crime,
and the ordinances of Texas towns
should forbid such orgies of din and
bedlam. :

Surely Morpheus, nor any other
self-respecting little god, would ever
think of making his home in a place
where such conditions reign day and
night. !

We are told that the ancients, and
ple in this day and time, undertook
to drive demons out of their communi-

ties, and even their bodies, by mak-
ing loud noises. Judging from noises
city dwellers hear these days and
nights it is small wonder that demons,
not to speak of decent human beings
flee from these enemies of comfort,
serenity and sweet content.

The noise-maker is utterly obli-
vious of the fact that he more than
likely is making it impossible for
tired little mothers who have been
trying for hours to get their sick
babies to sleep are thwarted in their
efforts by the noise he is making.
Such a condition may result in much
more serious consequences than he
dreams of.

Many visitors to Spur, which is up
to date in noises as well as in better
things, have been heard to remark
that Spur was not only the City of
the Hour, but also a city of noise,
as most other cities are. To the
ordinarily observant citizen two-
thirds the noise made by locomotive
whistles, automobile horns, motor-
cycle and truck cut-outs and joy
riders could be eliminated without
adding to the danger of depestrians
but very greatly adding to the peacs,
quietude, serenity and comfort of our
citizens.

No one complains of necessary
noises, but every one should complain
‘of those that are not necessary and
should continue their complaining
“until something is done about it.”

There is hardly a surer index to the
coarse character of an individual than
the unnecessary. noise:he makes, both
as to his loud speaking and the fuss
resulting from his actions and little
incidental deeds. For example, some
come into the house almost jarring
the building with their heavy foot-
steps. ' They slam the doors, yell out
for some one in another part of the
house, and begin loud talking and
otherwise making all sort sof noise.

When such a one enters with his
characteristic bluster and racket,
those who may be reading or writing,
or trying to meditate upon some

particular subject find their train of
thought hopelessly wrecked, and con-
fusion taking the place of orderly
thinking.

This type of noise-maker is self-!
centered. He considers no one but'

announced in some way, and his‘
method of heralding his arrival is in
keeping with his coarseness, unre-
finement and stupid nature.

Some men enter office where quiet-
ude prevails, where other men are
trying to use their minds for think-
ing worthwhile thoughts, and begin
talking at the top of their voices.
Their loud words reverberate through
out the halls and offices, disturbing
not only the person to whom they
are addressing their wordy and noisy
remarks, but all others within hear-
ing. And of course their conversa-
tion is of little consequence.

Loud and vociferous talkers do lit-
tle quiet and serious thinking. There-
fore their utterances are of no par-
ticular consequence. Noise-makers
are shallow thinkers, and shallow
thinkers come to profitless conclu-
sions.

The boisterous, blustery, loud-
mouthed person is never one of cui-
ture and reTfinement.

If he were he would not manifest
these characteristics of the  uncul-
tured and unrefined. This is as true
of me nas of women, but coarseness
in women is less to be endured than
in men. Even the noisy, uncouth
man expects to find women quieter,
more cultured and more refined.

Shakespeare ‘makes King Lear say
of Cordelia—

Her voice was ever soft,
Gentle, and low—an excellent thing
in woman,

It is not only an excellent thing in
woman, but in man also. A loud,
coarse voice signifies coarseness in
other characteristics. Particularly in
laughter does this obtain. Goldsmith
put it impressively:

The watch-dog’s voice that bay’d the
whispering wind,

The loud laugh that spoke the vacant
mind.

No matter how beautiful, or how in-
forming, or how entertaining his com-
munication might be, it would be
quite unwelcome when shouted into
one’s ear like the blast from a factory
lwhistle.

The loud speaker—the human one
—is like his message. He is forcing
himself on the attention of his victim,
and usually he has a selfish motive in
doing so. He has something he wants
to “put over,” and he not only im-
poses his noise and personality upon
his enforced listener, but wants his
aid in attaining his selfish ends.

The loud speaker to a refined per-
son has about the same effect that
a modern jazz orchestra would have
had on the refined musical ears of
Beethoven or Bach, or Wagner, or
Verdi. Either of these masters of
music would have stopped his ears
and run from such discord.

A grand piano to tomtoms, an
Eolian harp to a tin pan, a violin
‘to a “corn stalk fiddle and a shoe-
‘string bow,” a nightingale to a hoot-
ing owl, a canary to a jaybird, a
Gallicurci to the screams of a maniac
—such is the comparison of soft, gen-
tle words with those of the uncouth
and clamant shouts, the boisterous

Poultry Epert Spea
To Lubbock and
Crosby People

LUBBOCK, Texas, Nov. 23.—Dr.
L. D. LeGear, V. S., national poultry
expert of St. Louis, Mo., arrived in
Lubbock Monday to conduct a series
of lectures and clinic demonstrations
on poultry over Lubbock and Crosby
counties.

Meetings will be held at Slaton,
Ralls, Acuff, Shallowater and Lub-
bock and all South Plains people in-
terested in poultry raising are cor-
dially invited to attend any of the
meetings.

The citienzship of Lubbock through
the Lubbock Chamber of Commerce,
are offering a special invitation to all
South Plains people to attend the
meeting which will be held at Lub-
bock at the courthouse at 2 p. m.
Saturday.

Dr. L. D. LeGear is a graduate vet-
erinary surgeon, a practical poultry
raiser and a national poultry expert
of 35 years of experience. He comes
highly recommended by the St. Louis
Cha'mber of Commerce, and Missouri
State Board of Agriculture. He has
addressed audiences of 2,000 and more
farmers and others interested in the
poultry raising industry, many times
in Missouri and other states.

LeGear will discuss methods of
housing, feeding and caring for flocks
to get the highest egg production;
raise baby chicks, how to detect and
how to successfully hatch, feed and
cure diseases of poultry and how to
cull frocks.

One important feature of his clinic
demonstration is post morten exam-
inations. LeGear invites anyone to
bring in sick poultry. He will kill
the fowl, disect it and show the cause
of the disease in order that the re-
mainder of the flock may be cured
and saved.

All the meetings are free and free
individual 'donsultation will follow
each meeting. Every poultry raiser,
whether on the farm, back lot or
commercial plant on the South Plains
should attend at least one of the
meetings.

Dr. LeGear talked to Florida poul-
try raisers last Spring. He visited

California last summer and the
this fall.
