CONNALLY ELECTED U■ SENATOR
G. L. Barber Is Next I Hard Work But Its A 

Sheriff Thrill
G. L. Barber, of Spur, had a maj­

ority of 115 votes over M. L. Jones 
according to returns from various vot 
ing precincts in the county. Jones who 
is the preset.t sheriff run’ a good 
race as he was asking for the o ff­
ice for the third term. Both men 
made a clean campaign and avoid 
■ed the “mud slinging style of pol- 
itcs. The vote showed Barber, 1111 
and Jones 996.

O. C. Tfewherry. ns 
O. C. Newberry, of Afton, de­

feated W . A . Craddock, of Spur, 
for the office of County Judge 
Newberry is the present County 
Commissioner from his precient, and 
his lead over Mr. Craddock was 402. 
During the greater part of the time 
between the first and second pri­
maries Mr. Craddock had to be out of 
the county a^ a result of sickness of 
some relatives, and was not able to 
meet the people. However, Mr. New­
berry did very little work in behalf 
of the office during this time. The 
vote was Newberry, 1248; Craddock 
846.

S. C. Rawlings won the race for 
constable in Precinct No. ^ over M. 
L. Nichols, present incumbent. The 
vote for Eavdiiigs was 697, Nichols, 
498.

W . T. Lovell was elected Justice of 
Peace’ Ih Precinct No. 4, and B. A. 

Hyatt will be the next Constable in 
that precinct.

During the past week the boll 

worm has shown up in numbers that 
look serious in many parts of the 
county. These insects are preseiit 
every year in all fields in some num­
bers. It is the same caterpillar that 
we find in the tips of corn; it is the 
same that we find in the maize and 
other grain sorghum heads; it is the 
same that riddles the maize leaves 
before the heads appear; it does the 
same to corn leaves.

Up to the present time it has de­
fied ^all efforts of the entomologists 
of the U. S. Department of Agricul­
ture to find a method of control by 
means of poisons. The following is 
the life history o f the boll worm 
and is reprinted from Farmers Bul­
letin 872 of the U. S. Department 
of Agriculture:

“The moths feed upon nectar of var 
ious flowers and when mature they 
deposit nearly 500 to almost 3,000 
eggs. The eggs are laid on various 
parts of the plant and to some extent 
upon weeds and upon’ the ground. 
They are white or yellowish in color, 
oval, and covered with minute ridge 
running from top to bottom and still 
smaller ridges running across these. 
They are large enough to be seen 
readily with the naked eye. The 
eggs hatch in two and one-half to 
eight days or even longer depending 
upon the temperature.

“Whein first hatched the larvae 
or caterpillars are extremely small 
They feed here and there on the sur­
face of the plant near where the 
eggs were laid, but gradually work 
toward some tender portion within 
■which they can bore. Growth is rath­
er rapid, being completed ih about 
20 days. The larvae shed their skins 
four or five times during this period. 
When full grown they are about one 
and one-half inches in length. The 
color ■varies from pale green to al­
most black. During the last few days 
of the life of the caterpillar it is ca­
pable of consuming large quantities 
of food and during this period it is 
most destructive.

“When' fully fed the larvae leave 
the plant and burrow into the ground 
where form a kind of cell in which 
they transform into chrysalides or 
pupae o f a mahogany brown color. 
They remain in this quescent stage 
for about two weeks except in the 
case of the last brood in the fall, 
which stays in the ground till warm 
weather the following spring.

The above *as stated is quoted from 
a bulletin of the U. S. Department of 
Agriculture and is the true life of 
the boll worm on cotton. It is seen 
that the time that the insect is in the 
destructive stage is in the .caterpil­
lar stage which lasts from  20 days 
to longer depending on the tempera­
ture of the nights. The stage in 
which he can be poisoned is very 
short and that is when he is first 
hatched and is feeding around for 
about three days before ha begins to 
take to the squares. As. the female 
lays an enormous number of eggs the 
multiplication is very rapid.

