It is no easy road that a Chev-
rolet travels when it is being test
ed out in sub-zero weather by ear-
nest but unfeeling General Motors
engineers.

Experiments in the cold room
can-be made singly and are—with
any unit of the car—the manifold,
the Universal joint, the action of
the action of the rear axle in low
temperature, the performamnce of
the fan, the starter, the carburetor
and so on.Likewise the engineers
are able to make a detailed study
of how the 'motor itself reacts to
the frigid atmosphere, and what
effect 45 degrees helow zero has
on the lubricants an don the gaso-
line that are used in the machine.
