A county-wide rat campaign is 
being carried out in Callahan County 
by the U. S. Fish and Wildlife Ser­
vice and sponsored by the Callahan 
County Land Use Planning Committee 
All the State and Federal agencie- 
in the county are cooperating in thi« 
campaign; these agencies are: Calla­
han County Land Use Planning Com­
mittee. U, S. Fish and Wildlife Ser­
vice, U. S. D. .A. War Board, Voca- 
tional Teachers, Callahan County Club 
Cross Plains Chamber of Commerce 
Texas A. and M. Extension Service, 
and County Commissioners.

M. K, Rethke, with the U. S. Fish 
and Wildlife Service is now at work 
in the countyin this connection. , He 
will supervise the mixing of the baits 
for poisoning and will work with all 
the agencies in conducting the pro­
gram.

Baits will consist of fish, hambur­
ger, and fruit mixed with Barium Car­
bonate, 'The cost of baits will be 26
