Performance Started
According to information releas­

ed this week from the County Agri­
cultural Agent’s office, the 1938 crop 
performance program has been start­
ed. Some of the farms are being 
measured at this time and it is hoped 
to have the entire program ready for 
government compliance by the first of 
October.

This work is being started much 
earlier this year than it has been 
started before. It is not known that 
this will enable farmers in the gov­
ernment .program to receive checks 
any earlier in the year or not, but 
the work is being required at 'this 
time. All farms in the county will be 
checked and will be judged by aerial 
photographs.

After all the information has been 
compiled then a government checker 
will recommend the compliance and 
the farms will be treated according 
to the check up that is made.

LU.MP SUM PAYMENTS
TO WAGE EARNERS

Persons entitled to lump-sums un­
der the old-age insurance program 
are being paid 3 1-2 percent of wages 
received from covered employment 
after 1936, and up to attainment of 
age 65 or death. For example, if a 
worker’s wages during this period | 
amount to $1,000, the lump-sum pay- : 
ment would be $35. Information con­
cerning the filing of a claim may be 
obtained from the Social Security 
Board, 1012 Oliver-Eakle Building, 
Amarillo, Texas.

The Social Security Board is now 
making lump-eum payments to wage 
earners in covered employments who 
have reached age 65, or to the estates 
or relatives of such workers who died 
before that age. The amount in each 
case represents 3 1-2 per cent of total 
wages, as defined in the Social Se­
curity Act, received by such worker 
after 1936, and before he reaches age 
65 or dies. Applications for these

Fifty-six counties in Texas and 27 
in Oklahoma have been designated in 
which loans to tenant farmers will be 
made for land puichase under the 
Bankhead-Jones Act during the new 
fiscal year, it was announced by C. 
M. Evans, Regional Director of Farm 
Security Administration. Twen.y-one 
Texas counties and ten in Oklahoma 
w’ere designated in which the loan 
program had already begun in the 
past fiscal year, and 35 new Texas 
counties and 17 Oklahoma counties 
were designated in which no loans 
have aas yet been made. The new 
Texas counties w'ere:

Angelina, Atascosa, Bell, Cameron, 
Cass, Coleman, Cooke, Coryell, Ellis, 
El Paso, Fort Bend, Gonzales, Guada­
lupe, Harrison, Hill, (rlopkins, Jim 
Wells, Kaufman, Liberty, Madison, 
Milam, Mitchell, Nacagdoches, Pano­
la, Polk, Red River, Robertson, Smith, 
Tarrant, Taylor, Travis, Waller, 
Washington, Wilbarger, Young.

Old Texas counties designated were 
Baylor, Bexiar, Bowie, Dallas, De- 
Witt, Falls, Fayette, Haskell, Hidal­
go, Houston, Hunt, Johnson, Lamar, 
Navarro, Nueces, Reeves, San Au­
gustine, Tom Green, Van 21andt, 
Wharton, and Williamson.

New counties designated in Okla­
homa were: Bryan, Cherokee, Choc­
taw, Creek, Garfield, Grady, Haskell, 
Hughes, Johnston, Kiowa, Logan, Os­
age, Pittsbug, Pottawatomie, Rogers, 
Sequoyah, and Woods.

All Oklahoma counties in whicn 
loans were made last year will re­
ceive additional loans this year ex­
cept Cleveland where local oil de­
velopment made it impossible to buy 
land at its true agricultural value, in 
the opinion of the state committee. 
The (ten old counties re-designated 
are: Major, Washita, Caddo, Lincoln, 
Okfuskee, Okmulgee, Mayes, LeFlore, 
McCurtain, and Atoka.

A total of $2,118,147 has been al­
lotted to Texas and $1,053,830 to Ok­
lahoma, Evans said, but no announce­
ment was made as to the amount 
which will be available in each coun­
ty. It is estimated that 380 farms in 
Texas and 181 in Oklahoma will be 
oought with this allocation. Counties 
were selected upon a basis of tenant 
population, availibilty of good farms, 
and teiritorial location. In case satis- 
acrory prices are not obtained upon 
^ood land in the designated counties, 
alternate counties will be named. The 
counties were designated by Secre­
tary of Agriculture upon recommend­
ation of State Advisory Committee.< 
headed by A. G. (Pat) Mayse, Paris, 
fexa.s, and Clarence Roberts, Okla­
homa City.

.-Vpplicarions will be received at the 
county offices at FSA in the counties 
designated for thirty days beginning 
.August 10. A  committee of three 
fanners actually living upon the Ian'; 
will select those to receive loans am’ 
vvill appraise farms to be bought.

All tenants or farm laborers are el­
igible, if actually engaged in farming 
at t’r.is time, and if they are not able 
to obtain puic-hase loans on rcason- 
jblt leiins liom other agencies.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGIS- 
I.ATURE OF THE STATE OF TEX­
AS:

Section 1. That Article XVI, Sec­
tion 1, of the Constitution of the 
State of Texas he amended to here­
after read as follows:

“ Article XVI. Section 1. Official 
Oath. Members of the Legislature, 
and all officers, before they enter 
upon the duties of their offices, shall 
take the following Oath or Affirma­
tion:

“ I, ------------------------------------ , do sol­
emnly swear (or affirm ), that I will 
faithfully execute the duties o f the
office of -----------------------------  of the
State of Texas, and will to the best 
of ray ability preserve, protect, and 
defend the Constitution and laws of 
the United States and of this State; 
and I furthermore solemnly swear 
(or affirm ), that I have not directly 
nor indirectly paid, offered, or prom­
ised to pay, contributed, nor promised 
to contribute any money, or valuable 
thing, or promised any public office 
01 employment, as a reward for the 
giving or withholding a vote at the 
election at which I was elected. So 
- eln me God.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing Constitu­
tional Amendment shall he submitted 
to the electors of this State, qualified 
to vote on Constitutional Amend­
ments, at an election to held t'"'ough- 
jut the S'ate on the first Tuesday 
afte rthe first Monday in November.
1038, at which election eac-h. ballot 
shall have printed thereon the words:

“ FOR the Amendment of Article 
XVI, Section 1, of the Constitution of 
the State of Texas, changing the form 
of the oath of office for members of 
the Legi.>-lature and all officers of the 
State of Texas.”

“ .A.GAINST the Amendment o f Ar­
ticle XVI, Section 1, of the Consti­
tution of the State of Texas, chang­
ing the form of the oath of office for 
members of the Legislature and all 
officers of the Stato of Texas.”

Each voter shall scratch out with 
pen or pencil the clause which ihe de­
sires to vote against so as to indicate 
whether he is voting for or against, 
said proposed Amendment.

Sec. 3. The Goveinor of this State 
is hereby directed to issue the nec­
essary proclamation ordering an elec­
tion in conformity herewith to deter­
mine whether or not the proposed 
Constitutional Amendment set fonth 
herein shall be adopted, and the Gov­
ernor shall have the same published 
as required by the Constitution and 
laws of this State.
