WILDCAT PLANNED IN

HASKELL COUNTY
In nortAwest Haskell County, seven 

miles west of O’Btien, J. E. Pitts of 
falsa, Okla., assembled a block ol
5.000 acres and has turned to the 
Gilmore Oil Company of Los An^reles,
2.000 acres of the block, with the stip­
ulation that a  well be drilled to 4,000 
feet in tiie northwest comer of sec­
tion 46, G. G. Alford survey, owned 
by C%as. McGregor.

Contract for the new Haskell Coun­
ty wildcat stipulates that if commer­
cial production is not found at that 
depth, the .wildcat shall be carried 
to the Elleilberger, lower Ordovican. 
Drilling: must start by Sept. 1, con­
tract made August 10.

The block has been shot by a geo­
physical company and the location is 
refported in the middle of a closed 
structure.

The Ohio Oil Company was report­
ed to have purchased 163 acres due 
south of the location for $20 an acre. 
Other purchasen^ of acreage are 
Grisso & Eason of Houston, Potts & 
Tull of Norman, Okla., Wirt Franklin 
of Oklahoma City, and J. J. Perkins 
of Wichita Falls. Southland Realty 
Company has purchased royalty on 
the offset acreage to the east.

This block is 10 miles north of the 
Indian States Oil Company location, 
which is being drilled by Taubert & 
McKee of Fort Worth.

Not much scratching in the wild 
cats this week. The Gulf No. 1, iSwen- 
son, located* 15 miles southwest of 
Spur on Section 25, H&GNRRCo. Sur­
vey, Block 2, drilling below 7,057 
feet in lime Monday afternoon. This 
well is so deep and since it is being 
cored all the way, that not many feet 
can be made per day.

The Stonewall Oil Company No. 1, 
Carlisle, located just north of Pea­
cock, seems to be a good well at 
5,167-71 feet and has a railroad po­
tential gauge of 371 barrels per day.

Another location has been made in 
northwest part of Stonewall County 
by the Stonewall Oil Company and is 
to be an offset to the Carlisle well. 
This location is on the NW 1-4 of 
Section 294, H&TC Sur\*ey, Block D, 
and is 350 feet from the north line 
and 990 feet from the east line of the 
section. The contract calls for 5,500 
feet.

The Carter No, 1, McMahan, con­
tinues idle, but the operators claim 
they expect to get a new rig on the 
location and go on down.

The Morrissey No. 1, Bird, is be­
ing swabbed for water. A conference 
was held in Fort Worth Tuesday af­
ternoon and those in charge expect 
to be here today to carry out the 
plans formulated.

Estate, near East Afton, is drilling

is to be a deep test.

Another well may be started in the 
Spur country within the near future. 
Complete arrangements for this well 
have not been made, but it seems 
that the well is an assured fact. Spur 
country may be an oil field yet, and 
if Spur wants to be the big oil center 
it is hoped the citizens will show their 
full appreciation for the work that 
is being done.

Agricultural Asso­
ciation Organized

-  What is wrong with agriculture? 
Why will a bale of cotton not pay 
for a cultivator, now, as it would a 
few years ago? These are some of 
the poigrnant questions with which 
County Agent, G. J. Lane prefaced 
bis address to a  group of farm fam­
ilies from the south side of Dickens 
County at Duck Creek school house, 
PViday night, August 12. His further 
remarks were to the effect that the 
eolution to farm problems will come 
only through adequate organization. 
By being organized, some of the 
dairy states of the north were able 
to influence national legislation to 
such an extent that it seemed for a 
wlhile that farmers of the south would 
not be permitted to feed grain sor­
ghums, raised on retired acres, to 
their live stock. Protection to prices, 
through tariff legislaton can be gain­
ed only by being organized. Through 
organization at least one state has 
been able to cause the passage of a 
law to the effect that “tax-free” se­
curities must be rendered for tax­
ation before 3 years or become void; 
thus equalizing taxation according to 
the ability to pay. Texas farmers may 
hope to shift some of their tax bur­
dens, in like manner, when their or­
ganizations become as strong as , 
some of the opposing industrial or­
ganizations.

