Test New Deer Traps
To Restock Land

Hoping to be able to restock more
land with deepr than ever before and
at the same time bring about a bet-

ter balance between bucks and does
on certain areas which are cvercrowd-
ed with does, the Texas Game, Fish
and Oyster Commission
menting in the Hill Country with a
one-deer-at-a-time trap. Traps used
by the department heretofore were
made to hold several animals at a
time and were toc cumbersome to
tear down and transport to other
places as needed.

The new traps are similar to those
used in the Pisgah National Forrest
of North Carclina by the U. S. For-
rest Service. Slight variations were
made by the Game Department. Deer
trapped in the new devices cannot
injure themselves and they can be
removed with a minimum of trouble

Typhus Fever
Showed in 1939

Typhus fever, transmitted to hu-

mans by the commaen rat'flea, show-
ed increased prevalence to 538 cases
in 1939 over the 497 cases previously
reported to the State Health Depart-
ment during 1938, according to Dr.
Geo. W. Cox, State Health Officer.

“0ld World typhus fever has a high
death rate, while the type we have in
Texas (endemic typhus) scmetimes
called Brill’s disease, has a much low-
er mortality rate. The incidence of
typhus in Texas is highest among
those persons who work or live in
rat-infested buildings. It was the ob-
servation cf this fact that led to the
discovery that rats are carriers of ty-
phus. I appears that the rat suffers
attacks of this form of typhus fever
and that the fleas harbored by the
sick rat bite man, and thus human in-
fection results.

“Aside from the public health prob-
lem caused by rats, it has been esti-
mated that the rodents annually cause
twelve tc fifteen million dollars worth
of damage to Texas proptrty.

“Although typhus is not commonly
fatal, it canot be considered lightly.
Typhus fever generates intense head-
ache, high fever, and great mental
depression in the average patient. As
in sea sickness, the patient’s greatest
fear is that he is going tc die. The
illness generally lasts about two
weeks.

“Control of typhus is made diffi-
cult since it depends upon extermina-
tion of rodents, and that is no easy
matter. Trapping and pcisoning help,
but the best results are obtained by
starving the rat. This can be done
by having all buildings in an area
where food is stored, rat-proffed. The
State Department of Health and the
U. S. Department of Agriculture will
be glad to assist the various com-

Farmers Urged Support
Soil Conservation

Work

Texans interested in ‘the continua-
tion of the Federal Department of
Agriculture’s work for soil and wa-
ter conservation are urged to write
United States Senators Morris Shep-
pard and Tom Ccnnally asking that
the appropriation for this work not
be reduced by the present congress.

Officials of the Elm Creek Conser-
vation Associaticn are taking the
lead in this demand. The Elm Creek
Conservation ' District is the largest
in the United States.

In appealing to all soil conserva-
tion association officials in Texas to
urged the maintenance of the present
Federal appropriation for this work
Fred A. Hannie ¢f Temple, of the
Elm Creek Asscciation says, “A fif-
teen per cent reduction of the appro-
priation for soil and water conserva-
tion is proposed before the senate,
and a 20 per cent reduction in the
Bureau of Agricultural Economics.”

While as yet there is no legally
constitutd soil ecemservation district in
Texas, 69 districts are now in a form-
ative period, covering 56,000,000 acres
of land, Mr. Hannie pointed out.
Farmers are hopeful that they may
be able to get technical advice in
werking out their problems of ter-
racing and treating farms, and if the
soil conservation service personnel in
Texas is reduced fifteen per cent,
there would be not more than one
or two men avaliable as technical ad-
visors in each distriet. At this rate,
it would require at least 25 years for
the men to survey the individual dis-
trict farms.

Grains for Brewing Would Fill Train
Spanning Three-fourths of Continent

MERICAN' farm  products: pur-
chased by the brewing indus-
try  since  beer’s relegalization in
1933 ‘have reached a total of 25 bil-
lien pounds, enough to fill a freight
train extending from Los Angeles
terDetroit. :
More than three million acres of
4 farm land must be cultivated each
year to raise the billions of pounds
of barley, corn, rice and hops for
which brewers pay approximately
+$100,000,000 annually:

In 1939 alone nearly four billion
pounds of these products were used
to make the 55,191,105 barrels of
beer, which the United States Bu-
reau of Internal Revenue reports
were produced last year.

These are among the develop-
ments recorded by the TUnited
Brewers Industrial Foundation in
its annual survey of the ‘brewing
industry.

The past year also witnessed
rapid expansion of the industry’s
program of active cooperation with
local law enforcement officials to

eliminate anti - social conditions
wherever they may surround the
sale of beer. The number of'states
in which industry committees dedi-
cated to this purpose are in opera-
tion- increased from one to uine.
Similar programs are to be in-
stalled in additional states during
the coming year.

Direct taxes collected on the 1939
sale of beer totaled $411,596,780 and
averaged $7.80 per barrel on the
52,768,818 barrels withdrawn for
sale. This revenue 'is ear-marked
for old age pensions, educational
institutions, public health, aids to
agriculture and other special pur-
poses in many states and munici-
palities. The remainder, including
the Federal Government's share of
$267,642,983, is allocated to general
expense funds.

The 1939 payments bring the to-
tal tax revenue collected by Fed-
eral, State and local agencies since
beer's relegalization to approxi-
mately two and a quarter billion
dollars.
