Demonstration F a r m  

Will Be Started and 
Possibilities of Irri­
gation Shown.

A large number of people from all 
sections of the country visited the new 
Irrigation well 5 miles south of Mule­
shoe test Tueeday which is located on 
the old Steele ranch. Six thousand 
acres of this land la to be cut into 40- 
acre tracts and put on the market this 
spring and summer. Forty acres are 
being put into cultivation a t'th is time 
and will be planted with variou* crop* 
including fruits and vegetables so that 
prospectors may see Just what may be 
raised.

The water in this section is slightly 
deeper than north of town, but an un­
limited supply is found at 42 feet. The 
new well is 80 feet and the water 
stands at 34 feet of the surface. 
Pumping is being done with a Demp­
ster centrifugal, pulled with a farm 
tractor. Official tests by the Dempster 
Pump Company showed that the well 
was delivering 1300 gallons of water 
per minute and this may be done for 
days if necessary.

The land Is owned by Mr. Ott Stal- 
ley of Austin, Texas, and is under the 
management of Messrs. Sullivan and 
Wolf. Visitors expressed themselves aa 
highly pleased with the land as well as 
the location, which is near good mar­
kets and shipping point.

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JESUS TEACHING AND HEALING 
Matthew 15:21-31 

Rev. Samuel D. Price, D. D.
An unusually large amount ol related 

material is to be, found in the context, 
so read from Matthew 13:53 to 16:12. 
John the. Baptist was beheaded in the 
Marcherus prison, the multitudes were 
fed and Jesus walked on the sea as he 
came to the storm-tossed disciples on 
Oalilee. This period marks ttye climax 
of His popular favor. Thence special 
schooling is given in the Training of 
the Twelve for their work after, his de­
parture. When Jesus would not be­
come the bread-making king for the 
people many turned against Him. This 
was one reason for seeking retirement 
in the parts of Tyre and Sidon, just 
north of Galilee. The upper portion 
of this area is nqw under French man­
date.

Usually we are entirely unconscious 
of the hidden misery, so close at hand, 
as we journey along the highway or 
life. Real tragedy is within many 
home circles and these problems are 
both real and vital. While Jesus
sought to remain incognito He was 
soon recognized. It is only about forty 
miles from Nazereth to Tyre and Sidon 
is twenty miles further north. This 
Oanaanitish woman had a beloved 
daughter that was possessed by an 
evil spirit. For a study of this kind of 
ill, turn to “Demon-Possession and Al­
lied Themes” by Nevious, a veteran 
missionary to China, As the mother 
learned of the presence of this miracle 
worker she knew that the opportunity 
of a life-time had come. She Mterally 
dags the steps of Jesus as she cries out 
for help.

An important item right here is to 
note how personally this case is met. 
R  is always that way on the part of 
Jesus Christ. No individual is lo6t in 
the mass, no matter how many billions 
ore in the world at large. The discip­
les are ready to follow the line of least 
resistance and want the woman to be 
rebuked into silence. Jesus restates

’that His primary mission is to the 
Jews. He had instructed His disciples 
to hold steadfast to this and had even 
spoken against helping the Samaritans. 
Later the disciples, and all others, were 
to learn that the mission of service 
was to be forever world-wide.

Mother does not question the gen­
eral plan of the Stranger but she does 
acclaim Him as David's greater Son.

COURT PUTS O. K. ON THE
LOCATION OF STATE LINE

WASHINGTON.—Texas gained ap­
proximately 28,500 acres, or 44.6 sq. 
miles, of land from Oklahoma, when 
the Supreme Court last Monday ap­
proved the location of the boundary 
line between the two states, running 
north from Red River, as surveyed and 
marked by Samuel S. Gannett.

Gannett to have been erroneously lo­
cated by the Jones- Brown-Ctark sur­
vey in 1859-60, 4,040 left on Texas ter­
ritory at its Southern end on Red Hl\ -
er and 880 feet at its northern end, at 
the northeast comer of Texas.

Oklahoma, since its admission in the 
Union as a state, has exercised juris­
diction over this strip of land, which 
now passes to Texas.

TO SWEEP UNSAFE CARS
FROM SOUTHERN ROADS

Sixty-nine thousand unfit automo­
biles will be removed from the high­
ways of the South during the coming 
year in an effort which is a part of a 
national Highway Safety Plan under­
taken by various companies in the au­
tomobile industry, as announced by the 
National Automobile Chamber of Com­
merce. The program will involve the 
expenditure of approximately $2,600,- 
000 in the Southern States. Nationally, 
the motor companies plan to scrap 
400,000 old automobiles in 1930, V  a 
cost of about $15,000,000.

The program is characterized as 
’’perhaps the greatest safety move in 
industrial history,” by Alvan Maccauly 
president of the Automobile Chamber, 
and former chairman of its street 
Traffic Committee.

This widespread experiment 
strike right at the heart of the unsafe 
vehicle problem by eliminating a huge 
block of those cars which are in the 
poorest condition." says Mr.McCauley.

One of the hazards of the highway 
situation has been the rattletrap car 
which keeps re-appearing on the road 
after it has presumably been sent to 
the discard. The aim of this program 
is to guarantee the actual scrapping 
of the vehicle. The plan will be 
worked out by each company partic­
ipating. in line with its general sales 
policies and the volume of its produc­
tion. :
