New Pension Plan 
Is Introduced

A new plan for a pension for the 
aged has been introduced in the pre­
sent term of Congress and is now 
before the Wayg and Means Commit­
tee. It appears that the Ways and 
Means Committee of the House is 
not favorable to the measure but by 
a petition signed by a majority of 
the members of the House, the Ways 
and Means Committee can be dis­
missed and the measure be discuss­
ed befo:;e the House. The bill seems 
to have more favorable considera­
tion in the Senate.

The context of the bill provides for 
the original S200.00 -per monthi pay­
ment to all persons who are 60 years 
of age or more. However, the me­
thod of raising the funds has been 
changed. A two per cent tax is- plac­
ed on the gross income of all busi­
ness in the United States and is call­
ed a Gross Income Tax instead of 
the mginal transaction tax as was 
first advocated.

Many members o f the Congress, 
both in tíre House and in Senate are 
favoring the present plan. All per­
sons whose groás income does not 
amount to as much as $3,000.00 an­
nually, are to be exempt. The bill' 
further- --rovides that aged people 
who receive the assistance of $200. 
per month, must spend all of the a- 
inount within the next thirty days;, 
after they receive their pension. Per­
sons who fail to uge, their, full á-í 
mount will be in danger of-havirig 
their allowance reduced, 'The;object 
of this is to -get money in. circulatjon.. 
.People, receiving Oidi; :Áge; assstaníe'
under th^ proposed;,; .Tpwnsendli Plíiw 
cannot,hoard uip anoqey. The chef, o¿7' 
ject of the plan is to have inore, our-' 
rency in circulation, . . . j

Those advocating -the .plan saji that 
it will take aboiit 4,050j000..persons Of 
payrolls and leave'these jobt open -fòi- 
younger people.' Also, ágeü people 
who received-as much- as -$200.00 per 
month will be able to employ younger 
people to do thè greater- part of bl)ie 
work about their homes, drive cars 
for them, and this will, furnish jobs 
for about 4,000,000 more laborers -of 
the younger type. A large per cent 
of these aged people do not own horn 
es, or automobiles, and with the in­
come of $200.00 per month, many of 
thtem will be able to secure homes 
or buy cars. This will enhance the 
buildinjg industry and increase auto­
mobile sales and make business - bet­
ter. Again by opening up. jobs for 
about 8,500,000 more people will in­
crease the buying power of the coun­
try and all lines of business will be 
improved. These are just a few of 
the claims for better conditions which 
will come about in the event the Town-

send Old Age Assistance plan be­
comes a reality.

The plan is receiving the support 
of Rep. Hendricks of Florida, Ward 
B. Long of Coloi'ado, Dr. Truman H. 
Gordon of Indiana, Robert C .Town­
send and F. Manley Goldsberry, both 
of Florida, and a 1,00 or more nat­
ionally known personages. The Town­
send forces in Washington are going 
slowly and judiciously with the fight 
and they feel they have a good show­
ing for a showdown vote in Congp-ess 
at this time.

When she asked heir father about 
going, “ to. stay away from anybody 
connected with the Waco News Tri­
bune because they have only ulterior 
motives and could only want to be seen 
in b'er presence so they could mis­
quote her.”

Even ’though I refused to go 
to breakfast with him, or to even see 
him, he went home and wrote up a 
batch! o f pure lies” .

“ Mother and I” , the young co-ed 
went on, “ aré having! more fun. in the 
mansion than we even- had in our 
lives. Thousands of people visit us, 
and the real people in Austin are just 
grand to us.”

Asked if she would! accompany her 
father on his speaking tour of the 
state in the event of a second race 
for governor, the personable Molly 
hesitated.

“ Well, I don’t know what he’s go­
ing to do” , she faltered. “ He has­
n’t said whether he would run or 
not.” ' .

“ But if he does,” she snapped,

the fine towns in Texas and get to 
visit with the lovely people I met the 
last time.”
