A meeting is being held at Olton to­
day (Thursday) by citizens of the ter­
ritory between Plain view and Mule- 
shoe for the purpose of preparing data 
for presentation to the Interstate 
Commerce Commission asking for 
rail line from Plainview by way o f Ol­
ton, Earth and intermediate points,

J Messrs. Kennedy and Dennis, repre­
senting the Olton Chamber of Com- 

, were present Tuesday at the
teting of the Muleshoe Luncheon 

'c lu b  and during his talk to that or­
ganization, Mr. Kennedy stated that 
the 8anta Fe would build the above 
mentioned line in the event that per­
mission could be secured. These gen­
tlemen asked that the citizens of Mule- 
shoe support them in helping put this 
undertaking over. The fact that the 
Luncheon Club and the people of this 
i-ection are giving their support and 
unanimous approval is evidence that 
they ore awake to the possibilities of 
the territory to the north and east of 
Muleshoe.

Olton, County seat of Lamb County, 
is situated in one of the richest farm ­
ing and ranching countries o f th< 
Plains. This is also true o f Earth, 
which would be on the proposed line. 
These towns, as well as several other 
smaller ones, are at present without 
rail transportation, which is the cause 
of increasing expense to the fanners 
and ranchers each year in being com ­
pelled to haul the hundreds o f tons of 
larm products many miles to a ship­
ping point.

About a year ago application for per­
mission to build a line from Hale Cen­
ter to Parmerton through this terri­
tory was refused the Santa Fe. The 
proposition was opposed by one of the 
other Plains railroads which claimed 
that transportation facilities which 
they were then furnishing were suffic­
ient to handle the tonnage. People 
who are familiar with the territory be­
tween Plainview and Muleshoe know 
that the present conditions are work­
ing great hardships for the citizens of 
Olton and Earth. A large delegation 
of business men and fanners from 
Muleshoe are attending the meeting at 
Olton today in order that they may 
lend all the support possible to their 
neighbors to the east. Practically ev­
eryone tn Muleshoe when being in­
formed of the plan declared that they 
would stand ready to assist In any way 
possible in helping put the line 
through.

F o r  Small P l a t s  
N e a r  Muleshoe to 
Test Quality.

Suggestions for the cooperative sug-
• beet program which is being car­

ried on in the Panhandle-Plains dis­
trict (his year by the American Beet 
Sugar Company of Rocky Ford, Colo., 
have been received at The Journal o f­
fice. Tests are to be made In several 
counties, the sugar company furnish­
ing the seed free of charge. Arrange­
ments have been made with some half 
dozen farmers near Muleshoe to plant 
a half acre or more to sugar beets and 
this fall enough will be sent to the 
company’s plant at Rocky Ford for a 
test as to the quality.

Sugar beets are excellent stock feed 
it is said, and the ones planting the 
test will be well paid for their services 
It is bellved by the American Beet Sug­
ar Company that there is enough rain­
fall in this section to raise a good 
quality beet with only two or three ir­
rigations. Low spots where water 
stands shpuld be avoided and lands 
where alfalfa has been grown or sec­
ond or third year sod land is excel­
lent for the sugar beet.

It is suggested that the land b( 
worked early In the spring and should 
be plowed to a depth of 6 or 8 Inches. 
The ground should be free from trash 
and a good seed bed worked up by 
discing. Planting should be done from 
April 1st to the middle of May and 15 
to 20 pounds of seed to the acre used. 
The depth of planting should be from 
one-half to one and one-half inches. 
The plants must be thinned to 12 to 14 
inches when they have from four to 
six leaves.

No house riser shall be less than % - 
inch pipe.

No branching for cooking stoves shall 
be less than 44-inch pipe. •

Use as few elbows as possiblp; elbows 
not absolutely necessary will be con­
demned. When* impossible to get 
through an obstruction such as a beam, 
offset the pipe rather than use elbows.

For all large buildings the plans for 
piping should be taken up directly with 
the City Plumbing Inspector-before any 
pipe is installed. All piping for fix ­
tures with a great number oi burners 
on them will have to be made larger 
accordingly.

Gas is never to be supplied from a 
smaller pipe to a larger one.

Pipe must be free from obstructions.
White lead or other joining mater­

ial should be used sparingly so as not 
to clog the pipe.

