Why America Has a Farm Problem
THE FARMER’S SHARE OF THE CONSUMER'S DOLLAR 
IS  LESS THAN IN THE PRE-WAR PERIOD
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Another reason why Ajmerica 
has a farm problem is that far­
mers’ products bring them less, 
than their usual share of the na­
tional income. In 1910, when far­
mers were on a parity basis, they 
were getting about 18 percent of 
the national income.

The smallest share farmers have 
received since 1910 was in 1932 
when their share was about 6

percent of the nation’s total. In 
1939 farmers were still getting 
slightly less than 19 percent of 
the national income . . . even 
though they make up 24 percent 
of the nation’s population.

Measures to increase the farm 
income include means for stab­
ilizing supplies and prices of farm 
products, marketing quotas, crop 
loans, and crop insurance.

CCC Eligibility 
Standards Revised

Word has been received that 
young men between the age of 17 
and 23% years who are ¡of good 
character and are unemployed and 
in need o f employment are now 
eligible for enrollment in the Ci­
vilian Conservation Corps not­
withstanding the fact that their 
families are not in ineed of the 
customary allotment. The appli­
cant will be required to supply the 
usual proof of age and, if indica­
ted, citizenship and previous ser­
vice in the Corps. He will also 
be required to bring a statement 
from the head of his family to 
the efect that the allotment of 
$22.00 is not needed) in the fam­
ily. Then h,e will qualify on a 
“deposit”  basis, which means that 
the amount of the allotment will 
be deposited for the enrollee until 
the end off the enlistment period-

However, applicants chosen 
from families in which the allot­
ment is needed, will be given prior­
ity. Allotments from this latter 
group will continue to be sent to 
the dependents.

All young men interested in en­
rolling in CCC should contact the 
[County Welfare Worker in their 
respective counties at ¡once since 
there will be an enrollment in the 
early part o f July.

The loan program, Greene, said, 
enables tenant farmers to pur­
chase farms o f their own under 
the Bankhead-ones Farm Tenant 
Act of 1937.

NYA Offers Various 
Types Of Work

A wide variety of work experi­
ence and training will be offered 
boys and giris working on Na­
tional Youth Administration pro­
jects in the Lubbock District dur­
ing the next fiscal year which 
starts July 1, according to A. V. 
Bullock, District Director.

Plans have been made to have 
projects to employ at least eight 
¡hundred bojys and girls in the 
twenty-four counties in this dis­
trict, Bullock said. The project 
will include Resident Training 
Centers for ¡both boys and girls, 
¡Homemaking Crafts projects for 
girls, both woodwork, and metal 
work and machine shop projects 
for boys, clerical projects and a 
number of construction projects.

All projects have been planned 
so as to give the youth job train­
ing and work experience to fit Ihim 
for private employment.

A t present one full1 timé Resi­
dent Center is being operated for 
fifty  bflfys sponsored! by Texas 
Technological College. Two part 
time Resident Center for girls be- 
jng (operated give homemaking 
[training to sixty-eight girls. The 
projects are located’ in Anson and 
Lubbock. Homemaking crafts pro­
jects are being operated in Lub­
bock, Crosbyton and Paducah. 
Other such projects are being 
planned feldr Pfl4«nvi,ew, Lamosa, 
and other towns in the district.

Three workshops are in opera­
tion, located at Lubbock, Snyder, 
and Lamiesa, giving unemployed 
youth experience and training to 
help fit themselves for earning a 
living. The training includes 
woodworking, radio, sheetmetal 
work, aits and crafts, and farm 
sfelop work. Several other projects 
of this type will be started in this 
district according to Bullock.

Clerical projects will be oper­
ated in each of the twenty-four 
counties in each of the twenty-four 
counties in the district in which 
youths may gain experience which 
will enable them! to work into jobs 
in private employment.

Plans have also been made for 
several construction projects 
which will include the building o f 
auditoriums, libraries, school bus 
garages, and athletic stadiums.

Answer—The American Masto­

don was a close relative of the 
modern elephant. It was pres­
ent in America untl relatively late 
geologic time, and ranged over 
most of North America. Its fos-

silized remains Lave been found in 
several places in Texas and are 
exhibited in the Texas Memorial 
Museum, Austin, Texas.

