Spur will have a new “ lift-the- 
iieceiver”  telephone system as a 
result of the city council’s endorse­
ment Wednesday o f plans outlined 
by W .L. BLakney, district man 
lajgetr, and L. R. Grimes, manager, 
o f the Southwestern Bell Tele­
phone Company.
- “ When the new) system is in op­
eration, Spur telephone users will 
no longer need (t° turn a crank 
when itihpy want to call,”  Blakney 
said. “As soon as a received! is 
lifted, a light will flash on the 
switchboard and the operator -will 
answer. When the receiver is re­
turned to the hook, the light will 
signal jthe operator that the line 
is free for another call. No ‘ring- 
o ff ’ will be necessary.”

To provide the new system, .the 
telephone company will manufac­
ture and install a new “ flash­
light” switchboard especially de­
signed for the city’s present and 
future telephone needs, rearrange 
outside wires and! cables, and fur­
nish new “ crankless” telephones to 
all subscribers. This will require 
a ¡gross expendture of more than 
$ 11,000.00.

‘Where will be no batteries in 
subscribers’ telephones with, the 
new system,” the district manager 
explained. “ Power for signalling 
the operator, as well as for talk­
ing, will ¡be furnished for all tele­
phones Iby central batteries in the 
telephone office. The name “ com­
mon battery system’ is derived 
from this method of supplying 
power.

Q. Do any families still own 
land in Texas granted to an an­
cestor by Spain or Mexico?

A- Yes. In Webb, Starr, Zap­

ginal grantees. These grants were 
titled between the years 1767 and

A. For information about coins 
write L. J. Struhall, office of the 
Internal Revenue department, Au­
stin /who will freely answer any 
question about coins and who is 
regarded as an authority on the 
subject. (Enclose postage for re­
ply.)

Q. Are there many Texans in­
terested in collecting articles of 
early Texas?

A. Yes. A  large number and in

every part of ¡Texas. Their num­
ber is on the increasesince the 
state now has its official muse­
um at Austin. The Texas Mem­
orial Museum sponsored by the 
American Legion. This institu­
tion offers fireproof place of ex­
hibit where collections are viewed- 
annually by thousands from all 
countries of Texas, every state 
in the United States, and many 
foreign countries.

Ques.—To what extent is sul­
phur- deposit in Texas?

Ans.— Texas produces an aver­
age of approximately 1,500,000 
tons of sulphur annually which is

Brother Of Local 
Man Passed Away

A. J. Johnson told) us the story 
o f the death of his brother, Wil­
liam J. Johnson, which occurred 
Sunday, May 12. Rev. Johnson’s 
home was at Hollis, Oklahoma, 
and his death, was the result of an 
attack of influenza. Funeral ser­
vices were held at Mollis, Mon­
day, May 13, with Rev. Paul B. 
Cullen, pastor of the First Bap­
tist Church, in charge, assisted by 
Rev. L. S. Abernathy o f Hollis.

Rev. Johnson assisted with the 
organization o f the First Baptist 
Church at Hollis and was the first 
pastor of the church. He was li­
censed to preach at Lonesome 
Dove, near Grapevine, 1881, and 
was ordainedi a minister at Kel­
ler, Texas, in 1891, the late R. K. 
Grimes being a member of the 
|cfrdimation council. ¡He served] 
nearly) 60 years as a minister of 
the Igospel.

Rev. Johnson was. born in Missi­
ssippi January 1, 1856. He came 
with his parents to Texas in 1859, 
the family settling in East Tex­
as. He moved to Greer County, 
then part o f Texas, in 1893 where 
he homesteaded a farm and has 
lived in thjat country ever since. 
He has been on the same farm 
and lived in two states without 
having to move, Greer County be­
coming a part of Oklahoma by a 
Supreme Court decision in 1896. 
When the state was admitted to 
the union in 1906, Harmon Coun­
ty was cut o ff from Greer County, 
arid he became a citizen of that 
county without having to make a 
move.

When he was 22 years of age 
he affiliated with the Baptist 
C ih u r q h , he and: his twice 
brothers being baptised by Rev. J. 
A. Holford in Tarrant County. 
Shortly after he became a student 
for the ministry, and after be­
ing licensed to preach, served a 
number of the pioneer churches 
in Texas and Oklahoma.

He became acquainted with Miss 
Gertrude Coleman while in Collin 
County. This friendship grew in­
to a matrimonial union, and they

were married! in Me Kinney in 
1880. Ten children graded the 
home and eight o f them still sur­
vive. They are: Mrs. ' Ruby
Jenkins of Tulsa, Okla; Mrs. Va­
lerie Garlinghouse o f Colorado 
Springs, Colo.; Dr. H. Lee John­
son, on staff o f State Hospital at 
Fort Supply, Okla.;.

tvill begin as soon as engineering 
plans and specifications are com­
pleted and the new switchboard 
manufactured, a process which 
will require several months, it was 
announced.
