Cotton Insects And
January Weather

By T. C. RICHARDSON, Asso.

Editor Farm and Ranch

More than two weeks of freez-
ing weather in January brought
out the usual optimistic chant
that “well, at least it has killed a
lot of insects.” If severe winter
cold would have destroyed insects,
especially - cotton ' insects, they
should have been wiped out years
ajgo. Since the boll weevil ap-
peared in this countriy nearly half
a century ago we have had much
more severe winters than the one
just past, but the boll weevil con-
tinued to survive and spread un-
til all but a few minor areas in
the cotton belt have been invaded.

Spring and summer weather
conditions have a great deal more

to do with insect infestation than
winter cold, In midwinter hbioll
weevils are in a dormant state,
and are less susceptible to cold
than when they ‘are active in fall
and spring, Also, in widwinter, the
piljarnajting boll weevil is pFo},
tected to a certain extent by his
hiding place. It is of record that
boll weevils frozen in cakes have
thawed out and crawled away. We
are only cheating ourselves when
we assume that cold weather will
prevent a damagmg ‘boll weevil in-
festation next' " summer. It is
quite true that the fewer survive,
the later 'they can mulltiplly to
damaging numbers, but warm,
showery weather in late spring
and early summer usually brings
a heavy infestation ' in time to
seriously damage the cotton
crop. ;

The observant farmer who
watches his cotton ‘crop will us-
ually find weevils present before
squares form. At that stage they
feed around the terminal buds, and

some of them die before they have,

a chance to reproduce. When
squares are large enough for egg
deposition, future boll weevil num-
bers will be largely determined
by weather conditions.

As for the effect of winter cold
on other cotton insects, it has none
whatever. The flea -hopper,
which “attacks the young fruit
buds and causes them to drop off
before they become squares large
enough for the boll weevil to at-
tack, goes through the winter in
the egg stage, on weeds, and win-
ter cold has no effect on the eggs.

The cotton leaf worm, some-
times mistakenly called the army
worm, is a ‘“summer tourist” in
this country. It does not survive
the winter in North America, but
the moths fly northward with the
season, from' their ‘winter habitat

in Central or South America, and |

the first brood is usually not no-
ticed. Only when the well-known
odor of leaf worms warn of their
presence in jgreat numbers, do
most cotton growers. give them a
thought., Quick and efficient
poisonin'g is the only means pf
stopping their damage.

The boll worm, as nearly ev-
eryone knows, is the same as
the corn ear worm. It
is not particularly susceptible to
cold in midwinter, and is always
present in spring in sufficient
numbers to multiply to, serious
proportions before the season is
past. The moth prefers corn, as
long as fresh corn is available on
which to lay eggs, and usually does
not attack cotton until late in the
season. It can, and does some-
times, do a great deal of damage
to cotton late in the season, aft-
er the early broods have: multi-
plied on corn.

Now that we know that Janu-
ary) cold did little or nothing to
prevent cotton insect' damage
next summer, it behooves us’'to be
on the alert to prevent the in-
sects “getting the jump on us.” If
the first fruit buds of cotton are
falling, and .the ‘“coftoniis’ ot

fruiting at the botpom,” as we
say, it is pretty strong evidence
that the flea hopper is at work.
Sulphur dusting is the only rem-
edy.

The control of typhoid fever in
the United States represents an
outstanding achievement in pre-
ventive medicine. In 1900, the
national death rate from this dis-

and; today, the rate is 1.9- [This
marked decrease in typhoid deaths
is based on knowledge of its cause,
how it is spread, and the applica-
tion of control measures. Per-
haps at this time, no other disease
is more vulnerable to scientific at-
tack than typhoid fever. “Indeed,
it is no exaggeration to say that
from a public health point of
view, there should be no typhoid
fever,” declares Wr. Geo. W. Cox,
State Health Officer .

and approximately four thousand
are ill. The average duration of
illness is about six week, which
makes typhoid responsible for the
loss of 168,000 man days in Tex-
as each year.

Typhoid prevention is a simple
procedure. Typhoid vaccine is in-
jected under the skin in the upper
part of the arm, in three doses,
usually at weekly intervals. It
ordinarily protects against' the
disease from two to three years
or longer, although one 'who is
definitely exposed to infection
should be re-vaccinated at more
frequent intervals.

Typhoid fever can be controlled
by the use of pure water, pasteur-
ized milk or clean milk, clean
foods, proper disposal of sewage,
screening againstf flies and de-
stroying their breeding places, by
search for and care of human ty-
phoid carriers, and by the general
practees of vaccination.

Certain people, apparently heal-
thy, carry the germs of typhoid in
their intestines and urinary tract
and cause many cases of typhoid
each year by insanitary personal
habits. They are called typhoid
carriers, and man ycases of ty-
phoid result from personal con-
tact with these carriers.
