He re-enlisted as his 
terms expired and had remained al­
most steadily in Army service since 
he started in when just a yong man. 
He had re-enlisted last February for 
another term and was sent to Curtis 
Wright School of training at Glendale 
with the 49th Air Squadron.

Pvt. Littlefield was the second son 
in the family to die while in service. 
An older brother, R. C. Littlefield, 
died in the first World War.

Marie Antoinette one better—he not 
only suggested the people eat cake, 
l e  had it thrown at them.

For that’s thé way the guests at the 
Molly O’Daniel-Jack D. Wrather, Jr., 
wedding were served last Thursday 
night, when they gathered on the 
Governor’s mansion lawn in Austin.

Nearly 3,000 people gathered in 
Austin, to wait while the wedding 
ceremony was read, uniting in mar­
riage Governor and Senator-elect 
O ’Daniel’s 19-year-old daughter Molly 
and John (Jack) Devereaux Wrather, 
Jr., wealthy, 23-year-old East Texas 
Oil Executive. The event clearly sur­
passed all other smilar festivities held 
at the mansion under the guidance of 
W. Lee O’Daniel.

All the people who were gathered 
there were invited —- R.S.V.P. — some 
o f  them formally, and others blanket- 
ly  by the Governor. Ironically, some 
o f  those asked by engraved invitation 
.to. attend couldn’t get in until every­
thing n'as over. One of these was 
Bep. Jack Rideway of San Antonio.

The wedding proper didn’t go off 
on time, and a steadily increasing 
crowd outside grew more and more 
impatient as time: lagged. They ap­
plauded at intervals like people do in 
movie 'theatres when the film breaks.

The largest part of the crowd stood 
-around a huge platform built up and 
out from! the south wall of the man­
sion and conjectured about what part 
the platform was to play in the cere­
monies. Other crowds hovered eager­
ly  around five huge barrels which 
were alleged to have contained fruit 
juice and around several soda pop 
containers. They were told 'that the 
Covernor said they couldn’t have any­
thing until the wedding was over.

When the: wedding was over, at-, 
tendants brought out the seven large 
wedding cakes and placed them on 
the^jjatform.

After the. cake came the Newly­
wed Wrathers, Jr., and then Governor 
OlDaniel, Mrs. O’Daniel, Mrs. J. D. 
Wrather, the groom’s mother, seven 
bridesmaids, and Pat and Mike O’Dan­
iel, the bride’s brothers, who served 
as ushers.

Mr. and Mrs. Wrather Jr., held a 
knife together, and cut each of the 
cakes, feeding each other a bite of 
each cake and then kissing, to the 
merriment -of the guests. After that, 
the principals retired within the man­
sion and the distributing of the cake 
began, which was process, Rep. 
Clinton Kersey said that he would 
never forget “as long as I live.”

Two men dressed as chefs, with tall 
white hats, and five young ladies 
dressed in white waitresses’ uniforms 
came out with knives and started cut­
ting up the cake. At first, they 
handed each piece, wrapped in a piece 
of paper, to the nearest outstretched 
hand.

Summer Days

Delicious peach pie is a traditional 
dessert feature that is always popu­
lar at this time of year. Peach pie 
looks and tastes good and it brings 
any meal to a satisfying climax.

From the Georgia-Carolinas peach 
belt comes this new recipe. Try it.

First remove skins from peaches. 
This is easily done after allowing the 
peaches to stand in boiling water just 
one minute. Cut in eights and cook 
until soft with just enough water to 
prevent burning. Sweeten to taste. 
Cool and fill crust previously bakefl. 
Cover with whipped cream, sweetened 
and flavored.

Pie Mix—
Six cups flour, two cups lard, four 

teaspoons. salt.
Sift flour, measure and add salt.

One and half cups pie mix. Two and 

one quarter teaspoons ice water.
Add water to pie mix, small amount 

at a time, mixing quickly and evenly 
through the flour and lard until the 
dough just holds a ball.

Results of the initial drive just 
concluded, of the fresh peach co­
operative campaign were most grati­
fying, according to Mr. L. J. Capple- 
irianj'Regional Director for the South­
ern States, Surplus Marketing Admin 
istration, U. S. Department of Agri­
culture, Dallas, Texas.

