He is be­
ing joined by J. M. Young, of Edmond, 
who has been an operator for several 
years and has acquired some money in 
the business. Mr. Deck has been en­
gaged in the cattle business and bank­
ing in former years.

The well is being drilled by Andrew 
Urban, of Abilene, one of the pion­
eer drillers of West Texas, and pos­
sibly one of the most experienced 
men in that line.

The head driller is to be Andy 
Urban, Jr., and he will be assisted 
by George Ferguson, another man 
who has spent a lifetime at drilling 
oil wells. They are being assisted by 
eager Wade, V. 0. Davenport, and 
Floyd Renfro in rigging up and get­
ting started.

After drilling about 25 feet they 
had tO' shut down to install the walk­
ing beam, forge, wrenches and wrench 
circle.

The tests in that block are to be 
for (production or to go to a depth of 
5,000 feet. A second location has been 
spotted but the place has not been 
revealed yet. It will be drilled as 
soon as the present location is com­
pleted to the contract depth.

This project is a wild-cat operation 
since there is no production reported 
closer than the iR'otan field. However, 
it is the opinion of the oil fraternity 
that Dickens, Kent, Garza and Crosby 
counties are the basis o f an oil field 
which will be developed before long.

How 
do you cook quail?

Well, broiled quail, according to 
game officials, is one of the tastiest 
of dishes, and here’s how you do it:

Split the birds down the back and 
season well in the body cavity, dot the 
bottom of a hot pan with butter and 
place quail in breast up. Cover pan 
tightly. After steaming ten minutes 
in moderate oven, turn breast down 
for ten minutes. Turn the birds once 
more,' put a teaspoon of butter on 
each, and then in ten minutes the 
birds will be brown and tender if they 
are young. Older quail will require 
more cooking. When done add one- 
half cup of hot water to gravy and 
pour over the birds.

Your Spanish Lesson
Lesson 7— Three Conjugations 

in Spanish
, In the last lesson we learned 

about words of action or verbs 
like ‘hablar,” to speak, “ com- 
prar”, to buy, “andar” , to walk, 
and “cantar” , to 'sing. We 

learned how to use the words 
with “yo” meaning “I” and 
“ usted” , meaning “you” , this 
form being the same for “ el” 
meaning “ he” . W e saw how 
we change “cantar” into “Yo 
canto” , I sing or “ listed canta” , 
you sing. We can also reverse 
this last phrase and ask a ques­
tion, vis., 6Canta listed?. Do 
you" sing? We learned also the 
words “si” and “no”, to answer 
questions with yes or no. «

If you will notice all these 
action words like “ hablar” , 
“andar” , and “ cantar” , all 
have the ending “ar” . In Span­
ish we group these words ac­
cording to their ending. All of 
these words like “hablar” that 
end in “ ar” belong to one 
group. Those that end in “ er” , 
like “comer” , belong to a sec­
ond group, and the ones that 
end in “ir” , like “vivir” , to live, 
are placed in a third class. So 
we must learn that there are 
three kinds of action words or 
verbs ending in “ ar”, “ er” , and 
“ir” , respectfuly.

It is important that you learn 
to know these groups because 
when you know to which group 
a word belongs, then you know 
how tol change the word when 
you want to say “yo” or when 
you %vant to use “usted” . Nat­
urally, when we change from 
one person to another, we have 
to change the action word also. 
W e say for “hablar” “yo ha- 
blo,” but if we use the word 
“usted” ; then we change “ha- 
blo” to “habla” and we say 
“Usted habla” . For “ comer” , 
to eat, we have “Yo como” , I 
eat; when we change to “ust­
ed” we have “Usted come” . 
With words of the' third group 
like “vivir” , to live, or “subir” , 
to climb or go up, we make the 
same changes that we do for 
“comer” with usted. W e say 
“Yo vivo” , I live; “ Usted vive” , 
you live or “ iVive usted en la 
ciudad de Corpus Christi?”

As you may observe, we 
make changes in these words 
just like we do in English. For 
example, let us take the word 
“to speak” . W e say “to speak” , 
“I speak” , or “he speaks” . You 
see how when we say “I” , we 
leave out the word “to”, and 
when we say “he” , we put in 
an “s” . In English we have 
many changes. We change 
from “go” to “goes” , from 
“ like” to “ likes” and many 
others. In Spanish we have 
many changes, too, but an ad­
vantage that we have is that all 
words, are, grouped into classes 
or conjugations. When we learn 
one word from a group, we 
have also learned all the words 
belonging to that particular 
group. So we must make it a 
point to learn the three words 
“hablar” , “comer” , and “vi­
vir,” and learn to change them 
at will when we say “yo” or 
“usted” or “nosotros” meaning 
“we” .

I am going to give them to 
you in their order:

Hablar— Comer— Vivir.
Yo Hablo— Yo Como —  Yo 

Vivo.
Usted Habla —  Usted Come 

Usted Vive.
Try to make some questions 

in Spanish and then answer 
them, easy, simple questions 
that will give you practice in 
using the correct forms; so that 
you will become used to the 
changes. For example, with 
“hablar” , we can say; “ 6Habla 
usted espanol?” , “Yo hablo es- 
panlo, pero no muy bien” . “ Me 
gusta hablar espanol” , and oth­
ers that you might be able to 
think of.

If your cotton has not been 
classed, put the bales in the nearest warehouse and bring yuor ware­
house tickets and samples to this office and we can complete the 
loan without any running around or delay.

■Dear Sir:

We are greatly concerned in Texas 
about the “ Food for Defense”  pro­
gram. All agencies of the United Stat­
es Department of Agriculture have 
put forth every effort to enlist our 
farmers in this great and necessary 
campaign. Mr. R. M. Evans made an 
elquent address at Waco on November 
4, in its behalf.

Since the beginning of this cam­
paign I have traveled in more than 
half this state talking to farmer 
groups. Without exception the farm­
er’s attitude is that we must defeat 
Hitler but at the same time he is 
asking why builders of warships and 
warplanes, makers of munitions of 
of war, and members of the unions 
should be allowed to make large pro­
fits, and high wages, while the farmer 
is asked to increase the production of 
food for defense with no assurance 
that he will receive a living wage' for 
his work.

Mr. Wickard, itoo many Texas farm­
ers ai'e losing confidence; in our gov­
ernment. and its promises to protect 
their right to make a fair living. Our 
farmers are patriotic. They are not 
on strike. They will not -strike but 
they want proof that our government 
will see tha-t they get the same sort 
of treatment that other groups are re­
ceiving in this -great struggle.

Our farmers cannot understand why 
certain cabinet official^ are so much 
concerned about non-defense spending 
but never seem to object to the un­
fair profits that are being made on 
many government defense contracts.

Texas farmers are willing to pro­
duce their share of food needed for 
defense but they are not going to be 
satisfied to do so and take all the 
risk themselves. As a farmer, you 
know that farmers generally are op­
posed to inflation but they do insist 
on fair- price for their efforts.
