These drills do not go to the extent
of pupils mobilizing into caves or air
raid recluses, but certain features
which might save life are being prac-
ticed. These raids are not causing
any expense, but go as far as equ1~p-
ment will permit.

Spur Teachers Ask
Parents Cooperation

The teachers of the Spur Public
Schools are very anxious to secure a
general improvement in scholarship
for all pupils, and they are striving to
secure higher scholastic standing for
the Spur Schools. Fundamental sub-
jects such as reading, spelling, writ-
ing, and arithmetic are being emphas-
ized from the first through the twel-
fth grades. The teachers are urging
each pupil to do remedial work if weak
nesses in any of these subjects ale
apparent, !

A survey of the causes of poor work
in our school was made at the end of
the first semester. In high school it
was found that irregular or poor at-
tendance was regponsible for 36 per
cent of all marks below the grade of
C. Poor study habits including laziness
caused 35 per cent or almost as many
poor marks. It was noted that 2 per
cent of the high school pupils did
poor work because of poor health. It
is a challenge to both teacher and par-
ents to remove these causes for poor
work,

Many parents raise the question of
home study for school pupils. Educa-
tors still believe there is no royal
road to learning, and that education
still requires work. To secure a genu-
ine education home work is required.
It is the belief of our teachers thait
some home work should be done by all
pupils beginning wih the fifth grade.

A decided improvement can be had
by each parent securing the best at-
tendance possible for their children

which is compatible with good health.1

At the present time mumps, measles,
and seasonal diseases are responsible
for much inattendance at school.
Nothing can be done about illness
preventing absence, but attendance
must be had if good school work is
done.

Parents as well as teachers should
give much thought to the develop-
ment of good study habits, and it
has been pointed out that 35 per cent
of our poor work is attributable to
poor study habits. Each parent should
see that the child has a regular place
and time for home study. Let nothing
interfere with this specified time and
place for work. Do not attempt to do
the work but see that the work is at
least attemipted. Frequently ques-
tions will stimulate thought of the
pupil so that his work may proceed,
and of course a little assistance will
help much. A large part of the child’s
success in acquiring' an education will
depend on thte development of cor-

rect hom estudy.

Train in Physical
Sclenc

O. C. Thomas, superintendent of
schools, has recently received a let-
ter from the State Department of
Education, asking for his support in
training a personnel of high school
graduates in the applications of physi-
cal sciences.

The leter says in part: “The present
emergency demands that every effort
be made to increase the supply of
personnel trained in the application
of the physical sciences, chemistry,
and physics. They will be called up-
on to put physics to work in the de-
fense industries, in the Civil Service
of the United States Government, and
in the armed forces. Our country has
been caught desperately short in the
supply of such men because careers
in physies have not been brought
adequately to the attention of high
school students.

“Tens of thousands of such indi-
viduals are necessary now and more
will be called in the immediate future.
All boys and girls showing a natural
aptitude for laboratory work and a
reasonable skill in mathematies and
physics should be -given the opportu-
nity to acquire as much physies in-
struction as possible.”

A recent survey of our laboratory
facilities show that physiecs could be
added to our school at a cost of ap-
proximately $224.03. Chemistry is al-
ready a regular course in our curricu-
lum,

From Headquarters

The President, in a message to Con-
gress, said he had directed Federal
agencies to arrange a new schedule
of war production calling for 60,000
planes in 1942, including 45,000 com-
bat craft, and 125,000 in 1943, in-
cluding 100,000 combat units; 45,-
000 tanks in 1942 and 75,000 in 1943;
20,000 anti-aireraft guns in 1942 and
35,000 in 1943; 8,000,000 deadweight
tons of merchant ships in 1942 and
10,000,000 in 1943.

The President told Congress he
would order the U. S. armed forces to
a world-wide front to find the enemy
and “hit him and hit him again when-
ever and wherever we can reach him.”
He said U. 8. forces would take up
posessions if necessary in the British
Isles, the Far East and on all oceans
and bases within and without the New
World necessary to protect the West-
ern Hemisphere.

