New Farmers Are
Flocking To South
Plains Country

LUBBOCK, Texas, Dec. 8.—Two mil-
lion dollars of new money has been
brought into the South Plains section
by new farmers since August 1, 2 check
up with real estate dealers, lumber
yards and other sources, reveals.

‘This figure represents initial expen-
ditures of some 800 new farmers who
have purchased new homes on the
South Plains this fall.

The fact that land sales are far a-
bove what they have been since the
busy days of 1925 is conclusive proof
that the advertising being carried in
farm journals by the Lubbock Cham-
ber of Commerce under the name of
South Plains, Inc., is bringing the de-
sired results to an even greater ex-
tent than was anticipated.

A check with leading land agents of
Lubbock and a number of South Plains

towns shows a total of approximately |

Muleshoe Faces Best
Year Merchants Say

800 new farms sold to new comers
since August 1. These farmers pay at
least $800 cash on a quarter section of

land, many have paid cash for the en-|

tire tract. The minimum on that
number of farms is $640,000. They are
spending an average of $1,000 for their
initial improvements which totals $800,
000. Necessary tools, furniture and
other supplies will easily bring the
figure to the two million dollar mark.
The grocery bill for these new families
this year will be approximately $160,-
000.

Eight hundred farms may not sound
like a big number but taking the ay-
erage number of five, this means an
increase of population on the South
Plains of 4,000, which is the same as
the total population of the entire city
of Lubbock ten years ago when the
last Federal census was taken.

While the marketing of farm lands
has been remarkably brisk during Aug-
ust, September, “October, November,
and the first part of December, Jan-
uary, February and March are the
best months for selling land, so many,
many more families are expected to
move in on the South Plains land be-
fore planting time.

Over 5,000 inquires have been re-
ceived from every state in the nation
and from foreign countries in re-
sponse to the advertising and many
visitors have called at the Chamber of
Commerce office personally when they
came to see this section. Land dealers
say that there are from fifty to one
hundred per cent more prospectors
visiting here this fall to see the South
Plains section than ever before.

Farmers Urged To
Plant Less Cotton,
More Food Stuff

Stating that the farmers in the cot-
ton-growing states should diversify to
'a greater extent, the Federal Farm
Board urges that less cotton be plan-
ted in 1930. More food and forage
crops will greatly benefit the cotton
market, according to the Board. The
statement concerning the 1930 crop is
as follows:

“Nothing but crop failure in Texas
in 1929 prevented a total yield of 16,-
000,000 bales in the belt. That is more
American cotton than the world will
take at a fair price.”

Had there been a yield in 1929, such
as was produced in 1926, it is declared
the crop would have been 17,500,080
bales, while a 10 per cent in

Marvin Jones Will
Have Opposition
In Coming Race

LAMESA, Jan. 7—Judge Thomas 8.
Christopher, vice - president of the
Dawson County Bar Association and
prominent in State and National poli-
tics for the past several years, Monday
announced his candidacy for Congress,
opposing the incumbent, Marvin Jones.
His statement follows:

the 1929 acreage, even with the yield
in 1926, would have given a crop of
but 15,750,000 bales while with the
average yield the crop would have
been but 13,500,000 bales.

“Some cotton farmers think that be-
cause the Federal Farm Board has
been lending to co-operatives at an
average of 16 cents a pound on mid-
dling seven-eighths-inch staple of the
1929 crop, the board means to see
it that the price will be at least that
much for the crop of 1930. “This is
not so. The Federal Farm Board can
not protect farmers when they delib-
liberately over-plant. What the board
will do to help in will de-

and national
prosperity are receiving death: blows
in mad mergers of money and concen-
tration’ of commerce. The time calls
for a national body to -watch over,
guide and veto combinations that de-
stroy competition in business or create
moneply of money necessary to enter-
prises. Such mergers are now going on
in increasing numbers without a single
voice of protest by the Attorney Gen-
