HINTS FROM HELOISE

New way to carve

Dear Heloise ;

I've always thought most people use
a rather inefficient method when
carving a turkey. Most times, I've
noticed the bird being whittled at with
a knife like a block of wood, trying to
cut slices off the bird. Herein lies the
problem

For me, this process has more often
than not resulted in bits and
fragments of meat, not to mention
considerable waste left on the bird

A far better approach that has
worked quite well for me is to first
remove the white meat breasts before
cutting slices. This method is done
much the same as fileting a fish

First, remove the legs and thighs by
cutting off at the point where they
attach to the bird. Use whatever
method you prefer to carve the legs

The objective now is to remove the
breasts so one ends up with a large
chunk of meat from each side of the
bird

With the turkey on its back, cut
along one side of the breastbone
letting the knife follow along the
breastbone and rib cage of the bird
Al the same time, apply gentle
pressure with a fork to pull the breast
away from the turkey

The cutting should be done the full
length of the bird and down toward
the back of the bird until you run out
of meat to cut. The breast may then
be severed from the bird

Place the breast flat down on a
serving dish or cutting tray and slice
much the same as a meatloaf. Cut the
slices as thick or as thin as you prefer

The whole process is just as simple
as it sounds. No longer will you be
required to perform the traditional
ritual of whittling away at the turkey
while your dinner guests wait in silent
awe of your ineptness. Happy eating!

In the main the
‘preservation’ of the hundreds of
sacred manuscripts which were in
fact lost is a strange triumph of
the perseverance of the human
heart and mind. To think, further,
that the Bible is the first
typeprinted history of man,
surviving natural catastrophe and
the collapse of civilizations, which
one may hold in his hands, must
make the senses tingle ...

WASHINGTON — Richard W
Velde, the federal anti-crime czar,
has bombed out as a television per-
former. His debut was so bad that the
embarrassed Velde hasn't released
his taped messages for public
viewing

For the taxpayers, therefore, the
abortive debut has been a waste of
about $175,320. Here are the in-
credible details:

The 43-year-old chief of the Law
Enforcement Assistance Ad-
ministration (LEAA) faced the klieg
lights to record some crime-
prevention messages

Velde was so eager to appearon TV
that he discarded the spots his
predecessor, Don Santarelli, had
already taped. To re-record the
messages with the droll Velde as the
star may cost as much as $21,920

He was backed up by such
Hollywood stars as Bob Hope, Telly
Savalas, Carol Burnett and Angie
Dickinson. They plugged the theme
“Fighting crime 1is everybody's
business. Get involved."

With such a star-studded cast, the
messages had to be a hit. But Velde
wanted to be certain. He hired Porter,
Novelli and Associates, Inc., a private
firm, to evaluate the spots

They were duly aired last summer
in Houston, Tex., and Porter, Novelli,
et al, gave them rave reviews. The

firm's 95-page report, intended for
official eyes only, declared ec-
statically that the anti-crime
messages “‘rank among the highest in
the media's perceived relevance to
their audience.”

In all candor,
research firm advised: “The in-

wroductory Administrator Velde
“message is largely rejected by
the media.

Voters' revolt evident in San Francisco elections

SAN FRANCISCO — The unex-
pected presence in the Dec. 11
mayoral runoff election here of a
conservative Republican
businessman — lacking organization,
funds and even campaigning ability
— is the latest evidence of spon-
taneous voters' revolt, this time in the
most liberal of American cities

Conservative city supervisor John
Barbagelata seemingly needs a
miracle to win on his anti-labor union
platform in this traditionally union
town against liberal Democratic state
Sen. George Moscone. But discontent
over strikes by police and firemen
here and fear of going the way of New
York are strong enough to provide the
ingredients of that miracle.

There is no need for a victory by
Barbagelata, however, to show that
San Francisco is deeply influenced by
the harsh new realities in big city
politics. While unmistakably the
candidate of labor and the left,
Moscone is gingerly edging away
from them and, if he gets to city hall,
almost surely will disappoint them.
Here, as elsewhere, the twin menaces
of municipal bankruptey and
deepening crime are revolutionizing
politics.