Abilene, August 24.— Construction 
on the new steel stadium for Sim­
mons University was completed this 
week, one month ahead of schedule 
time. This first unit was built at a 
cost of $20,000 and will seat 5,000 
people. This together with the bleach 
ers will make the total seating capac­
ity of Parramon Field around 10,000.

A  large part of the crew of work­
ers on the stadium have been ath­
letes who will perform before it this 
fall. Nine football players were em­
ployed. The grass field has been 
worked on of late and Simmons will 
have one of the best football fields 
in The state this fall.

Early returns shovTJed that Con­
gressman Tom Connally, of Marlin, 
got scared in the race and ran off 
from Senator Mayfield from every 
angle of the State. In the first re­
turns the Senator led by a small mar­
gin. The rejjort at 7:45 from twenty 
counties incomplete gave Connally 
5386 and Mayfield, 6033. A t eight 
o’clock in the evening twenty-two 
counties, with one complete gave Con­
nally 5714 and Mayfield 6500. This 
was the last report that showed the 
Senator leading. The next report at 
8:30, and coming from 25 counties 
showed Connally leading giving him 
10,419 votes to Mayfields 9,508. From 
that time on the Marlin Congressman 
gradually gained a lead of Mayfield.

Bowie county went for Connally 
3238 to 2347.

■Wichita county went for Connally 
3363 to 1949.

Connally carried Galveston county 
two to one.

Bexar county went to Connally 
3843 to 1376.

Grayson and Navarro counties were 
in Connally’s favor at nine o’clock, 
and so was Harris County. Connally 
was also carrying Dallas county at 
9:30 by 124 majority.

The only reports in favor of the 
Senator were from Hunt county which 
gave Mayfield 2568 and Connally 
2101; and from Smith county which 
gave Mayfield 3617 and" CoimalfT' 
1923.
. A t ten o’clock state returns show 

Connally with a total of 183,550 and 
Mayfield 138,613.

Dallas, Texas, August 25, 11:45 p. 
m.— By decisive majorities following 
candidates ncmina^ed in Saturdays 
Democratic runoff primary. Tom 
Connally for United States Senator 
he defeated Earl B. Mayfield, incum­
bent elected in 1922.

S. M. N. Marrs for Superintendent 
of Public Instructions succeed him­
self, he defeated W . F. Garner, Nac­
ogdoches county J. T. Robinson for 
Commissioner General Land Office 
succeeds himself, he defeated Otis 
Terrell, Travis county.

Connally took lead' over Mayfield 
in first counties to report and with 
the exception forty-five minutes, held 
it through the nights tabulation. 
Marrs and Robinson Ted their op­
ponents from the first report.

The vote of State is incomplete, 
but vote heard from sufficient indi­
cate later returns merely swell fig ­
ures without changeing position can­
didates.

In Senventeenth Congressional Dis­
trict, R. Q. Lee of Cisco held lead 
over Oscar Calaway with all counties 
in district heard from, majority in­
complete.

In Eleventh Civil Appeallace Dis­
trict Justice O. C. Funderburk has a 
substantial lead over B. W . Patter­
son of Cisco.

All counties have been heard from 
except one the majority incomplete.

I “We shall amend the immigration 
laws to relieve unnecessary hardships 
on families,” Mr. Hoover said in his 
acceptance address, and also: “As a 
member of the commission whose 

duty it is t(̂  determine the quota 
basis under the national origins law, 
I have found it impossible to do so 
accurately and without hardship. The 
basis now in effect carries out the es­
sential principle of the law, and I 
favor repeal of,that part of the act 
calling for a new basis of quotas.” 

Thus the “immigration issue” used 
so industriously as an argument 
against Governor Smith’s nominatioii 
is not available as an argument 
against his electi|n. If they had 
caucused on the question Mr. Aoover 

and Governor Smith could ihardly 
have got closer together.