Information concerning the govern­
ment’s farm program can best be 
distributed to farmers through meet­
ings of an agricultural association.

Miss Jean Day, Home Demonstria^ 
tion Agent, gave some ideas of the 
women’s part in such an association 
and some specific suggestions for or- 
g^anization.

The group voted to organize and 
the following officers were elected:

Subsidy Payments 
May S tart This Week

Application blanks were received
at the County Agent’s office la?t 
week for producers to fill out 
for their subsidy payments on the 
1937 cotton.

Farmers are requested to furnish 
weights bf their government loi^i 
cotton to secure subsidy paymenb'. 
The producers are to neceive up to 
theree cents per pound, or fraction 
thereof to make their 1937 crop seM 
at ten cents. Since no cotton in Dick­
ens County sold for ten cents in 1937, 
all p'oducers who cooperated with 
the (govemment program will receive 
some subsidy paymeiV. Thp, pay­
ment will be made on approximate 
65 per cent of tihe production of the 
allotte dacreage. It will mean that 
farmers in Dickens County will re­
ceive airound $230,000 as there is a 
little more than 7,000,000 on which 
subsidy will be paid.

Just how long after the applica­
tions are sent in will be required for 
farmers to get their checks back, is 
not known. However, if there be no 
mistakes, it will require about three 
weeks wibich will make the time 
around the 10th of September. Checks 
to all farmers in the county probably 
will not be receiv’ed at the same time. 
Those applications which will require 
some corrections will be delayed and 
checks will come in later.

Students Mav Earn 
Some School Money

Boys and girls who cannot other- 
w’ise continue their education in high 
school or college will be provided w’ith 
an opportunity to earn a part of their 
expenses on NYA jobs again during 
the 1938-39 academic year, J. C. Kel- 
1am, State Director of the National 
Youth Administration, announced.

Mr. Kellam has been advised that 
a Federal allotment of $1,038,915 has 
been made for Texas students w’ho 
want to w’ork their w’ajr through 
school, this representing a 20 per 
cent increase over the quota allotted 
to the State last year.

Students desiring to eaim a part of 
their expenses on NYA jobs should 
communicate w’ith the head of the in­
stitution they wish to attend, in order 
thalt their eligibility for the jobs may 
be determined. To be eligible, a stud­
ent must be 16 but not yet 25 years 
old and must furnish evidence to tlhe 
satisfaction of officials of ithe insti­
tution that he cannot enter or remain 
in school without this assistance. He 
must be of good character, and must 
be able to do good school work in a t 
least three-fourths of the normal cur­
riculum of the institution. Students 
may earn as much as six dollars per 
monUi.

Let the Critters 
The Work

By T. C. Richardson,
Sec. Breeder-Feeder Association
At this season crops are maturing 

and harvesting is ahead. A great deal 
of labor may be saved by turning live­
stock in the fields and allowing them 
tx) feed themselves. Under proper 
handling there is little waste of grrain, 
and animals gret the benefit of green 
forage ithat would not be saved other­
wise, and which adds to the value of 
the grain helping to balance the ra­
tion. If fields are not already fenced, 
a temporary fence of 32-inch woven 
wire will confine sheep and hogs, and 
with a few staunch stakes driven into 
the ground will support it. It can 
readily be irolled up and moved sev­
eral times, and when it becomes too 
badly bent to stand up in a tempor­
ary fence, it is still good for perma­
nent use where solid comer posts 
permit dight stretching.

Hogs are well known to be the best 
gjleanen  ̂ of grain, with sheep next. If 
crops are harvested by cattle it is al­
ways advisable to follow with hog;s. 
The cheapest pork, both in labor cost 
and the amount of grain required to 
make 100 pounds of meat, is produced 
by a combination of green pasture.