The riser must be extended to a 
point within 18 inches of the proposed 
location of the meter, and to right of 
same at least 20 inches above floor.

Meter should not be located near 
furnaces or ovens, locked in compart­
ments or placed in any other position 
where they will be Inaccessible or lia­
ble to injury. Under no condition will 
a fitter or plumber or other person 
disconnect any meter, connect to or 
disturb piping between main and 
meter.

When to accomodate different ten­
ants, one or more meters are desired in 
a given building, the gas supplying 
company will set as many meters as 
there are separate consumers, connect­
ing the meters to one service pipe, pro­
vided that the risers or pipes leading to 
these different tenants are extended to 
within 18 inches of the proposed loca­
tion of the meters, which are to be set 
m  the same location.

Risers should not be scattered, but 
should drop together in alignment to 
the room where meters are to be set. 
They should be kept at least three 
inches apart, and should not extend 
Jess than 20 Inches from the floor.

Union and valves must not be used 
In conclead work, but long threads. If 
.necessary, should be used. . . .

Long runs of horizontal pipe should 
dc firmly supported at short intervals 
by metal fasteners to prevent sagging.

All branch outlet pipes should be 
taken from the sides or tops o f run­
ning lines, never from below.

Bracket pipes should be run from be­
low when practicable. Drop exten­
sions must be supported with at least 
three supports, one under pipe at drop, 
one across drop between cap or ell or 
bend and one half-way between drop 
and main pipe. All supports are to be 
3'*x 1” or larger lumber. Two sup­
ports must be used for all bracket ex­
tensions, one directly under riser ell 
and one half way between ell and main 
rupply pipe.

House pipes should be so run and 
covered as to be readily accessible. No 
cast Iron fittings smaller than 3 inches 
are to be used.

No Individual, firm or corporation 
shall enter upon the installation, con­
struction or reconstruction o f  any work 
provided for herein until a permit has 
been Issued by the City Plumbing In ­
spector, covering each Installation or 
addition to be made, and when required 
by the said City Plumbing Inspector, 
plans and specifications for the pro­
posed work must be filed with him be­
fore the permit is granted or during 
the progress of said work; provided, 
however, the City Plumbing Inspector 
may issue a general permit to any in­
dividual, firm or corporation owning 
cr controlling any building for a term 
not exceeding three (3) months from 
the date thereof, authorizing minor al­
terations or changes, but such permit 
’•hall be revocable. No permits will be 
required for the repair or adjustment 
o f  gas piping, appliances, fixtures and 
apraratus.

Section 3: When the plumber or fit­
ter has completed the system c f  piping 
and has all full drop and bracket ex­
tensions and heater openings firmly 
and permanently fastened, he shall 
test the piping and if found tight, file 
a written application for  tests with the 
City Plumbing Inspector and the City 
Plumbing Inspector or one o f his as­
sistants will call and inspect the piping 
and witness the test, and if the City 
Plumbing Inspector or such assistant, 
finds the piping tight and the sire and 
work in accordance with the Provisions 
of this ordinance, then the Citv Plumb­
ing Inspector or such assistants will is­
sue and deliver proper certificate to 
such effect.

The pining must, he tight under n 
pressure of ten inches o f mercury col­
umn. This test will he made before tV* 
fixtures are hung and appliances con­
nected and hefore the pinin'* closed tn 
The use of gas fitter’s cement, for re­

Any additional ninine o f  outlets In­
stalled after a certificate <<s "ranted 
must be reported for inspection and 
test.

No ess fitter, plumber or other per­
son doing work In any house or struc­

ture shall conceal any ot said gas pip­
ing until certificate of inspection is 
issued and inspection card attached to 
said piping.