Question —  Who was the first 
settler on purchased school land 
wèst of the Pecos Ever?

Answer—Ths is indefinite, but 
it reported to Land Commissioner 
Bascom Giles that his friend Tom 
Riggs of Fort Stockton claims 
the distinction. Mr. Eiggs is re­
ported as saying that when he 
settled in the Barrilla Mountains 
the full moon was no larger than 
a lemon and there were no stars 
at all. (Commissioner Giles states 
that he would like to hear from 
any ¡other claimants.)

Question —  What is the largest 
land grant in Texaa?

Answer — It s the San Juan de 
Carrecitos grant, issued to Jose 
Narcissco Cavazos in 1792, con­
taining 601,657 acres. It is lo­
cated in Cameron, Hidalgo, Wil­
lacy, and Kennedy Counties.

Question —  What is the defini­
tion as 'giv^n in the statute o f a 
crippled child?

Answer — “ A  crippled child is 
defined as any person of normal 
mentality, under twenty-one years 
of age, whose physical functions 
or movements are impaired by 
reason of a joint, bone ,or muscle 
defgect or deformity to the extent 
that the child is or may be ex­
pect d to be totally or partially 
incapacitated for education or re­
munerative occupation. To be eli­
gible for the service under this 
Act, the child’s disability must be 
such that it is reasonable to ex­
pect that such child can be im­
proved through hospitalization, 
medical or surgical care, artificial 
appliance, or through combination 
of these services.”

Question — How did Honey 
Grove get its name? j

Answer —  Harry L. Thompson, 
editor of the Honey Grove Signal- 
Citizen, answers this question as 
follows: “ It has been handed down 
from mouth to ear for generations 
that Davy Crockett and his men 
were on their way to the Alamo 
and camped in a grove where they 
found an abundance of honey in 
the grass—thus the name Honey 
Grove. It has also been handed 
•down that the name “Davy Crock­
ett’ was1 carved on the trees'; The 
citizenry of this town are very 
proud of the name given and more

modern generations have given it 
a sub-title, ‘The Sweetest Town in 
Texas.’ ”

city of Bryan, named?

Answer—For William Joel Bry­
an, whose grandson is present 
president of the First National 
Bank at Bryan, Travis B. Bryan. 
The city was founded in I860.—

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Dr. Cox’s Weekly 
Health Letter

★  F A S H I O N  P R E V I E W  * Livestock Industry 
In Texas Increasing

Proof that the livestock indus­
try of Texas is fully awake to the 
'possibilities and future demands, 
resulting from the European war 
and this nation’s own defense 
program, was cited today by J. 
E. McDonald, State ¡Commission­
er of Agriculture, in revealing an 
unprecedented number of requests 
for leasing of state owned jacks 
and stallions.

“ Texas bred mules and horses 
have always ranked at the top 
in both peace time and in war, 
and as result of the present dom­
estic ,and foreign conditions, this 
demand is increasing rapidly.

“ With July 1 as the deadline 
for new annual leasing contracts, 
the list of available jacks, state 
owned, has already been exhaust­
ed, while there are only approx­
imately 50 stallions remaining un­
leased for next year. In this 
class are saddle,- draft, morgans 
and thorough bred stallions, and 
with last minute applications this 
number is expected to be quickly 
exhausted.

“ Since the state launched the 
program of leasing jacks and stal­
lions to farmers and ranchers in 
1934 under the provisions of the 
racing statute, the value of live­
stock in Texas has been increas­
ed by §3,500,000-

“ While motorized blitzkriegs 
have taken a prominent spot in 
present war manuevers reports 
received from the battlefront show 
the draft animal is still carrying 
his part on a major scale. The 
same is time along the domestic 
front where the tractor is used 
for large scale farming, but with 
the horse and mule in increasing 
demand for small farm opera­
tions.”

“The child’s day during vacation 
this summer should be schedul­
ed to include a period of rest be­
fore meals, because uninterrupted 
strenuous play tends to spoil ap­
petite and may retard digestion,”  
stated Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State 
Health Officer.

“ There is no doubt as to the 
value of play and exercise in sti­
mulating appetite, vigor and en­
durance. However, when carried 
out to the extent of bringing a- 
bout definite fatigue, play and ex­
ercise often exert an opposite ef­
fect.