Cotton Crop 
Harvest Month 
Late Generally

According to a careful survey made 
by the Dint Farmers Congress through 
the facilities of the South Texas Cot­
ton Oil Co. and just released, the cot­
ton crops in the several sections of 
Texas are from one month to six 
weeks late this year.

The Rio Grande Valley is just 
starting to picking its crop August 
first to tenth, and at this time, with 
favorable weather conditions and ef­
fective boll weevil control the general 
estimates place that crop at about 
55,000 bales against a normal average 
crop of 100,000 bales.

It seems to be the concensus of 
opinion in the Coastal Bend Section 
around Corpus Christi that cotton 
picking will start there about August 
tenth to fifteenth and that present 
prospects for a good crops are poor.

The Victoria area expects to start 
picking about the same time on a 
forty per cent of normal crop.

In the Central Texas area surround­
ing Travis and Williamson County, 
and in the Heam-iCalvert Section is 
expected to start about August twen­
tieth, with prospects for a good crop 
much better.

part of all groups handling the fruit 
could this bountiful crop be market­
ed with a fair return to the producer.

“ A further important aim of this 
cooperative campaign is to educate the 
consuming public as to the health­
building value of fresh peaches. Not 
only are peaches delicious, but they 
contain certain vitamins so necessary 
in our daily diet. The program is 
proving successful in this two-fold 
problem of helping farmers move ifcheir 
crop into consumption, and improving 
diets of American families.

“ In order to further increase our 
domestic consumption of this abun­
dant fresh peach crop, and assist 
r redy families in securing a more nu­
tritive diet, peaches have been in­
cluded on 'the list of health-protecting 
foods in the Federal Food Stamp Plan.

The peach producing industry, in 
cooperation with local Food Industry 
Committees, Chambers of Commerce, 
as well as wholesalers and retailers 
are stressing the value of peaches in 
everyone’s diet. American homemak­
ers in turn are doing their share by 
purchasing and serving fresh peaches 
daily. Our homemaker is canning and 
preserving peaches in order to serve 
them to her family all winter long” .

In conclusion, Mr. Cappleman urged 
the same spirit of cooperation shown 
during the first phase of the fresh 
peach program be continued through 
'the final drive August 7 through 15 
and as long as the fresh peach crop 
is available.

Helpful Hints on 
Peach Canning 
Aids Housewives

A record breaking crop of southern 
peaches, the largest produced in the 
last ten years gives homemakers an 
excellent opportunity to serve fresh 
peaches daily and can peaches for 
winter servings, according to T. E. 
Milam, president o f Spur Civic Club.

This crop, one of the finest pro­
duced in recent years, is idea] for 
canning, preserving and pickling” he 
said, “giving thrifty homemakes a 
perfect opportunity to serve peaches 
the year round.”  Mr. Milam suggest­
ed the following helpful hints on 
home-canning from one of the most 
popular peach canning recipes recom­
mended by the Bureau of Home Eco­
nomics:

The chief problem in canning 
peaches is to keep them from turning 
brown after they are peeled. That’s 
why it is important to get the peaches

into the containers and then into the 
water bath as quickly as possible. 
You can avoid peeling too many 
peaches—if you know exactly how 
many jars or cans you are able to pro­
cess at one time, and allow from 2 
to 2 and a half pounds of peaches for 
each quart jar or No. 3 tin can.

“ Precooking the peaches and pack­
ing them hot also helps to prevent 
the brown discoloration. The water- 
bath method of processing is more 
successful than the oven method is 
that the juice bubbles out—leaving 
the top peach “high and dry.”

Like most other fruits, peaches are 
canned with sugar syrup. Make it 
up ahead of time allowing from 5 to 
12 and a half cups of sugar to a 
gallon of water, depending on how 
sweet you like the peaches. Use warm 
water and stir until the sugar is dis­
solved. Boil for 3 to 5 minutes, with 
peach pit added to every quart of 
syrup to give it a delightful flavor. 
Strain out the pits before using the 
syrup.

“ The skins come off easily, if you 
dip the peaches in boiling water about 
one-half minute and then plunge them

into cold water for a few seconds... 
Use a square of cheesecloth or a wire- 
basket to hold the fruit. A knife o f  
glass or stainless steel is best for  re­
moving skins. Cut the peaches it? 
halves.