The President proposed total ex-
penditures in the fiscal year 1943 of
$77,000,000,000. of this 56 billion would
be for the war. He said total war ex-
penditures are now at the rate of ap-
proximately $2,000,000,000 a month
surpass $5,000,000,000 a
month during fiscal 1943. The Presi-
dent said he could not predict ulti-
mate costs “because I cannot predict
the changing fortunes of war,” but
he proposed an increase in tax col-
lections to $27,000,000,000. He asked
careful Congressional consideration of
income taxes collected at the source,
payroll taxes, excise taxes and taxes
on State and local government bonds.

Mr. Roosevelt said expenditures for
farm aid, work relief and youth aid
would be reduced by the end of the
1942 fiscal year $600,000,000 from last
year and will be reduced another
860,000,000 next fiscal year when the
total cost will be $1,400,000,000 or
about half of the sum for the present
year.

Production Progress

The Office of Emergency Manage-
ment reported increased pooling of
aircraft production facilities within
the industry and with the auto indus-
try, and concentration on superior
types of planes. The OEM said in al-
most every month of 1942 additional
plants will begin production of planes
with parts supplied by industrial
pools.

The War Department reported at
least one plant of each of the 13 types
required for the munitions program
was completed in 1941, making a to-
tal of 28 now in operation. The an-
nouncement said 28 more will begin
production soon.

OPM Director Knudsen announced
the auto industry must double its
scheduled war output to handle $5,000-
000,000 additional war contracts. OPM
formed a 10-member industry-labor
committee to study conversion of the
industry to war products.
Employment

Labor Secretary Perkins reported
15,000,000 workers will be engaged in
war production by the end of 1942—
three times as many as were so em-
ployed in the fourth quarter of 1941.
There will be onlyt a relatively small
increase in total employment, how-
ever, Miss Perkins said, because many
persons now working in civilian-goods
industry will be .shifted to war work.
WPA announced 3,800,000 persons
were unemployed in December, 100,-
000 less than the previous month.

kind of change. You must re-

member, also, that in Spanish|

we depend for these changes
on the ending of the word. It
will not be wrong for you to
say ‘“hablaba’ instead of ‘“‘ha-
blé”’. There is not very much
difference in the meaning. The

thing you want to do now is|

to talk as much as possible. Pay
attention to vowels and their
exact pronounciation. Be sure
to' make a few mistakes when
you speak because when you
are learning a language you
are always expected to make
mistakes and people would be
disappointed if you didn’t.
; We have just one more of the
important parts of the Spanish
verbs. I have left it for the last
because it is not so commonly
used. It is not used as much as
the present, past or future,
tenses. This form is not exactly
a tense, but rather a condition.
In fact, it is called the condi-
ional form. We use it every
time we say in English the
words “would” or ‘‘should”.
In the conditional we add the
ending “ia’” to the infinitive or
ariginal form of the verb. You
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may observe that we are fol-
lowing the rule that whereas in
English we indicate changes by
auxiliary or helping words, in
Spanish we just add an ending.
For example, suppose we want
to say “I would speak.” The
Spanish for speak is “hablar’;
so we merely add the ending
“ia’ with the accent on the “i”
and we have “Yo hablaria”, I

would speak, ‘‘comeria”, I
would eat, and ‘viviria”, I
would live.

~ Nosotros podemos decir a-
‘hora (We can say now) “Usted
hablaria espafiol mejor en
México” or “Me gustaria vivir
en la Cuidad de México”. You
notice we do not drop any part
of hablar or comer or vivir as
we have done in the other cas-
es; simply add the ending ‘“ia”
to the original form of any verb
and you have the equivalent of

the form “would”.

Scrap Iron Week

The week of February 1 to 6 has
been designated Serap Iron Week for
Dickens county. Collection and sale of
scrap iron and steel is only one of the
many ways Dickens county farmers
can help lick the Japs, the Nazis and
Fascists, according to Joe M. Rose,
chairman of the Dickens county US-
DA defense board.