These trends had to be intense to
reach San Francisco, easily carried
by Sen. George McGovern in 1972,
With a national reputation for ' per-
missiveness, it is the only city where
homosexual support is openly courted
by candidates. Moscone is the ar-
chetypal San Francisco liberal of the
1970s — an early McGovern booster,
foe of capital punishment and the
Vietnam war, reflexively identified
with all liberal causes.

In this environment, Barbagelata
was expected to run fifth in a five-
man field in the Nov. 4 non-partisan
election. While often described as a
Reagan Republican, he has met
Ronald Reagan only twice in his life
and is really a non-political
businessman who first entered
politics with his 1969 election to the 11-
member board of supervisors. He
gives few political speeches, does
little hand-shaking and is remarkably
short on the staples of politics —
smiles, small talk, organization and
money.

Conventional politicians have all
manner of sophisticated explanations
for Barbagelata running second Nov.
4. Certainly he benefited from the
police-fire strike and lameduck
Mayor Joseph Alioto’s capitulation to
their demands. g

But his appeal runs deeper. His
opposition to rapacious demands of
municipal unions (‘‘they are
destroying our cities''), busing and
lax measures against street crime
strikes a responsive chord with
middle-class whites who live in San
Francisco neighborhoods never
visited by

As the ally of organized labor and

the liberal Burton machine (run by
Congressmen Phil and John Burton),
Moscone would seem the antithesis of
Barbagelata. Like Alioto, the bedrock
of his support is welfare recipients,
minorities and civil servants. But, in
private, Moscone on fiscal affairs and
crime is not all that different from his
conservative opponent.

While Moscone aides expect a rout
in the Dec. 11 runoff and rejoice that
their victim is a Reaganite (I just
love it,”’ one enthusiastically told us),
Moscone in private feels the Nov. 4
election brought home a sober war-
ning of taxpayer revoit.

Accordingly, Moscone has quietly
modified his tactics. While begging
out of a meeting of black leaders
earlier in the week, he spent a recent
Saturday night hand-shaking through
the middle-class Sunset section
carried by Barbagelata. Told by one
adviser to divorce his left con-
stituency but not inform them of the
divorce, Moscone likely will have
some unpleasant surprises for his
supporters if he is elected: crack-
downs on municipal unions, budget
trimming and reorganization of San
Francisco's widely criticized police
force.

With Moscone thus trimming his
sails in the face of middle-class ap-
tagonism, the Dec. 11 runoff would
seem even more of a one-sided affair.
The handsome 44-year-old Moscone
campaigns tirelessly against an op-
ponent who scarcely seems visible.
Rather than make public ap-
pearances, the 56-year-old Bar-
bagelata, acting as his own campaign
spends hours writing and

The only chance for so exotic a
campaign is public passion against a
lunatic municipal system which pays
some streetsweepers $19.244 a year
and which collects property taxes
(due Dec. 10, the day before the
elections) up 40 per cent to 120 per
cent the past year. Moscone backers
hope antagonism against the police-
fire strike was dissipated by over-
whelming public approval of a
proposition (supported by Bar-
bagelata and opposed by Moscone) to
limit municipal salaries. But the
passion has been kept alive by a
madecap police harassment campaign
to ticket illegally parked cars and by
firemen boycotting merchants who
supported the proposition.

Inescapably, then, the question
arises whether a more charismatic,
better organized, better financed
candidate arguing the same issues as
Barbagelata might have been in-
vincible. Thus, even the survival of
Moscone cannot eclipse the fun-
damental political change in big-city
America.

Executions by firing
squads reach 27,600

In Communist Cuba, there are no
gallows, no gas chambers, no electric
chairs, no garroting.

There are only firing squads and
Premier Fidel Castro’s dictatorship
has been using them to eliminate
opponents of the Cuban revolution
since January 1959

A recent report on executions by
firing squads in Communist Cuba
indicates that as many as 27,600
persons have been put to death there
since Castro came to power.

The first recorded executions oc-
curred Jan. 1, 1959, the very day that
former President Fulgencio Batista
gave up and fled into exile, leaving
the power vatuum into which Castro
quickly moved.

Castro’s forces which then con-
trolled much of eastern Cuba
promptly sent 318 persons who either
were connected with the Batista
regime or who were not in sympathy
with Castro’s 26th of July
Revolutionary Movement before
firing squads in Santiago.