The protein supplement may be 
. based on cottonscqd meal, linseed 
I meal, r»eanut meal or tankage. The ex-
I periment stations of the Southwest 
have worked out formulas for pro- 
rein supplements for their respective 
states, according to the availability 
and adaptation of the materials ever\'- 
where in the Southwest, and may be 
safely and profitably fed to hogs by 
following directions furnished by ex- 
'iension hog specialists and county 
agents who keep up with experiment­
al results.

Enough feed goes to waste on most 
Southwestern farms to produce all 
the pork and beef or mutton the fam­
ily could use. Pasturing the fields is 
the only way much of this waste can 
be turned to profit, and the most 
economical way of harvesting alid 
sellling crops that are adapted to 
harvesting by animals.

voices the experience of the besit hog ; announced his active support of 
men when he says that it is doubtful 
if a farmer can afford to raise hogs 
unless they can run on pasture a good 
part of the year.

Besides the labor saving element it 
is good for the health of both hogs 
and sheep to get off the permanent 
pastures and on the cultivated fields, 
where internal parasites are less 
prevalent. It is best to confine ithe 
animals to a space that can be cleaned 
up in ten days to three weeks, rath­
er than permit them to roam alt larg;e 
for a month or more. In the final 
stages of grazing, grains will be slow- 
ed up by their walking over large 
fields in search of food, and there 
will be more wastage in the long run 
It goes without saying thali shade and 
water must 'be easily and continuous 
ly accessible to the animals while 
hogging down or sheeping off crops.
Experiments have shown that a bush­
el of grain goes a great deal farther 
in meat production if the animal can 
drink when thirsty instead of waiting 
for periodical waterings several hours 
apart.

Blineral mixtures and protein sup 
plements are usually not indispen­
sable if hogs (have access to good pas­
tures and legumes, or skim milk, but 
experienced hog men say protein sup- 
plemeni:s always pay. Com and cow- 
peas, corn and soy beans, corn and 
peanuts, make good fattening rations 
when hogged down together. \\ itV 
corn alone it is advisable to suppl.N 
a mineral mixture and a protein sup 
plement in self-feeders. Either wood 
ashes or air slaked lime and salt in 
equal parts is good, and bone meal 
may be profitably added under some 
conditions. Charcoal is commonly us 
ed and hogs like it.

For many years the general land 
office of Texas has not had a licensed 
surveyor as Commissioner.

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Just A Texan’s 
Enginuity

Coke Steven«on, ranchman, lawyer, 
business man and statesman of Kim­
ble County in the Texas hill country, 
is the only man ever to be twice chos­
en Speaker of the Texas House of Rep­
resentatives; he is rated as one of 
!th« most constructive legislators ever 
to sit in the Texas capitol; but his 
talents as a story teller are just now 
becoming generally known as he con­
ducts his run-off campaign for the 
Lieiitenant Governor’s office, his first 
bid for statewide recognition.

Recently, to illustrate the resource­
fulness of Texans in pulling out of 
difficulties, Stevenson related this 
epic of his own hill region.

Up on the Edwards Plateau, land of 
geological freaks, there is a great, 
jug-sihaped vertical cavern, the open 
mbuth of which is barely distinct 
from !the surrounding terrain. Tnis 
vast natural pitfall is known as the 
Devil’s Sinkhole; it is some 400 feet 
deep; and its inward-sloping walls 
make it apparently certain doom for 
any man or beast precipitalied into 
its depths.

But, says Coke Stevenson, a cow­
boy did fall into the Devil’s Sinkhole 
once upon a time, and escaped with­
out human assistance. This luckless 
hoi*seman .rode off into the pit on a 
black night; his mount was kelled, 
but the rider suvived the plunge. 
When daylight came, he was pei'ched 
on a small island in the water at Ĵhe 
botton of the natural cistern, and his 
chances ever to leave there appeared 
non-existent.