Section 8: If any person, firm or cor­
poration shall fail or refuse to remedy 
any defects found by the City Plumb­
ing Inspector or his assistants in any 
work, provided for herein, within sev­
enty-two hours after notice to do so, 
the City Plumbing Inspector shall not 
issue any further permits to such per­
son, firm or corporation until such de­
fects are remedied; or if it is shown 
that said person, firm or corporation 
is incompetent to do such work, then 
the license o f such person, firm or cor­
poration shall be subject to forfeiture 
by the City Council. The City Council 
may forfeit the license of any person, 
firm or corporation for violation of any 
of the provisions o f this ordinance or 
such future ordinance of the City of 
Muleshoe as may hereafter be passed; 
provided, that the forfeiture of any 
such license shall not in any manner 
affect the liability of the principal or 
sureties on the bond of any person, 
firm or corporation for any work here­
in provided for previously done by such 
person, firm or corporation; also, pro­
vided that in the event that the license 
of any person, firm or corporation is­
sued under the terms of this ordinance 
or further ordinances of the City of 
Muleshoe, pertaining thereto, said per­
son, firm or corporation shall not be 
granted, another license for a period of 
one year after the date of the cancel­
lation of previous license.

Section 7; Any and all gas piping, 
appliances, fixtures and apparatus or 
material, which may at any time be­
come defective and in the opinion of 
the City Plumbing Inspector or his as­
sistants likely to cause leaks, firss or 
accidents or to endanger persons or 
iroperty, shall be condemned by the 
said City Plumbing Inspector or his 
assistants and when, in his opinion, it 
s deemed necessary in order to pre- 
rent such accident or danger, said City 
°lumbing Inspector or his assistants is

hereby authorized to disconnect such 
gas piping, appliances, fixtures and ap­
paratus, or to cause the service of gas 
to such consumers to be discontinued 
until the person or persons owning or 
using such gas piping, appliances, fix­
tures, apparatus or material shall cause 
the same to be put in safe condition 
and tested and approved by the City 
Plumbing Inspector.

When any gas piping, appliances, 
fixtures, apparatus or material o f any 
nature whatsoever have been in any 
manner disconnected and rendered In­
operative by the City Plumbing Inspec­
tor or the service discontinued, as set 
forth in the foregoing provisions, it 
shall be unlawful for any person or 
persons to In any manner reconnect 
the same or cause the same to be re­
connected to any supply of gas or to 
use the same as a part of any gas pip­
ing system until they have been put in 
safe condition and a certificate of ac­
ceptance has been issued by the City 
Plumbing Inspector.

Section 8: In every gas installation 
all piping and attachments must be of 
at least such capacity as will supply 
gas up to the full maximum require­
ments of all appliances contemplated to 
be connected thereon according to the 
requirements o f this ordinance.

No gas piping, appliances, fixtures or 
apparatus or the installation, construc­
tion, reconstruction or repair thereof, 
for which a permit :s issued shall be 
put to use or connected to any supply 
of gas until inspected and accepted by 
the City Plumbing Inspector.

All applications for Inspection will be 
held at least twenty-four hours after 
the same are filed. It Is required that 
said individual, firm or corporation or 
his or its representatives shall person­
ally inspect every installation before 
a card for inspection is filed and that 
all work for which the inspection la 
asked shall be complete.

Applications for re-inspection must 
be made out on new cards the same as 
the original application, stating wheth­
er the first, second or third Inspection.

Telephone or verbal requests will not 
be considered.

When any gas piping, appliance, fix­
ture or apparatus is found to have been 
Installed without proper permit or not
in accordance with the provisions of 
this ordinance, the City Plumbing In­
spector, or his assistants, is hereby 
authorized and empowered to prevent 
any supply of gas thereto or to the 
consumer until such permit has been 
secured from the said City Plumbing 
Inspector and such work inspected or 
re-inspected, and approved.

Applications for inspection shall be 
filed with the said City Plumbing In­
spector and accompanied by a fee of 
One ($1.00) Dollar for the first two 
openings and 25 cents for each opening 
thereafter. A fee of One ($1.00) Dollar 
slia.ll be charged for each Inspection 
after the second inspection made on 
condemned installations for each open­
ing.

Before any such gas piping, appli­
ances, fixtures, or apparatus construc­
ted or furnished under permits here­
after granted, shall be approved, or any 
certificate of acceptance of the same 
be granted, the said work must be com­
plete, and in compliance with the pro­
visions of this ordinance.

Plumbers or gas fitters shall consult 
Gas Company for the location of met­
ers before starting job. The plumber 
or gas fitter shall be held responsible 
for any changes in meter risers in­
stalled in locations not authorised by 
gas company.

Section 9: Any gas installation not 
specifically covered by this ordinance 
must be approved by the City Plumb­
ing Inspector.