“ The average dhild enters 
wholeheartedly into play both phy­
sically and emotionally. When al­
lowed to play hard up to meal­
time, he comes to the table in a 
fatigued, excited state with poor 
appetite, temporarily impaired di­
gestive capacities and a tendency 
to gulp his food hastily. There­
fore, a rest period before eating is 
o f benefit to a child.

A charming custom that has become popular is the mother-daughter 
duplicate dressing. For play-time, May Good Housekeeping suggests muslin 
worn with little boleros. They wash beautifully and don't have to be ironed. 
Colors are turquoise, trillium rose, lupin blue or gladiola pink.

“ Careful studies have also shown 
that excessive as well as insufic- 
ient activity reduces one’s physi­
cal capacities. The reserve cap­
acity of children is relatively 
small, varies with individuals and 
may be easily exceeded.

“ Hard play in the evening up 
to bedtime usually disturbs sleep, 
the ill effects of overactivity are 
more likely to be observed in the 
spring after the reltively seden­
tary life o f the winter season. An­
other period when play becomes 
excessive, is at the beginning of 
summer vacation when children 
have their first opportunity at 
day long physical activity.

“ Properly regulated camps, city 
playgrounds and other community 
recreational facilities for the chil­
dren offer model schedules for 
supervised play with a good bal-

ance of exercise and rest.”

Plans for the purchase of Am­
erican surplus fpod supplies by 
the Red Cross at about one-half 
¡market price has been announced 
by the United States Department 
of Agriculture. The shipment for 
war refugees in France will in­
clude 5,881,000 pounds of wheat 
flour, 1,250,000 pounds o f corn 
meal, 750,000 pounds of lard, 800,- 
000 drums of prunes and 800,000 
pounds of raisins.

Refrigerator Used 
By Quints Now On 
Display At Fair

The recent sixth birthday of 
the quintuplets brought consider­
able public attention to the orig­
inal refrigerator that was used in 
protecting the food o f the Dionne 
quintuplets shortly after their 
birth six years ago, which is now 
on exhibit at the New York Fair 
where it creates) a great d(eal of in­
terest on the part of visitors, ac­
cording to C. H. Elliott, owner and 
sales manager of the Elliott Ap­
pliance Co.

“ One of the many individual dis­
plays that form part of the gas 
industries’ exhibit group known at 
the New York World’s Fair as 
‘Gas Wonderland’ is the actual re­
frigerator that was hurried to the 
small farm house in the Canadian 
northwoods where the Dionne 
quintuplets were bom.

“ The refrigerator which was 
donated to the guardians of the 
quintuplets by tne manufacturers

of Servel Electrolux refrigerators 
at Evansville, Ind., was welcomed 
by Dr. Dafoe and the nurses who 
were in charge of the children. It 
was used! to preserve the human 
milk with which the tiny imma­
ture infants were fed.

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Start Now To 
Fight Insects On 
Cotton Plants

No part of the Southwestern 
Cotton belt is entirely free from 
insect depredations and most of 
this area is subject to attacks by 
all four of the “cotton bandits,” 
at one time or another through 
the growing season. IHappily en­
ough we seldom have all four in 
the some field in the same season, 
Ibut no season passes whehe they 
are prevalent without some dam­
age the crop. Like weeds, they 
are aconstant threat, and also 
like weeds, they can be controlled 
¡by the timely use o f right methods.

The cotton flea hopper and the 
boll weevil are the most common 
and the most dangerous o f the 
four bandits which are annually 
robbing Southwestern cotton farm 
ers of approximately one bale out 
of eight. They are first in the 
field, and often appear together. 
The flea hopper is difficult to see 
Unless one is trained to look for 
it, but its presence is suggested 
(When the tiny fruit buds fall off 
before they grow to be “ squares.” 
This is oten attributed to lack of 
moisture or excess moisture, which 
may be the case in the season 
when the plants are loaded with 
fruit, or take a spurt of growth 
after a rain succeeding a dry per­
iod. A t early fruiting time, how­
ever, the stalk is not overloaded 
and if it is failing to hold the fruit 
Ibuds, it is highly probable that 
the flea hopper is responsible.