“ Pack the hot peaches into the con­
tainers as quickly as possible. Fill 
■the containers with hot syrup and run 
a spatula down the side to get '001: 
any air bubbles. ;Seal tin cans, and 
partially seal glass jars. Place the 
containers in the boiling water hath; 
and process them for 15 minutes, vriffc 
the water all around them boiling? 
hard.”

Men who registered under the Se­
lective Training and Service Act on 
July 1 and whose order numbers were 
determined in the National. Lottery 
oh July 17 ai>e subject to the. .same 
rules of individual classification as 
the youths who were enrolled pre­
viously, General J. Watt, Page, State 
Selective (Service Director, empha­
sized today.

Under ho circumstances will the 
new group of potential trainees be 
classified and considered for possible 
military training en bloc, the General 
declared. Each man will have his 
order number by which his local board 
will consider his classification and 
no local board can classify the indi­
vidual registrant until his number is 
reached, except in case of volunteers, 
he said.

The second National Lottery served 
as a guide for every local board to in­
tegrate its new registrants among 
those who registered last autumn, 
and that integration must be carried 
out so that the recent registrants will 
consider their classification only in a 
fair and equitable ratio to those men 
not yet inducted, General Page de­
clared.

General Page pointed out that it 
was obvious that the new registrants 
who had received the relatively low 
order numbers would be classified 
sooner than those who had received 
the higher nurhbers.

“ I’d like to stress the fact again,” 
General Page said, “ that there is’nt 
any difference between the treatment 
of the new registrants and the old 
registrants in any respect whatso­
ever. They are ¡treated exactly alike. 
The same rules of deferment apply to 
both. Both have the same right to 
appeal. The interests of both are 
protected by the government in'- the. 
same manner. And each case is con­
sidered individually when the regis­
trant’s order number comes up, re­
gardless of whether he registered 
July 1 or previously.”

Calling on every member of the 
cotton industry in Dickens County and 
the surrounding area to pledge anew 
his allegiance to the drive for cotton 
markets, President Oscar Johnston of 
the National Cotton Council said to­
day that the assurance of parity prices 
for cotton is only the beginning of 
¡the cotton farmer’s fight for parity 
income.

“ Only through the attainment of 
parity consumption can the farmer 
be assured that his income will be on 
a par with that of other workers,”  Mr. 
Johnston declared. “For that reason 
we must not slacken for a moment our 
efforts to increase the consumption 
of American cotton products; rather, 
we must intensify and redouble these 
efforts.

“ During the parity period, 1909 to 
1914, the consumption of American 
cotton averaged nearly 13,500,000 
bales. We must reach at least this 
level of consumption to give us parity 
income. We must go far beyond it if 
we are to achieve real prosperity for 
the Cotton Belt.

“ he only way we can hope to reach 
the parity consumption mark is thru 
a continuation of the program of ad­
vertising, scientific research, efforts 
to regain foreign markets, and resis­
tance (to discriminatory legislation, 
which the cotton industry has carried 
on for the past two years.

“ In the end, it will avail us little to 
have parity prices if cotton consump­
tion is cut down. A parity price means 
nothing unless we can sell a suffi­
cient number of pounds of our pro- 
due at that price to insure us a living 
wage and a decent return for our ef­
forts.

“ That (the cotton industry’s pro­
gram to secure increased consump­
tion is aimed in the right direction is 
proved by the gratifying results which 
have been achieved thus far. A gain 
of almost 2,500,000 bales in domestic 
cotton consumption over last year is 
already in sight.

“Again on the 1941 corp cotton 
producers, ginneVs,. warehousemen, 
merchants, crashers and spinners are 
being called upon to contribute their 
pro rata share toward a continuation 
of the domestic consumption cam­
paign on an expanded scale and for 
a program to regain our foreign mar­
kets at the end of the war.

“ As a cotton farmer speaking for 
the producers, I call upon every mem­
ber of the six raw cotton interests 
and every individual dependent upon 
cotton for a livelihood to join us in 
our efforts to strengthen the program 
to attain parity consumption.”