Growing needs of a nation at war
serve to intensify demand for steel
and scrap iron to feed the hungry
mouths of arms factories, the defense
board chairman said.

Urgent appeal is also made to the
public to gather up steel and scrap
iron and carry it to nearest dealers
for use in charging the nation’s steel
furnaces. Dealers are located in Spur,
Dickens, Glenn and McAdoo.

“We're not asking that you give
your scrap iron to your country. We're
asking that you sell it at prevailing
prices for immediate defense use,
Rose said in explaining that financial
returns cannot be expected to be large
but results will be of untold value to
farmers in their whole victory effort.

Mr. Rose explained that prices for
serap vary in different sections sinee
dealers deduct cost of transporting
scrap from shipping point to mill, ‘as
well as preparation charges.

“It’s just another way of saying
that we're at our posts on the farm
front,” the chairman said. “We’re in
this war to win, and each of us will
have to do his :part to get ‘the.job
done.”

Appeal to Farmers to
Uphold Crop Quality

Farmers of Dickens County have
been appealed to to help along the
nation’s war effort by eliminating

food waste and by producing only
farm crops of unquestioned quality.

The appeal comes from H. S. Dar-
ger, coordinator of the National
Cream Quality Program, Chicago.

Mr. Darger is immediately concern-
ed with the waste involved in that
portion of cream produced on farms
which, because of a low standard of
cleanliness or care in production or
handling or perhaps infrequent mar-
keting, is found on delivery to the
creamery to be unfit for manufactur-
ing into butter under the stringent
federal food law regulations. Cream
thus rejected presents a serious loss
to the nation’s nutrition as well as to
the farmer’s pocketbook. Mr. Darger
estimates the loss to American farm-
ers from unfit cream, including seiz-
ures of shipments of cream and but-
ter and the loss from price differenti-
als between cream and butter that
grade less than first quality, at $40,-
000,000 annually. This would indicate
a loss to Texas farmers, who produce
1.9 per cent of the nation’s butter
output, of close to $760,000 a year,
he figures.

According to Mr. Darger, there is
no reason why any farmer should
produce a poor grade of cream. Every-
thing hinges on the care the cream
receives on the farm and the frequen-

7 with which it is delivered to the
butter-maker. The rquired sanitatory
precautions are easy and inexpensive
for the average farmer to carry out.
He can readily obtain any desired
information from the state agricultur-
al college or from the cream buyer
or creamery with whom he does busi-
ness. The little extra trouble involved
in producing the best quality of cream
not only makes available the maxi-
mum of protective food for the con-
sumer but extra dollars as well for
the farmer exerting this extra care,
he said.

Farmers cooperating with the Na-
tional Cream Quality Program are
being asked to sign this pledge and
to display a copy of it on their prem-
ises:

“I Believe it is my duty and that of
everyone connected with the produc-
tion, handling, and sale of food pro-
ducts, to use every care to insure
that such products shall be made only
from sound, clean ingredients.

“I Believe .that the production of
unfit milk and cream is an unneces-
sary, unpatriotic waste of food.

“I Believe that carefulness in the
production and handling of milk and
cream Wwill conserve butterfat—food
that is essential to the wellbeing of
my fellow Americans. This ecareful-
ness includes: Washing and scalding
my dairy utensils and separator with
boiling water after eaeh use; cooling
my cream; delivering or shipping my
cream often enough to insure its ar-
rival at market in good condition.
(Preferable twice a week in winter and
three times in summer).

“I have pledged myself to do my
part in protecting and conserving
American food.”

Some timely words of caution on
two problems pertaining to the pro-
duction of cream at this season were
issued by Mr. Darger. Do not keep
cream on the farm too long even in
cold weather, he states. If held too
long, it is likely to develop old, ran-
cid flavors. A cave or cellar may be
of the right temperature for holding
cream, but if musty it will likely
spoil the delicate flavor. Cooking
odors and stored vegetables also af-
fect the flavor and cause the resulting
butter to be marked down in grade.
Freezing is a second hazard to be
guarded against. Frozen cream does
not make high-grade butter; the freez-
ing changes the cream so that it re-
sults in mealy, oily, undesirable but-
ter. Cream is best kept in a- clean
odor-proof place, in a temperature
above freezing, and must be protected

from freezing on the haul to market.