From then on, according to the
report authored by Miguel Angel Olba
Benito, secretary of the Cuban
Humanitarian Commission in Exile,
the shootings were a regular oc-
currence.

Once Castro and his bearded
guerrillas occupied Havana, firing
squads worked day and night, under

When worldwide protest against the
bloodletting reached a high point,
Castro held one of his early mass
meetings, in the plaza in front of the
Palacio Presidencial. He harangued
the people at length, defending the
executions, and finally put the
question to the aroused .crowd.
“Those who are in accord that the
ruffians be shot raise their arm.”” As
Olba Benito recalls it, ‘the mob an-
swered yes, with bestial howls and
raising of arms. It was the direct
democracy of the Communists. Then
came the great trials in theaters,
parks, sports arena, union locals, the
workers' confederation, movie
houses.”

In those days, Castro still sought to
maintain his image as a humanist, a
man who respected individual and
political rights.

“We never thought that our action
would rest on armed force,”’ he wrote
later, according to the report
published in the Latin American
edition of the Bulletin of the
Association of International Political
Studies and Information, Paris,
France.

““The public is the most decisive and
powerful factor in the revolution. If
we have used violence, it has been
against the war criminals. If a judge
were to order the freedom of Sosa
Blanco (a Cuban army officer whose
trial and execution in 1959 was
televised), I would free him. Then I
would ask that the judge be shot.”

The most recent reports of
executions by firing squad that Olba
Benito provided date from 1970. But
Cuban exile sources say that the
shootings still go on. Some even are
reported over Cuban radio stations
that can be monitored in the United

States
The victims, in those cases, are
described as criminal types or

enemies of the revolution

Before Castro, the Cuban con-
stitution provided that the death
penalty could be applied only to
members of the Cuban armed forces
or to persons.convicted of treason or
espionage in time of war. Cuba has
had no constitution since then but the
Castro dictatorship has drafted one
that is supposed to go into effect next
February. It makes no mention of the
death penalty, or any other penalty
beyond ‘““the most severe sanctions.”

But, as Castro once said, "“We do not
have to violate the law because we are
the ones who make law."

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LOS ANGELES (AP) — Fierce winds swirled
flames across more than 68,500 acres of
brushland in two separate fires near Los Angeles
early today, threatening at least 100 homes and
forcing evacuation of more than 600 persons.

The Mt. Baldy fire 35 miles east of downtown
Los Angeles spread over about 10,000 acres in a
few hours late Tuesday as 50-mile-an-hour winds
off the deserts raked the slopes. Two ranger
stations and four penal camps were abandoned
as the blaze grew to 23,000 acres, making it the
second biggest brush fire in the nation this year.

Meanwhile, the biggest, a fire twice that size,
flared up again in spots in the Big Tujunga
Canyon on the northeast edge of Los Angeles and
forced residents to flee several homes. Fire has
already destroyed at least 20 homes and
damaged 30 others there.

Firemen on both fronts declared the new flare-
us contained, meaning fire lines were
established, but the fires were not yet under
control. The Santa Ana wind conditions — hot,
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Fires force evacuations s

strong and dry — subsided early today, aiding
abatement efforts.

There were no new reports of injuries or
property damage.

Weau’;er forecasters said they expect a break
in the wind conditions today, but fire fighters
aren't sure what effect it will have.

“If the wind turns around on us, all the un-
protected flanks we'd thought were safe will be
in danger,” said one Forest Service spokesman.
“It could be a whole new ball game."

Most of the firemen on the line early, this
morning were saying they expect to be on the
slopes for Thanksgiving in any case.

About 50 men and more than 200 teen-agers
held in county work camps were bused to jails
and juvenile facilities as flames roared within
several yards of their barbed-wire fences.

As the wind rose at sundown, flames which had
been hiding in smoldering embers leaped to life
in scattered areas throughout both fires. Most of
the people ordered to abandon their homes
refused.

King Juan Carlos proclaims
amnesty for most prisoners

MADRID, Spain (AP) — King Juan Carlos is
beginning his reign with the liberal gesture of an
amnesty for most political prisoners and a
promise that terrorists awaiting trial for
political murders will not be executed.