However, as the sun hose higher 
and the carcase of his horse ripened 
in the Iheat, the cowboy began to have 
company; the inevitable buzzards 
started winging down to the under­
ground feast. And as fthey aliglhted 
on his defunct pony, the trapped man 
roped them, one by one, with the 
lariat from his saddle; and he lasihed 
their feet to his belt unitil he figured 
he had enough wing - power for a 
flight. Tlien he let go a slhot from his 
six-shooter, and the scared vultures 
swept him up oUt of the pit. As he 
cleared the rim, he cut his belt with 
a  ready bowie-knife— ând there he 
was, safe and sound on the surface.

“Now, I didn’t  witness this escape, 
and it may not have happened just 
that way,” Ooke Stevenson explains. 
*‘But it’s still a good parable to show 
tihat your real Texas man will get 
himself otit of a hole, even if he has 
to hook up the buzzards.”

New F. S. A. Loan 
Policy Includes 

More Farmers

Sleeping Sickness 
Among Farm Stock 

Shows Up

M.r. and Mrs W. T. Andrews re­
turned the first of the week from 
point' in New Mexico, where they en­
joyed a much needed vacation.

Allen A. McKimmey, County Sup­
ervisor of the Farm Security Admin­
istration, announced that his organi­
zation will extend its loan prO|?ram 
and “accept responsibility for the en­
tire load of njral financing," for 
those farmers >w)ho are unable to ob­
tain adequate financing from other 
agencies. The supeiwisor said that 
the extension will be both downward 
and upward, including larger loans to 
livestock growers and to farm owners 
who are in difficulties, and also more 
adequate provision for fa.’mers of very 
low income.

The announcement was made fol­
lowing the eupervisor’s return from 
the annual conference of FSA em­
ployees for Texas at College Station, 
attended by 206 farm and home sup­
ervisors four this state and by the 
clerical staff of the county offices, as 
well as by state and regional execu­
tives and specialists.

The supervisor warned that there 
will be no resumption of the whole­
sale grants, non-payable, which w’ere 
stopped short a year ago. The larger 
loans to be made to farm owners or 
to livestock operators will be of ser­
vice, the supervisor said, for those 
who are unable to operate effectively 
because of inadequate financing or 
who may be threatened with fore-1 
closure. In the latter case, he said, 
debts must be adjusted by agreement j 
with creditors and a ■̂ ound plan work­
ed out to afsure that bankruptcy can 
actually be avoided through t.:e new, 
plan an dloan.

Adequate funds are already on hand 
in Texas to care for this enlarged^ 
loan program. Supervisors will begin! 
taking loan applications immediately 
and checks will be returned to the 
county office from the regional office 
within ten days from the time the 
,• egional office receives the applica­
tion. Improvement has been made in! 
this respect since the early days of ■ 
the rural i-ehabilitation program when 
the pre^suix* of grants and the lack o 
established procedure often caused de­
lay of checks beyond the time when 
the farmers could make effective use 
of them.

Still another line of financing to be 
opened fchis year will be for the bene­
fit of FSA farm boys and gi'ls par­
ticipating in 4-H Clubs and Future 
Farmers of America, the supeiwisor 
said. Loans will b e made through 
the heads of the families. Increased 
attention will also be given to loans 
made for the purchase of machinery 
and livestock to be used jointly by 
groups of farmers in the community.

It is reported that a few cases of 
sleeping sickness among farm stock 
has shown up in certain sections of 
the countiy. According to reports 
from the Hor.se and Mule A'^sociation 
of America, there is not much need 
for farmers to become unduly alarm­
ed when the disease does appear as 
75 per cent of the horses and mules 
will escape even if nothing is done. If 
proper preventive measures are taken. 
99 per cent will escape the disease.

The disease is known to be carried 
by mosquitoes and certain biting flies. 
Protection agtiinst mos(?uitoes ar^i 
flies is one of the main things to 
consider. Woik horses and mules may 
be kept in screened stables at night 
until frost appears ,or the weather 
becomes to cool for these insects. 
Fresh green hay fed will make up 
for the loss of pasture. Nets used

while w -rking ho ’̂̂ s to prevent flic«
d preper s-raying with a good 

‘‘ly spray will assist in preventing 
he <lisease.