Section 10: All powers conferred by 
this ordinance upon the City Plumb­
ing Inspector are hereby likewise con­
ferred upon his assistants and such 
assistants and each o f them may like­
wise exercise all such powers.

ordinance take effect at once and it is

CITY ORDINANCE NO. 13

An ordinance providing certain rules 
and regulations governing plumbers in 
the installation of plumbing work with­
in the City of Muieshoe; providing a 
License therefor, and providing for a 
penalty.
BE TT ORDAINED BY THE CITY 
COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MULE- 
SHOE: ,

Section 1: That all persons, firms or 
corporations doing plumbing business 
within the City of Mulesfioe shall, be­
fore  making any connections with the 
City Water mains or the City Sani­
tary Sewer, execute and deliver to the 
City of Muieshoe a good and sufficient 
bond, as hereinafter required and ob­
tain a license as hereinafter required 
and shall, before attempting to do any 
work or make any sewer connections or 
water connections installing or con­
structing plumbing, obtain a permit 
from the City Insiiector o f the City of 
Muieshoe.

Section 2: Application blanks for 
sewer connections, water connections, 
installing or constructing plumbing 
shell be furnished by the City. The 
plumbing Inspector shall approve or 
countorisgn all applications for water 
or  sewer connections before permits for 
said applications shall be issued.

(a) Any plumber of firm of plum­
bers, desiring to open any street, alley, 
or make any connections to the City 
Sewer, shall upon application approped 
by the Plumbing Inspector, provided all 
fees, if any, shall have been paid, re­
ceive a permit to connect with the sew­
er as the terms of the applications for 
said permit shall have specified.

(b) Any plumber, or firm of plum­
bers, desiring to construct or install any 
fixture or fixtures in any building or 
house In the corporate limits of the 
City, or to connect any fixture or fix­
tures in any building or house that 
may have been disconnected for any 
reason whatsoever shall obtain a per­
mit from City Inspector before said 
work can be Installed, constructed or 
reconstructed, as the case may be

(c) No connection to City’s Sewer or 
water shall be made by anyone ex­
cept a bonded Plumber

(d) The service supply to each and 
every fixture located in any building 
in  the business district of the City, 
shall be provided with a separate com­
pression stop cock in supply under 
each fixture.

<e> All buidings and dwellings and

hydrants in  yards, shall bo controlled 
by separtate stop waste, and pipes con­
nected therewith must be so arranged 
tiiat they empty when the water is 
shut off.

Plumbers are prohibited from cotv 
meeting or supplying steam boilers with 
voter direct from main; all such con­
nections must be made from tank of 
e ffic ien t capacity to hold at least six 
tour's supply of water.

Section 3: All house sewers must be 
made of best grade o f vitrified salt 
glazed tile pipe and Y  s and regulation 
turves of not less than 6-lnch inside 
diameter, and three-fourths inches 
thick, held in trench o f uniform grade, 
in as direct line as possible from main 
‘ o two feet inside property line, from 
this point 4-inch tile may be used to 
within three feet o f outside building 
wall with bell holes provided and joints 
well cemented with two parts of well 
screened sand and one part of best 
Portland cement. These pipes to be 
laid at least twelve Inches deep and a- 
bove that depth (when within twenty 
feet of any building) to be extra heavy- 
cast iron pipe. No traps or any man­
ner of obstruction to the free flow of 
airthrough the whole course o f the 
drain and soil pipe to be allowed and 
any mechanic who shall directly or in­
directly make or cause or allow to be 
placed, or made, any trap construction 
or obstacle anywhere in the course of 
such pipe or sewer, or any person thus 
offending shall be subject to the pen­
alties of this chapter and shall in ad­
d ition , pay the cost of rectifying the 
wrong. All connections between lead 
wastes and tile sewers must be made 
with brass ferrule and extra heavy cast 
iron pipe. Sewer for two or more 
buildings must not be less 
than six inches in diameter. No tile 
sewer shall pass within fifteen feet of 
any open well or underground cistern. 
Stone pipe or any other pipe when 
found in any building and not in san­
itary condition must be removed and 
eytra heavy cast iron pipe be substi­
tuted.

(a) No service pipe shall be of less 
than three-quarters o f on inch.