A t this time boli weevils are 
coming out of winter quarters, and 
if  they are present can usually be 
found in the cool of the day around 
the terminal buds. They cannot 
multiply until squares are large 
enough for egg desposition. Those 
which die naturally or killed by 
by poison at this stage of cotton 
growth (early fruiting) will nev­
er have progeny. “ Pre-square poi­
soning”  is therefore a measure of 
insurance to delay heavy summer 
infestations of boll weevil.

It is quite practical to dust for 
.¡both boll weevils and flea hoppers 
with one operation, using a mix- 

—- re of calcium arsenate, one part, 
to* dusting sulphur two parts. It 
bas been found that the mixture 
is more effective against both in­
sects than the same materials us­
ed alone—calcium arsenate for boll 
weevil and sulphur for flea hop­
pers. When both are present,

therefore, the mixture should be 
used.

A machine which blows the ma­
terial directly into the foliage of 
the cotton plants can be had in 
various sizes to suit the acreage, 
from a hand gun costing S20 or 
less to a horse-drawn or tractor 
achine costing up to §350. It is a 
waste of effort and materials to 
merely sprinkle it on the plants 
with a gunny sack or other make­
shift.

At early fruiting stage of the 
cotton, (it is important to save the 
first friuts, which make the ear­
ly crop and bestbolls ) it requires 
only a small amount of dust to 
thoroughly cover the plants. At all 
stages the amount applied is gov­
erned by the size of the plants and 
luxuriance of foliage, the rule be­
ing to get a complete covei'age at 
each application.

Pre-square poisoning, especial­
ly if flea hoppers are present, is 
the first battle of the war and one 
of tht most important, but it is 
not enough alone if conditions are 
favorable for the multiplication of 
the insects. It is well known that 
hot, dry weather reduces boll we­
evil numbers, but the conditions 
which bring the flea hopper into 
the cotton fields are not so well 
understood. Nothing but close ob­
servation in the field can tell 
wether the insects are present in 
damaging numbers.

The price of a cotton crop is 
eternal vigilance, with insects as 
with weeds. Keeping ahead of 
them is moree ffective and more 
economical than waiting for them 
to get a good start. I f a regular 
dusting schedule for the control 
of boll weevils and flea hoppers 
is carried out, the early broods 
of leaf worms will also be held 
down. Sulphur also reduces the 
numbers of aphis (cotton lice) 
which sometimes dwarf the plant 
by sucking the succulent foliage.

The “ four bandits”—flea hop­
per, boll weevil, leaf worm, and 
boll worm —  may be defeated with 
one implement and two materials 
— a good dusting machine, cal­
cium arsenate, and dusting sul­
phur. It’s too late to get ready 
for war after the enemy has' al­
ready done serious damage.

7—  Favor Reasonable raise in 
truck load limit.

Having worked in Austin for 
some four years. J know from ac­
tual experience that from 10 to 
25 per cent of the employees in 
practically all departments are 
not needed. In my opinion there 
are too many over-lapping boards 
which we do not need. The tax­
payers are overburdened with 
needless employees.

Thousands upon thousands of 
dollars have been remitted in tax­
es to wealthy cities like »Hous­
ton, etc., thus causing the burden 
to be heavier on the people on the 
farm. No tax has ever been re­
mitted for West Texas. I shall 
oppose any effort to remit taxes 
in local areas at the expense of 
the rest o f the state.

I shall cast every vote and lend 
every effort to the immediate pas­
sage of legislation that will pay to 
the Old People, thé Crippled Chil­
dren, the Indigent Blind and the 
Teacher that which the people of 
Texas said should be paid and 
should have been paid more than 
two years ago. The legislature in 
the past has been able to find 
money to appropriate for the 
eradication o f ticks in East Texas 
that, but have utterly failed to 
and for the control of this and 
see the human side and human 
need and have utterly failed to 
heed the demands of the people 
concerning social security.

It is my intention to introduce a 
bill to prohibit State officials 
from wasting the taxpayers money 
and neglecting their own jobs 
which they were elected to per­
form by making it mandatory up­
on any state official to resign at 
the time such officials announces 
or any office other than the one 
to which he has been elected.

•be done , in the. shortest time and 
at the elast expense possible to 
the taxpayers o f Texas.