Register

The Office of Civilian Defense urg-
es every pharmacist to register with
the Chief of the Emergency Medical
Service in his community, indicating
what supplies he has available; regis-
ter with the Transport Office of the
local Defense Comps any  delivery
trucks available for emergency trans-
port; register his pharmacy with his
air raid warden, indicating fthe tele-
phone and refuge facilities he has
available.

Every pharmacist should place his
services at the disposal of the local
Defense Council for distributing lit-
erature and information on Civilian
Defense; inform himself of the loca-
tion, and charadter of protection fa-
cilities in his neighborhood so that he
can direct citizens to shelters, warden
posts, casualty stations, and first aid
posts; review 2nd extend his own
training in first aid and prepare him-
self to instruct his employees.

Large pharmacies should establish
a first aid detachment among their
employees which can be immediately
available as stretcher teams to assist
rescue squads. They should be equip-
2ed with a stretcher and with first
aid supplies. :

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Are You A
Stenographer

The Government needs stenograph-
ers for National defense. One is prone

to think of National defense in terms
of soldiers, sailors and marines. But
there are many types of defense work
behind the lines. A large army or ci-
vilian personnel is now on duty as
stenographers in the Government ser-
vice to take the dictation of the thous-
ands of executives and administrative
officers, and transcribe it into type-
written documents. Some of this ma-
terial is of lasting importance. Some
of it will set into motion Government
events of historical consequence.

It is estimated that the Government
has approximately 85,000 stenograph-
ers, typists and secretaries on the pay-
roll. Many young men and women are
responding to the ecall. Thousands
more are needed. s

Asidel from the present emergency,
the opportunities for stenographers
in the Government service are favor-
able. Good stenographers are always
in demand. The positions pay $1,440
a year to start, with a good chance
fer advancement to positions of great-
er responsibility, such as secretarial
(positions, in the case of those who
have the ability.

The examination announced by the
Civil Service Commission for stenog-
raphers is open until further notice.
The examination consists solely of a
dictation test at 96 words a minute
and transcription of notes. All persons
who can qualify are urged to apply
now.

Federal Income Tax

The Revenue Act of 1941 provides
a simplified method of cumputing in-
come tax in the case of individuals
whose gross income is derived wholly
from salary, wages or other compen-
saliion for personal services, divi-
dends, interest, rent, annuities, or roy-
alties, and does not exceed $3,000. A
new Form 1040A has been provided
for taxpayers who are entitled to and
elect to use such method. A table on
the reverse side of this Form shows
the amount of tax on increasing
amounts of gross income after the
proper allowance of $400 for each de-
pendent, if any.

The tax under the simplified method
is the same for each $25.00 block
gross income and the taxpayer need
only ascertain in which block his
gross income (less allowance for de-
pendents) falls to determine his tax.
A flat reduction of 10 per cent has
been made in arriving at the amount
of tax shown in the table for deduc-
tions such as charitable contributions
and taxes paid, so that the taxpayer

these but gets an automatic deduction
of 10 per cent.

Under the simplified method the
status of a person on the, last day of
the taxable year is the governing fac-
tor in determining the exemption lev-
el (8750 for single persons and mar-
ried persons mot living with husband
or wife, and $1,500 for married per-
sons living together) as well as the
credits for dependents.

A husband and wife living togeth-

may file separate returns on Form
1040A if the gross income of each is
from the prescribed sources and does
not exceed $3,000, or they may file a
single joint return on that Form if
their combined income is from the
prescribed sources and does not exceed
$3,000.

The use of the simplified method is
optional with the taxpayer but once
an election has made for any year, it
is irrevocable for that year. If a tax-