Government sources said the clemency will
benefit about 15,000 prisoners, including about
1,000 political prisoners who will be released
immediately, about 700 others whose terms will
be shortened and between 2,000 and 3,000 com-
mon criminals who will be freed.

The rest will be common criminals whose
sentences will be reduced.

14 former Nazi prison
camp guards on trial

DUESSELDORF, West Germany
(AP) — A former New York
housewife and 13 other former Nazi
death camp guards went on trial
today for the mass murder of Jews
at Lublin, Poland.

Hermine Braunsteiner Ryan, 56,
who married an American after the
war and settled in New York, was
extradited to face charges of help-
ing to send more than 1,700 camp
inmates to their deaths.

Wearing a white, rabbitfur cap
and white sweater with violet scarf,
Mrs. Ryan smiled occasionally as
she chatted with her lawyer and
two other women defendants before
the courtroom was called to order.
Some of the other defendants hid
behind newspapers when
photographers and television
cameramen were admitted into the
courtroom for a brief picturetaking
session.

Mrs. Ryan sat in the front row of
the dock, flanked by two defense
lawyers in black robes. As the roll
of defendants was called, she rose
as the court directed.

Her conviction by the Duesseldorf
state court could mean imprison-
ment for life. The Polish govern-
ment also wants her for concentra-
tion camp crimes punishable there
with the death penalty.

Mrs. Ryan is one of five women
defendants in the Lublin trial,
which rivals in scope the pro-
ceedings against Auschwitz camp
officials in Frankfurt during the
mid-1960s. Polish authorities
estimate more than a million Jews
were exterminated at the Lublin
camp in southeast Poland from ear-
ly 1942 until the summer of 1944,
when the Soviet army overran the
region.

Beirut's religious war
continues unabated

BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP) —
Christians beat back three Moslem
attacks during the night while army
commandos blocked a Christian at-
tempt on a Moslem sector as Beirut's
civil war raged on today.

At least 22 persons were killed and
54 wounded in fighting to defend the
Christian residential quarters of
Sodeko, Ein Rummaneh and Sinn el
Fil, a police spokesman said.

This boosted the casualty toll to
more than 150 killed and 350 wounded
since the latest round of fighting in
Lebanon's eightmonth civil war

last week.

“It was a night of mortars and
hand-to-hand fighting,'’ the
spokesman said. Several highrise
hﬂm;cn set ablaze by mortars
and in Ashrafiyeh, the largest
Christian district of Beirut.

Heavy rains helped exhausted fire
brigades prevent the blazes from
spreading.

The trial, which could last as
long as two years, will be the se-
cond war crimes proceeding
against Hackmann, Mrs. Ryan and
several other defendants.

Hackmann, a furniture salesman
from Osnabrueck, was sentenced to
death soon after the war but the
penalty was later reduced and he
was paroled in 1955.

Mrs. Ryan, who served at four
concentration camps from 1839 to
1945, was convicted in an Austrian
court of mistreating inmates and

imprisoned

After her release, she met
Russell Ryan, then a US. ser-
viceman, in Austria in 1957 and

entered the United States via B
Canada later that year. They mar-
ried in 1958, and Mrs. Ryan
became a naturalized American in
1964 by concealing her Austrian
conviction and imprisonment.

Four years later, Simon Wiesen-
thal, the Vienna hunter of Nazi war
criminals, gave US. officials in-
formation about Mrs. Ryan's war-
time activities, and the West Ger-
man government later provided af-
fidavits detailing her cruelties to
concentration camp inmates.

In five years of legal proceedings
that followed, Mrs. ayan agreed to
relinquish her American citizenship
but fought deportation until a US.
District Court in Brooklyn dropped
the action in 1973 and accepted the
West German request for her ex-
tradition

Opera coach
rejects ltalians

ROME (AP) — Italy's most famous opera
coach, the grand old man of the theater, has one
word for Italian opera singers: shriekers. And
out of the window after them he throws the rest
of Italian opera — productions, directors and
composers.