For horses and mules on pa' ture, 
the Illinois Experiment Station has 
'Perfected a mixture foii* painting the 
animals, but this could not be used on 
work stock as it is too sticky and 
would irritate the skin. The animals 
are painted once ca?h week unless 
the flies and mosquitoes are very 
numerous and vicious. The mixture 
is as follows: Cold pressed fish oil 
100 pa.tt’’. Oil of tar (must be from 
pine tree), 50 parte. Crude carbolic 
acid, one part. Mix thoroughly and 
apply with a paint brush to all parts 
of the animal.

For a good fly spray for the wo k 
animals, it might be well to consult 
with the County Agent’s office. Mo<̂ t 
drug stores carry stocks of good 
sprays which are highly recommend­
ed.

The main thing is to see that your 
fa.’m animals are carefuMy treated in 
the event the disease shows up. Most 
cases will be all right if properly 
looked after.

A PROPO^?KD ( ONSTITUTIONAL 
AMENDMENT 
H. J. R. No. 20 

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTIONj
' proposing an Amendment to Article 
XVI, Section 1, of the Constitution 
of the State of Texas; changing; the 

• form of the oath of office for mem- 
' hers of the Legislature and all offices 
j of the State of Texas; providing for 
an election upon .such Constitutional 
•Amendment, and making an appropri­
ation therefor.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGIS- 
r.ATURE OF THE STATE OF TEX­
AS:

Section 1. That Article XVT, Sec­
tion 1, of the Constitution of the 
State of Texas be amended to here­
after read as follows:

“Article XVI. Section 1. Official 
Oath. Members of the Legislature, 
and all officei*s, before they enter 
upon the duties of their offices, shall 
take the following Oath or Affirma­
tion:

“I, ------------------------------- , do sol­
emnly sw’car (or affirm), that I will 
faithfully execute the duties of the
office of -------------------------  of the
State of Texas, and will to the best 
of my ability preserve, protect, and 
defend the Constitution and laws of 
the United States and of this State; 
and I furthermore solemnly svrear 
(or affirm), that I have not directly 
nor indirectly paid, offered, or prom­
ised to pay, contributed, nor promised 
to contribute any money, or valuable 
thing, or promised any public office 
01 employment, as a reward for the 
giving or withholding a vote at the 
election at which I was elected. So 
help me God.’’

Sec. 2. The foregoing Const!tu- 
tional Amendment shall be submitted

’to the electors of t'-is State, qualified 
to vote on Constitutional Amend­
ments, at an election to held thiough- 
out the State on the first Tuesday 
afte rthe first Monday in November, 
1938. at which election each bal!?ii 
shall have printed thereon the words: 

“FOR the Amendment of Article 
XVI, Section 1, of the Constitution of 
the State of Texas, changing the form 
of the oath of office for members of 
the Legislature and all officers of the 
State of Texas.”

“AGAINST the Amendment of Ar- 
j tiele XVI, Section 1, of the Consti- 
I tution of the State of Texas, chang- 
j ing tbe form of the oath of office for 
members of the Legislature and all 
officers of the Stater of Texas.”

Each voter shall scraitch out with 
pen or pencil the clause which he de­
sires to vote against so as to indicate 
whether he is voting for or against 
said proposed Amendment.

Sec. 8. The Governor of this State 
is hereby directed to issue the nec­
essary proclamation ordering an elec­
tion in conformity herewith to deter­
mine whether or not the proposed 
Ck>nstitutiori'!Al Amendment set forth 
herein shall be adopted, and the Gov­
ernor shall have the same published 
as required by the Constitution and 
law’s of this State.

Sec. 4. The sum of Five Thousand 
Dollars ($5,000), or so much ithereof 
as may be necessary, is hereby ap­
propriated out of any funds in the 
Treasurey not otherw’ise appropriat­
ed, to pay the expense of such publi­
cation and election.