(b) All pipes connected directly or 
indirectly with the the Water Works 
system shall be laid at least sixteen 
inches below the surface of the ground 
where laid under private or public 
premises o ff the street. In the streets 
to be not less than 22 inches below the 
surface of the street.

<c> All connections for fire protec­
tion must be dependent o f all surface 
pipes.

Section 4. All waste pipe from three 
feet outside of outside wall of build­
ings must be cast iron or lead pipe,

Cleanouts shall be placed on the bot­
tom Of each stack where accessable.

| BE IT  ORDAINED BY THE CITY 
COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MULE- 

I SHOE, TEXAS:
I Section 1: That all companies, firms, 
co-partnerships, corporations of indi- 

! vlduals, (except public telephone, tele- 
: graph and messenger call companies 
(operating under a regular franchise 
'granted by the City of Muleshoe. Tex­
as.) who desire to have electric wiring, 
electric fixtures, appliances or apparu 
tus installed in or on any building (ex­
cept central stations, power houses and 
sub-stations belonging to the electric 
light or street railway companies oper­
ating under a franchise) shall, before 
such installation is done, procure a 
permit from the City Electrical Su­
perintendent. The term “electric wir­
ing” herein used is intended to mean 
the installation of electric wires, fix­
tures, appliances or apparatus, or the 
addition to any wire, fixture, appliance 
or Apparatus used or to be used on or 
in any building for the purpose of 
transmitting eiectircal current for elec­
tric light, heat or power, gas lighting 
systems, house annunciators, burglar 
alarms, electric bells, electric signal 
systems, or installing electrical appara­
tus of any nature, kind or description.

In order to procure a permit for the 
installation of electric wiring, the said 
companies, firms, co-partnerships, cor- 
iiorations or individuals shall, before 
having any electrical work commenced, 
or any addition made to old wiring, 
make written application to the City 
Electrical Superintendent, and shall

iay the said City Electrical Superin- 
endent the amount as required by the 

following schedule:
Fees for permits—For from one to 

five outlets for now work, the sum of 
50 cents. For each additional outlet 
10 cents. All switch loops other than 
entrance switch loops are classed as 
outlets.

f o r  arc lights, either series or in­
candescent. and ceiling fans; For each 
arc or fan 25 cents, where the number 
does not exceed three, and for each 
additional arc or fan 10 cents.

This rate to be for arc or fan. either 
connected to old outlets or when new 
installations are made.

Motors and generators—For electri­
cal motors, each $1.00; for electric 
generators used for light or power pur­
poses, including switchboard and con­
nections from generator, each $2.00 

For addition to Old Work—For one 
outlet, 50 cents, for more than one out­
let and not more than five, 50 cents- 
for each outlet in excess of five, 10 cts.

Electric signs—For each electric sign 
a rate of 75 cents win be charged.
, I f- *°r any reason after a permit is 
Lssued. it is necessary to provide ad­
ditional outlets, a fee of 50 cents shall 
be charged for each five additional 
outlets not Included In the permit and 
a new permit must be taken out to

cover all additional work for five or 
more outlets.

For inspection or apparatus for which 
no fee is herein prescribed, the c m
Elecrtical Superintendent shall charge 
75 cents for the first horn- or part 
thereof, and 50 cents for each addit­
ional hour or part thereof, engaged in 
making the inspection.

Where an addition or extension is 
made to any electric installation er 
any change made therein on which a 
certificate has been issued on  original 
work, then a permit must be obtained 
for such addition, change or extension, 
whether obtained on original work c* 
n ot and in the event a permit is nrt 
taken out as herein prescribed, then 
an inspection fee shall be charged tor 
the entire installation.

Section 2. On the completion of the 
work covered by a permit in  accord­
ance with the rules of this ordinance, 
and to the satisfaction o f the City 
Electrical Superintendent, said CRg 
Electrical Superintendent shall issue a 
certificate o f Inspection. In  this cer­
tificate said City Electrical Superin­
tendent shall certify that the work is 
in accordance with the rules gowrln- 
Ing the respective class to which K 
belongs, as specified by this ordinance

The City Electrical Super­
intendent is hereby given the authority 
to refuse to issue a permit for any 
addition or any extension to any wir­
ing system in or on any building where 
Ure wiring is in  an unsafe condition. 
I f, after a permit is issued, the work 
lor any reason covered by this permit, 
or  any old work in the building not 
covered by the permit, does ~ *  
cotnply with the regulations 
this ordinance, the City Electrical 
Superintendent may refuse to issue a 
certificate of inspection, and all owners 
of buildings, all electric light, heat 
and power companies, shall be notified 
not to have connection made, nor to 
connect to any bu&dlng without hav­
ing a certificate o f  inspection or writ­
ten permission from  the -City Electri­
cal Superintendent , .