Luigi Ricci grew up with the greats of the early
20th century: Pietro Mascagni, Puccini, Caruso,
Beniamino Gigli. Today he refuses Italian pupils
and never goes to the opera, a score’s throw from
his Rome apartment. And although he still
teaches 48 hours a week, despite his 81 years, he
sees no one to step into his shoes when he steps
out.

His pupils come from everywhere except Italy,
opera’s homeland.

“I don't want Italian pupils,” he said in an
interview. ‘““They think only of making their
voices heard; they always sing at the top of their
lungs. Bel canto with crescendos, diminuendos
and pianissimos no longer exists here.”

Aside from being urlatori — shriekers —
Italians, Ricei said sadly, make lazy pupils.

“They don't study well. You can make
Americans sing a phrase 10, 11, 20 times and they
will say: ‘Let's do it again.'

An evening with
Andy Warhol led to a transeribed conversation
with Jack Ford in Warhol's “Interview"”
magazine — and consequent White House em-
barrassment: With the interview were photos
made in the Lincoln Bedroom of Jack Ford
with his arms around Bianca Jagger.

The photos raised an obvious question
whether Ford, in his youth and inexperience,
and because of his WhiteHouse association, had
been used for publicity purposes

While in Montana and Utah
he picked up the drawl and
coowboy mannerisms. ‘‘It was
all those ol' cowboys in Utah
I spent time with,”” he said.

He had a little trouble relating

to their music, his own taste
runniing to hard rock and old
Chiccago blues. “I'm not too
familiar with those country
singers'  names;’ —he said.—“‘But

you ride with a cowboy down
the road and he's got his radio
tuned to Roy Clark and people
like that. It's kind of good
music, but I don't think I could
listen to it all the time."”

After learning to ride, Ford
got his own horse. “I got to
break lher and she was kind
of fun when I got to workin'
her,” he' said. ““I never knew
what she was gonna do.

“Then 1 got in touch with

Casey Tibbs and he invited me
down for a trial ride.

“Just to climb over that chute
and get on that bronc was kind
of an ego thing. You have to
tell yourself there is a 1,200-
pound horse and a 175-pound
cowboy and who has the odds?
You tell yourself you have the
odds and it is an ego thing
to feel you can beat this horse.
I never had so much adrenaline
flowing in my body in my life.
It was great.

“You know, you get bucked off and
hit the ground pretty hard, but you
don’t think you can get hurt, ‘cause I
never felt it hitting the ground. Your
whole body gets so pumped up and it
is a big ego thing.

“You've got to tell yourself you're
in control. I only rode two buckin’
horses and Casey told me to think
about whether I wanted to do it. It
has been four months since I've been
on a bronc and when I see pictures I
am real anxious to get back on one.

“My mother is not really crazy
about this. My dad, I asked him one
time what he thought of me doing
some rodeo and he said, ‘Well, I
don’t mind you riding horses. I just
don’t want you to try to make a liv-
ing at it.’

He soft-pedals the idea of a rodeo
career, although it's clear he'd love
totry it.

“Rodeo is a pretty short-lived
areer,” he said. “Once you hit 25 you
get kind of burned out and broken up
unless you are in ropin’ events or
doggin’. But bronc riders are pretty
beat up. I'd like to try it, but I don't
have the experience yet. I'd like to
work with Casey some more and
maybe get a job workin’ for a rodeo
producer or something like that so 1
could do some ridin’.

“I really like the people in rodeo.
They're just pretty easygoin’ people
who take it day to day. That's about
all they can do. You go from this
rodeo to the next one, if you have the
money. If you don't have the money,
you don’'t go."

Former President Nixon
has offered to testify
about his dealings with

A committee official
said Tuesday night that
the proposed restrictions
were laid down in a let-
ter the committee
received Nov. 13 from
Nixon's lawyer, Herbert
J. Miller Jr

The committee osten-
sibly began dickering for

the former President's
testimony last summer
amid hints that a sub-
poena ultimately might
be.necessary.

Nixon's lawyers
however, could always
contest a subpoena in
the courts; the failure to
resolve the issue before
this could make litiga

tion impractical. With
the committee scheduled
to complete its work by
the end of February,
some staff members
reportedly favor accep-
ting the restrictions the

former President has
laid down as the only
way to secure his

testimony at this point.