Upon the application of any individ­
ual the City Electrical Superintendent 
Khali inspect or cause to be inspected 
any old wiring or electrical apparatus 
in  any building within the corporate 
limits o f the City o f Muleshoe upon 
the payment of the fee corering such 
work, and shaU thereupon issue a cer­
tificate if the work be in accordance 
with the provisions o f this ordinance. 
In case the work does not comply with 
the ordinance he shall issue a written 
statement as to changes necessary to 
bring the work up to standard. Under 
no consideration shall a certificate be 
issued on work that is concealed in 
such a manner that it cannot be ex­
amined.

Section 4. It shall be unlawful for 
any electric light or heat and power 
companies to do any wiring o f any 
nature in or on any building, (except­
ing power houses and substations of 
electric light, heat and power compan­
ies operating under a franchise grant­
ed by the City o f Muleshoe) for which 
a permit has not been issued, or to 
make any electrical connection to any 
building until a certificate stating that

business blocks, hotels, apartment 
Houses, an Inspection will be made of 
Hlferent sections of the work at the 
iiscretion of the Inspection depart­
ment, in order not to delay the other 
work in connection with the construc­
tion of the building.

Section 9. Nothing herein contained 
shall be construed as granting permis­
sion for excavations in the streets, al­
leys or sidewalks or other public 
Trounds of the city without full com - 
nllance with all laws and ordinances o f 
the City of Muleshoe covering excava­
tions in the streets and other public 
grounds of the city.

used in all electrical w ort done within 
the City Limits, tliat all entrance wire 
shall be run with not less than 10 BS 
guage wire; that each base or wall re­
ceptacle shall be rated as two ceiling 
outlets, and no one circuit shall lie per­
mitted to carry more tlian the equal 
of Eight ceiling lights; that each re­
ceptacle for an ironing board shall be 
rated at 660 watts and shall be wired 
on a separate circuit and all ranges 
must be weired on No. 6 or larger wire

All joints shall 
he soldered and taped with rubber and 
friction tape, and where any joint be 
found taped but not soldered the in­
spector may and shall require same to 
be 'intaped and left so until soldered 
and again inspected. No light shall be 
placed in closets except ceiling lights 
controlled by wall switches, and no 
cord drops shall be placed in clothes 
closets. No pipe or other metal mater­
ial shall be placed nearer than three 
inches to any electrical work, unless 
the Inspector be first notified and the 
wires changed or protected. When any 
wiring or other electrical work lias been 
done in such manner as to comply with 
any other ordinance or ordinances in 
force in the City of Muleshoe and with 
rules of the National Board of Fire 
Underwriters in force at the time, the 
inspector shall leave a certificate of 
inspection and approval attached to 
ihe metal loop or in  other convenient

That any person violat­
ing any o f the terms or provisions of 
this ordinance shall be subject to a 
fine in any sum not exceeding Two 
Hundred ($200.00) Dollars, upon con­
viction in the Corporation Court. That 
In addition to  the said fine, the court 
shall have the power, it  it deems best, 
to declare forfeited any license granted 
to any plumber or plumbers, under the 
provisions of this ordinance, and in 
such event no permit or license shall 
be thereafter granted to any such 
plumber or plumbers to do plumbing 
work in the city, unless expressly au­
thorized to do so by the City Council 
o f the City o f Muleshoe.

Section 30- No person or persons, or 
corporation carrying on the plumbixfe 
business shall allow his or her name 
to be used by any person directly or 
indirectly, either to  obtain a permit or 
permits, or  to do any w ort under his or 
her bonds.

Section 31. That this ordinance shaB 
take effect from and after April 1st, 
1930. as In the ordinances In such cases 
made and provided.
